1. Browsing

2. Bring up an issue 
 
Browse through the calendar and click on a highlighted date.  This brings you to 
the page view.  You can change the page by clicking on the arrows at the top.  If 
you move your cursor across the page, the items are highlighted.

3. Bring up an item  
 
Click on any item on the page.  This will bring up an image of it in a pop-up 
window.  If the item continues on the next page, then you should be able to view 
it by clicking on a box marked continue in the bottom left-hand corner of the 
pop-up window.

The icons in the top right of the pop-up window allow you to perform certain 
actions:  

 
a. Cick on the folder with a plus (‘+’).  A pop-up dialog box will appear 

and notify you that this is now saved in ‘My Collection.’  Click back 
on the full-page.  At the bottom of the bar on the left of the screen is 
‘My Collection.’  Click to enter.  ‘My Collection’ allows you to keep 
any items you find in one place for easy reference.

b. Return to the pop-up box.  Click on the envelope in the top right 

corner.  Enter your email address in both ‘Your email’ and ‘To 
email.’  Add a comment if you like, and press submit.

c. Cick on the little printer.  In a few seconds a print view screen will 

appear with metadata at the top and an image of the item beneath.  If 
your item continues on the next page, then all its parts should now be 
visible.  At the bottom of the screen are printing options: are there 
any other options you would like?

d. Click on the little disk in the top right hand corner.  This should open 
a screen that displays the item in a web browser, with metadata along 
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the top.  This item now has its own url, and can be treated as a normal 
web page, and saved, bookmarked etc…

4. Pages 
  
 Go to the number for 1 January 1853.  Click on the page number box and 
 insert ’15.’  Press enter. 
 

• Notice that we have marked pages with no printed page number as 
‘unpag’.  Do you have any comments about our page numbering?

5. Images 
  
 Click on the winged lion.  This is how pictures will be displayed.

a. Names of engraver / designer / studio etc…? (very important,

b. Type of image (woodcut engraving, lithotype)? (very important, 

important, not important) 
c. Iconographic information? (very important, important, not important)

6. Images in context 
 
Click on ‘Open Council.’  The image is part of this item, so both are in the pop-
up box.  We think this is important as it shows the picture in its context as part of 
the item.

7. Searching 
 
Go to the search screen by clicking on ‘Advanced Search’ in the bar on the left.  
Search for the words ‘Wellington.’

From here you can save and print your queries.

Do a new search, but this highlight both ‘Leader’ and ‘Leader duplicates’ in the 
‘Search in Publication’ box.  To do this, you need to hold down shift while 
clicking on the unhighlighted option.  They both should now be highlighted in 
blue.  Search for the words ‘age of quarterlies’.  You should get only two results. 
 

• How problematic would it be to get the same item returned more than 
once? (very problematic, quite problematic, not problematic)

There are four options above each snippet that is returned in the results: 
  

a. ‘Preview.’  This is a slightly larger image of the item with no 
functionality that allows you to gauge the relevance of an item.  How 
useful is this feature? (very useful, useful, not very useful)

b. ‘Article.’   This allows you to jump directly to the item itself.  This is 

displayed just like a normal item selected from the page view and has 
all the associated functionality.  How useful is this feature? (very

c. ‘Page.’  This allows you to jump to the page that the item begins 

upon.  This allows you to see the item in context.  You can return to 
the search results from here by clicking on ‘Search Results’ in the bar 
on the left.

d. ‘My Collection.’  This adds an item to ‘My Collection.’  This can be

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8. Table of Components 
 
Imagine a ‘Table of Components’ on the left hand side of the screen, similar to 
that we showed at the beginning the session.
