In some cases these books are the reports of Com -
missions appointed to investigate the causes of social disturbances such as the Trades Union
outrages, while in others, and perhaps the majority of instances, they are the annual state-
ments showing the work transacted and the results of the inquiries conducted by "the great
public offices. To the latter class belong the reports issued every year by the statisticians of the
Army and Navy and the Home Department, which are not only useful to the statesman as an
evidence of the effects of military, naval, and civil administration from a sanitary point of view,

Some interesting statistics have been published of the cost of printing public reports and
other documents for the Government of the United Stat es. The Prin ting Bill for the year
ending June 30, 1880, amounted to £400,000. As in the second session of the Congress there were
3,457 bills and 2,518 reports of committees , the printing- press was kept prett y busy. The

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£26,000, six to seven thousand copies being printed. The index alone cost over £1,700 for
comcilinei'.
