Thii appeal appeared to sting the meeting, while its
truth was never tbeleBB acknowledged ; and in proof of¦which, the following resolution , proposed by Mr. T.
Clarke , of Stockport , and seconded by the Rev. Mr.
Jackson, and supported by Mi. Cooper , bookseller , was
tamed amid thunders of applause, some honest voices
ciying out, " s *on, mind yon dent forgsfc it when you
g» away. I wont"

Mil JACKSOK ,in seconding theresol utSon , borehoDour -
able testimony to the services rendered to the caase
by tfie Evening Slar, and also took that opportunity
of stating, that with one single exception , the state-
ment of Six. O'Connor , in his challen ge to the
League in last week's Kerf htrr Star, -was true to the
letter ; the only mistak e was, that instead of the
amendme t of Mr. O'Connor being carried nnanim& asJy,
there was oae solitary free-tra der in the gallery, -who
for want ot a eompsnicn held np bota hands against it.
(Cheers and laughter.) In all other points ha wss
ready to -corrobora te Mr. O'Coanor ^s statement upon
oath if necessary. Mr. Adand never challenge d Mr.
O'Goimor io further dtscassion —(cheeis)—and Mi.
O'Connoriepeated to him (Mr. Jackson) and to several
others precisely what he stat ed in the Northern SUtr
relative to Adand' s announcement, that the League
•would stop the mills. (L- ua cheers. )

Mr. Ooof ES. introduced the following resolution z—
"Resolved that the Bvatisg Star newspaper has advo-
cated the lights of the working classes with a ztai and
ablHty never before manifested by the daily pres»~-of
this country, and ire therefore hold it to be not only a
duty, but.an indispensable oae, to give to that journal
all the support in oar power; and with that view we
now call upon our brethren throughout the country to
establish dubs in their several localities, for the pur -
pose of extending the circulation of that journal ; and
we ¦would impress npon them the prudence and the
necessity  ̂of insisting upon all landlords of houses of
entertainmen t, who take a daily paper, to take the
Eoeni»j Star, and we pledge ourselves to set the
example by not frequenting any house whose proprietor
does not subscribe to that paper , if any daily paper is
taken in there. "

The above resolution was carried amid the most
vociferous cheering, with a pledge to cany it oat
vigorousl y.

It -was then moved and seconded that the first reso-
lution bs signed by the Chairman and transmitted as
the resolution of the meeting to Thomas Duncombe ,
Eiq., M.P., for presentation to the House of Commons.
The mention cf Mr. Doncombe's oasis was received
with craving of hats, and the resolution was carried¦ snanin jously inth , great applause.

I wiil now give you
just one ample fact, in confirmation of what Mr.
O'Connor has advanced upon the question of increased
production. One man in M'Conuell' s mill in Man-
chester, has turned eff more work to-day than ia 1778 ,
or sixty-five years .ago, it took 9,500 hands to perform ,
and that one man receives 10s, a week less than any
one of the 3,500 received sixty-five years since ; and
now what was become of the wages of the other
*,-*»# t - iet-tiw shopkeepers and the qnartert revenue
answer thai—iLond cheers, and " Aye, Leach, that "B
it; let them answer that" ) Mr. Leach then thanked
the meeting, and pleeged himself to meet the League
in the pavil ion, if they dai*d to call a public meeting,
and to continue his exertions till the people got free
trade in legislation.

The aeetiog "was then honoured with a glee by
Messrs. Boyle and Grovecot, and then left tbe Hall in

1 a body, following Mr. O'Connor 's carriage to his hotel

alighting the whole body diew np in fron t, and giving

', a hearty rennd of ehttrs , separated and departed to
| their respective homes; and thus ended the most en-
1 tliusisstic meeting ever held in Manchester , and from
-which it will be seen, that the League has died in its
own hot-bed.

HOCHSAZJ2.

On Tuesday night last, we had one of the greatest
treats lhat i$ has bwn our good fortune ever to
participate in. The fact of Mr. Sharmau Crawford
being our Representative, and his having subscribed
towards the League-fund led many to the belief
that the Chartists^by whose exertions he was re-
turned, were all free traders ; and Mr. Bright, one
of our largest manufacturers, being a leading
Leaguer, added to the belief that Kochdale was
garrisoned and all right. 1e fact. Bright vouched
for our fealty to his Scotch audience. It will
also be remembered that Mr. Silk Buckingham,
recently delivered a lecture here ; and upon Mr.
Dickinson venturing to obtrnde his presence upon
tbe men thirsting after knowledge, how he was
kicked and mangled and ill-treated, and then
delivered over to "the safe custody of the police.
On Tuesday night, Mr. O'Connor came to Rochdale ;
and his reception was everything that his best friend
could desire. The Theatre was engaged, and ihongh
very spacious, was not sufficientl y so to accommo-
date one-fonrth of those who came from Heywood,
Todmorden, Bury, Bacnp, and the surrounding
towns. The boxes, at sixpence, were literally
crammed, as was the entrance to^them, with the
members of the League and Ehopkeepers. Tbe stage,
the several rooms, and passages were literally
crammed ; and at half-past seren, when Mr.
O'Connor arrived; the cheering was stunning.—
Immediately afier his arrival, that unceasing^ sup-
porier of the people's rights, Mr. James Taylor
was called to the chair, and briifly introduced Mr.
O'Connor, who addressed the meeting for more
than an hour and a half, in a speech unanswerable
by the League. He exposed their fallacies, while
he challenged any of that party present to refute a
single word he had uttered. Mr. Bright, the father
of the Rochdale free-trader, was in the boxes ; and
with his associates declined the challenge. Why,
said Mr. O'Connor, where is the great Mr. Bright,
who told the Scotch Free-traders that the English
people were with the League J Why not come here,
in his own town, and meet a stranger ,M demagogue

^or "political irafricker, who lives upon the people 1
Where is he ? Surfly this platform should be his
standing place, and bis own working men his jury.
But where is he ? He shan't be handed over to tha
police, like Mr. Djckenson, neither shall he
be kicked as Mr. D. was : but no ; he knows that
falsehood cannot stand before truth, and he could
not stand before me. 2"»ow, continued Mr. O Connor,
your masters have coined your sweat into goW tojnisn
their own measure, and they are " patriots, dis-
interested patriots,37 while I, who coin my own sweat
into gold to repay you what it co3i tp send our
Chairman as- your dekgate to Birmingham—am a
" political trafficker living upen you V Mr. O Connor
then entered into the whole question of the Repeal sf
the Corn Lawv Free Trade, and the Land ; proving
that a repeal of the Corn Laws, to advantage the
people, must be brought abont by making tbe people
producers and consumers, and giving each man an
it,tfi Tf«t. firstlv—inasufficieat BuppJy, and, secondly
—in a iemnneratiD^ price. UpOB the other hand,
he showed that a Repeal of the Corn Laws by act of
Parliament muss produce a revolution without con-
Teniixg any single advantage upon the soldiera who
3U to bear all the blows. He handled the
qnesSon of over-prodaction and over-population in

threw much new light ; he explained -why live stock
fead been made suddenly cheap, and how it would be
made psrmanently cheap ; and thanked God for the
Income Tax, as the people would not now be perse-
cuted when the middle classes had to pay too dear
for their whistle. His barlesqae of Cobden's patri-
orism and philanthropy was ludicrous and laugh-
able in the extreme, while his gr neral chal-
lenge to the League to meet him according to the
terms of his letter in last weekTs Star roused the
hearts of his audience, and caused the chops of the
free-trader* to fall. > '

At. the close of Mr. O'Connors lecture the two
resolutions proposed and carried upon the previous
eight in Manchester, were submitted to the meeting
and carried all but unanimously, not half-a-dozeu
hands being held up agains-t the first ; and thus
ended the most triumphant meeting, under all cir-
cumstances, that the Chartists of Rochdale have ever
had.

Mr. Bright will now find it difficult to peraaade
oar Scottish brethren that his workmen are with
him, nor will Dickey the Rover be able to persuade
them that the Manchester Englishmen have forgotten
Stephenson's-square, or that the Manchester Irish-
men have forgotten his "England, Ireland, and
America," in which he thanks Gotl that he was not
born a Catholic, and ascribes the immorality of the
English operatives to the example of the immoral
Irish, and even speaks of their vermin and dirt ; and
yet appeak to their bludgeons in the'hour of need to
aid him in his war against the English people.

ASHTON-TJNJDEE-l/STNE.
On WedneBday,theCharlestownmee< ing room was

crowded, to hear a lecture from Mr. O'Coimor, who
arrived from Manchester soon after eight o'clock,
and upon entering the room was greeted with loud
cheers. After order was restored , Mr. Richard
Pilling was called to the chair, who, after a few
preliminary remarkB introduced Mr. O'Connor, who
delivered au eloquent and powerful address, in
which he took occasion to expose the machinations
of the Anti-Corn Law League, and showed up in
their true- coIoutb the many base attempts resorted
to by these vile hypocrites to obtain money for the
purpose of carrying on their nefarious schoinep. Ho
thesr clearly proved by the most irrefutable argu-
ments that the repeal of the Cora Laws would be a
positive injury to the shop-keeping and working
classes, instead of .being a benefit to those portions
of the community. Mr. O'Connor then entered into
a defence of the line of conduct hj had thought
proper to pursue during his political career, and
concluded a powerful address, which ocsupied nearly
two hours in its delivery, amidst the most vociferous
cheers. The same resolutions agreed to by the
meeting in Manchester having been proposed and
seconded, were put to the meeting,and carried with-
out a dissentient. The large assembly then dispersed,
and Mr. O'Gonuor proceeded to Sialybridge.

Mr. Woodcock was unanimously called to the
chair.

The Chaibuas opened the business by reading
the placard calling the meeting, and after a few
appropriate xemark3 , introduced Mr. Daviea, from
Hawiek.

Mr. Davies, upon rising, was received with rap-
turons applause. Ha add ressed the meeting for
upwards of an hour, in a strain of eloquence tn&t
perfectly electrified the audience , and made the
xlague-men wince beneath the castigation receivad
at his ban ds. Mr. Davies then made a most power-
ful appeal to the people to stan d by the Charter , and
never swerve to the right hand or to the left for any
clap-tra p m- asure of Whi g or Tory jugg ling ; and
never to rest satisfied until that document became
the law of tbe land. Mr. Davies Bat down amid
repeated roan ds of app] &use ,

Mr. Dixojj , from Manchester, having been called
upon by the Chairman, rose and delivered one of
the most power] nl speeches it has ever been our lot
to hear, in which he gave the landed aristocrats, with
their more iniquitous opponents, the gentlemen of
the Plague, a severe eatiyation, under the effects of
which, we observed mzny of them writhing like
felons under the whip. Mr. Dixon exposed
the many fallaciefl of the f iee traders, completely
overthrowing the arguments adduced by the fellows
who boast so much of their sympathy for the starv-
ing poor, while, by their continntd reductions of
the wagts of those who are in their employ, and
the despicable methods made use of to compel the
operatives to reside in houses erected by these local
tyrants, for which they charge the most exorbitant
rents, prove to demonstration that they are only
actuated by the most selfish motives, and influenced
by a desire of personal aggrandisement. Mr.
Ifixon then made a powerful appeal to tbe minds
of his bearers, shewing the superiority of the agita-
tion for the Charter, and clearly proved that nothing
short of that document beceming a legislative en-
actment would save the country from further degra-
dation, and was proceeding to expose the base
swindling resorted to by the League, when Mr.
O'Connor entered the hall and was received with
loud huzzas, waving of hats and handkerchiefs, and
other marks of popular esteem, which lasted several
minutes. Mr. Dixon was then about to retire, but
was requested by Mr. O Connor to proceed. Mr.
Dixon complied and related several anecdotes illus-
trative of the vilKny of the lords of ihe lengchimnies,
amid shouts from the audience of " It 's true, Dixon ;
and shame, shame." Mr. Dixon then sat down
loudly chevied.

The CHAinMAN then.stated that he would much
rather have seen some person more capable of fulfill-
ing the office than he was, and especially when thf y
had such a man to address them as Mr. O'Connor.
He wonJd however content himself by introducing
that gentleman to their notice.

Mr. O'CosNoarose amid the moat raptuTOUB roundB
of applause, which continued for several minnte3.
After the cheering had subsided, Mr. O'Connor said
Mr. Chairman and working men of Stalybridge, you
have often been blamed with being ignorant of
the law, and I have defended yox. But Lmust con
fess that there ib one law that you have neglected to
study. I mean Martin's Act against cruelty to
animals. Now, when a race horse has run
for five minutes, he is allowed to rest for three
quarters of an hour, before he is brought out again.
But I have been miming for two bonrsharder than
any race horse, and you just allow me nve m:muea ;
and if fhat is not cruelty to animals I do not
know what is. Whtn he (Mr. O'Connor) came
into tha room he found by the concluding reaiarks
of Mr. Dixon, that the bubjtct before the meeiing
was a Repeal of the Corn Laws- Kow, there were
two questions before the public—the Repeal of tns
Corn Laws on the one hand, and the Charter on the
other. Now, if the League had princi ple on their
side, they would meit us in discussion, and use
aTgumenis, and not violence, as their weapons; being
strong in truth they would haTe nothing to fear.
Bat the fact of their not daring to meet na, is a
proof, if any proof was wanting, that they have not
principle on their side. He would not say anything
of the party at present in power. He would repre-
sent them as a target at which the Chartists were
firing on the one side, and the League on the other.
Now, if he (Mr. O'Connor) knew that a Repeal of
the Corn Laws would benefit the people, he would
be a bad man if he opposed that repeal. If Mr.
Dixon thought eo, he was a bad man. But he,
with them, was convinced that the repeal of the
Corn Laws under present circumstances,wonld be a
positive injury to the shop-keeping and working
classes. And this was tbe reason that the
working classes wonld not join the Leagne
for their repeal. It was a, fortunate thing
for this country and the world that the
people w«e determined to sUud by the principles or
trne democracy. It was true that in our domestic
capacity we were bat a small island; but as a nation
we were very powerful ; and therefore if we.sucoeeo
in establishing those principles, onr example would
be f ollowed by tiie other nations of the earth. Mr.
O'Connor then took a rapid glance at the various
measnre9 that had been before the country, and
showed that the various, so-called, Reforms that had
taken place in this country had not benefitted the
working people ; although dnring the time of tne
agitation for them the people were toid that
they would produce a greater amount of benefit tnsn

the repeal of the corn laws would accomplish For tho
people. Now, said Mr. O'Connor, we will take a
retrospective view of what has taken place within
tbe last dozen years, and see whether or not any of
the various measures had prod need the good that
the people were led to believe would accrue from
them. In the first place there was Catholic
Emancipation, upon which ten millions of money
had been expended, and much blood had been Bhed
in tho agitation for that measure ; and much more
importance was attached to Emancipation than is
attached to Repaal ; but had the people of Ireland
been benefited as a peopie ? No. A f ew had
received honour and emolument , but he (Mr. O'Con-
nor.) did not call that a benefit. He looked upon
nothing as a benefit bat th&t which contributed to
make the whole people happy. The next was
the : Reform Bill, fur which the reformers j iad
been agitating tor forty-one years, and had
expendedmillions of money; and what was the fact ?
Why, that after eleven years of Reform, we have
this anomaly in existence—a Boronghmongering
Parliament passed the Keform Bill ; and, after
eleven years, we havo a majority of Borough-
mongcra who have the power of Reforming the
Reform Bill. . The emancipation of the black
slaves was the next, for which you paid twenty
millions. For this the ladles wept, and the par-
sons prayed ; and this measure, according to the
League's owa showing, was eight hundred times
more valuable than tho repeal of tha Corn Laws.
Mr. O'Cpnajsfr then referred to Corporation Reform,
the Jfe^ppeg Duty, and the.. Penny Postage j
and cftarly showed that any " of Tihese measures
had more value attached to them than the repeal
had ; and also that thoy had all failed; to
benefit the working people ; and why! because
the people had no controal ovur them. And if he
thought that all the laws were to emanate fro m
London under the Charter, he would not advocate
for i t ;  he wanted the laws to be digested in the
counli-y, and then be sent to Londoa, and ba sent
down again l&w. He then entered upon the
question of the Land, upon which it is well known
timt his practical' knowledge makes him a com-
plete master ; and upon this occasion he laid it
down in so clear and straightforward a manner,
and at the same time bo simply, that ail could under-
stand it. He then exposed the fallacies of the
League in a masterly manner ; indeed, so much so,
thai one gent, in connection with a banking estab-
lishment, who was sitting in the gallery, actuall y
hid himself behind some boards from very shame.
He then showed that if they really meant to benefi t
the peopie they had the power of doing so by reducing
the rents of their cottages to itheir real value, and by
this means they would enable the occupants to pur-
chase two quarters of corn. Mr.O'Connor coneiuded
his powerful speech by asking if the League had the
people with them, as Cobden said they had , why
do tney not come out and hold open-air meetings !
for without this they could produce no effect on the
Government ; and if they would do this, he would
meet them and carry his amendment for the Charter,
without paying one penny of money. Mr. O'Connor
then challenged tho whole of the League to meat
him at any of the large towns in the kingdom, and
he would let them see whether the people were tor
repeal or tho Charter. Mr. O'C- then retired amid
tbe thundering cheers of the meeting.

Mr. Dixun then read and moved the resolutions
passed at the Manchester meeting, which were
seconded by Air. Pilling, and being put by the
Chairman , were carried unanimously, accompanied
by dea'tming oheers.

Mr. Davies moved and Mr, Pilling seconded a
votu of thanks to Mr. O'Connor for his disinterested
labours in the cause of suffering humanity, which
was carried by acclamatioj i .

Mr. Dj xon moved and Mr. O'Connor seconded a
vote of thanks to the Chairman ; after which there
were three cheers for the Charter and three for
O'Connor, and the meeting separated.

Upon Mr. O'Connor taking his departure in tho
carriage from the door of the hall , ho was followed
by the people, who kept cheering uatil the vehicle
was out of Bight.

BIRMINGHAM. — General Meetin g op ths
Mesibbks of the Council.—The members of the
Council appointed at the Conference meeting on
Mon day, the 16:h , hold their first meeting at the
Chartist Room, Aston-Btveet , at three o'clock on
Siinday*.ltwv~MrVJoseph Reece was unanimously
called to the chair. Mr. George White again acted
as secretary, and called over the nameB of those
who were elected , thirty-two in number ; twenty-two
attended and answere d to their names. Mr. J.
Williamson then moved " That a dir ecting com-
mittee consisting of mx members of the council be
no w elected. '' Air. John M ason seconded the reso-
lution. A discussion took place as to the number
tha t should bo elected , and Mr. Williamson'? reso-
lution was ultimately agreed to. Mr. Thorne pro-
posed Mr. Mason as one of the directing council.
Mr. White suggested tho propriet y of taking the
votes by ballot. Mr. M ason moved " That the list
of councillors be placed on the desk at the other end
of the room, and that the members should place a
mark over the names of those bjx they approved of."
Mr. Murless seconded the motion , which wa9 unani-
mously agreed to. The votes wero then taken and
the following six persons were declared to be elected.
John Mason, George White, David Potts, John Fol-
lows, Joseph Recce, and Alfred Fusseil. Mr. E.
Murless moved," That Mr. George White be ap-
pointed to act aB secretary to the Council." Mr. J.
Mason seconded tho motion, whhh was carried
unanimously. On the motion of Mr. John Follows,
seconded by Mr. David Potts, Mjr. Walter Thorne
was unanimously appointed to act as assistant secre-
tary. Mr. John Follows was unanimously appointed
to act as treasurer. The Chairman thon introduce d
the subject of appointing collectors and laying out
collecting districts, alt. Walter Thorne moved,
" That each member of the Council , who was willing
to act as a collector should hand in his name to the
chairman." Mr. E. Murlesa moved "That each
member of the council do act in the capacity of a
collector." Mr. John Fellows seconded the motion.
Several members declared their" inabilitv to act as
collectors. On the motion of Mr. R Thornpsoa ,
seconded by Mr. A. Fusseil, it Wias resolved to call
the names over, and ascertain who were willing to
act. The names were then called over, and tho fol-
lowing persons agreed to aot aa collectors for Bir-
mingham:—Joseph Reece, Edward Muirlees, John
Newhouse, Thomas Welsford, Mr. Cowan, William
Smith Lindon , R-'churd Thompson , Walter Thorne,
E. Jones, Thos. Vau^han, Mr. Gibbons, P. H-iggins.
Charles Steward and John Barry. Mr. Edward
Murless moved ," That eleven members constitute a
quorum , a:j d that those who could not attend should
forward a note to the chairman , stating the cause, or
bo reported absent." Mr. J. Follows seconded , the
motion, which was carried unanimously. JVtr.
Murless then brought forward a motion—" That the
collecting books be handed in weekly." A long dis-
cussion took place on the position of each locality,
and tbe mode in which their funds were to be ma-
naged. The subject was deferred till after the
General Meeting, at the Royal Oak Inn, on the fol-
lowing evening, Mr. Walter Thorne moved, and
Mr. Alfred Fusseil seconded, the following resolu-
tion, which was unanimously agreed to—" That the
members now present represent to the respective
councils the propriety of giving their entire co-oper-
ation in order to carry out the objects of this council,
and that a deputation be appointed to wait on tbe
Snoeinaker's locality, to induce them to act simi-
larly." Messrs. White , Mason, and Reece, were
chosen as the deputation. A voce of thanks was
passed to Mr. Joseph Reece, for his excellent con-
duct in the chair , and tho meeting adjourned to
three o'clock on Sunday next , at the Chartist room,
Aston-street.

Chartist Conference.—An adjourned meeting of
the Chartists of Birmingham was held at the Royal
Oak Inn, Little Charles-street, on Monday evening;
last. Mr . John Mason was atain called to the
chair. Tae Secretary (Mr. G. White) read over the
names of the Council, in order to show to tho
meeting which of the Councillors attended to taeir
duties ; twenty-two out of those that had been
e5ec!ed attended and ten were absent. Messrs.
WdsfoTd, Blake, Knight, and Watson gave a satis-
factory reason for their inability to attend ; after
which the minutes were read over, and a discussion
ensued regarding the position in which the various
localities would stand in relation to the Council
which had bees appointed. The meeting then pro-
ceeded to discuss the minutes of the first council
meeting. Mr. White moved," That the minutes of
the Council be cod firmed." Mr. Williams seconded
the motion. Mr. Knight objected to the directing
committee being composed of six members. He
thought the number too limited ; he suggested the
propriety of increasing it to twelve. ] The Chairman
explained that the limited number was chosen
for the following reason,—that a] directing body
consisting of a large number might think them-
selves authorized to take more power than the
other members of the Council, and also that a
small body could dispatch business with great
activity, it was determined that all power should
be vested in tbe Council. Mr. Richard Thompson
movod, " That two of tho shoemakers' locality
should be added to (lie number." Mr. Fusseil

seconded the motion. After some discussion on the
subject, Mr. Kui«hfc moved, "That -the directing
committee be increased to nine." j Mr. Cowan
seconded the motion. The resolution and amend-
ment was put by tho chairm an, and (Mr. Knight 's
motion was declared to be carried by a large
m jority. The minutes, as thus amended , were then
unanimously confirmed. The names of those who
had consented to become collectors^ were then
read over by the secretary, and books,[with printed
labels, were handed to each as he answered to his
name, each book being duly signed by the secretary.
The question of the allotment of districts was
theu brought forward , and it was agreed
that the collectors should meet at tho
Secretary's on Wednesday evening, in order to draw
up a temporary plan, previous to tbe final arrange-
ment of the couuoil.

meeting called to consider legislaiive reform, and
»tb theref ore resolved to act accordingly." Mr.
Thomas Welsford seconded tbe resolution, which
was unanimously agreed to. T ie question1 of Mr.
White's defence was then brought before the meet-
ing, there being but a few weeks intervening until
tho commencement of the Warwick Assize. Mr.
Bates moved, " That the entire coancil constitute a
committee for Mr. White's defence." Mi;.'Williams
seconded the resolution , which was carried unani-
mously. Tho meeting was then adjourned for one
month , to re-assemble at the Royal Oak Inn , Little
Charles's-street. '

TOTAL LOSS OP THE SHIP ENGLAND.
To the alread y frightful catalo gue of -wrecks -we have

to add iht total Iobs of another fine ship, the
England , Captain Thomas Lewis, belonging to Lon-
don, -arhich founde red two days after the hurricuie
in .seventy-eight feet of wate r, about nine mileB off
©stood .

The intelligence was brough t hy Captain Lewis,
-who -with the ehief mate , lit Claifce, and the ship's
oook, *rrived off the Custom-ho use, at eleven o'clock
on ThniBday night hy the Belgian steamer

The England jras of 425 tons burden , and belonged
'to Messrs /Wa rd and Son, ahip<mner s a.t ShadwelL She
%ss not insured . Ber crew, besides Captain Lewis, con-
sisted of "first and second mates, carpenter and carpen-
ter '* mate, and sixteen seaimen. On the seventh inst,
Bheleft the river ^Thames for the coast of Africa with
about 200 tons of ballast, ind arr ived safe in the Bovnis
on the following Thursday. They proceeded on the
passage the same evening, having fair weather , the
¦wind blowing a Ins hreeaa from the east However , at
about one o'clock on Prida v morning, when the ship had
arrived between Pairley and Beachey Head, it com-
menced blowing a heavy gaJe, which increazed to one of
the severest hurricane a ever experienced by the oldest
ynnn on board . Capt. Lewis, upon the Btorm advancing,
had the skip secured as snugly as possible; all sail was
shortened, and every man was upon deck ready in cas«
of emergency . At about two o'clock the appearance
of the ¦weather was awful ; hail , snow, and rain de-
scended in torrents , the sea appeared like a boiling
surf, the wares -rising a terrific height, and making a
clear ireach over the vessel. Most ef the craw had
lashed themselves to different parts of the vessel.
During the morning the ship laboured veiy hard , and
i>y her conHau fllly pitching shifted her cargo of bal.ast ;
so mueh bo, that by daybreak sbe was completely upon
ier beam ends, and making a considerable quantity of
"Watst. The crew made signals of distress , but no
Tessel made its appearance daring that and me follow-
ing day; iut at seven o'clock on Sunday morning a
3>ntch pilot-boat hove In sight. In the meanwhile the
¦vessel had become "worse, tke crew suffering from cold
and exhaustion. Daring Friday they made several
attemp ts to work at the pumps; but the storm still
continuing -with unabated violence, âlthough several
¦were lashed to the handle s, they . were unable to keep
a footing. Friday light and Saturda y passed without
any further success, and they remained lashed to the
f*pp™g until late on Saturda y night when the weather
became somewhat £ne, which enabled them to free
UtemselTBs from the quarters where they had been
tied nesriy forty-e ight hoars . - Such was the
situation of the ship then, that it was impos-
sible to work at the primps, or .erea 'to launch the
innsYmai, aKo i»yxnj fctreTrster with her gunwales com-
pletely ander , and her destruction "was-erpectcd by alL
At daybreak tile following morning (Sunday) Captai n
lewiB sod the chief officers determined upon cutting
away the mainmast , in the hope of throwin g the vessel
snore in an upright position, and in order to construct
a raft In a few minutes after the order had been given
the mast fell overboard, but it had little effect upon the
ship. She lay with the bottom of her keel partially
out of the water, and the gunwale some feet under .
There was then upwards of ten feet of water in the
bold, which was feat approaching the deck. Jus t as
they commenced cosstructing the raft the pilot-boat , to
Sbeir great delight, hove down towards them, and
succeeded in leaching the England, and taking them
safely off the wreck .

The Dutch pilot-boat, at tie desire of Captain Lewis,
remained alongside of the ship until she ^rfc , -which
took jplace in about two honra afterwards, about three
leagues from the shore.

The crew, upon their arrival at Flushing, were most
landly treated by the authorities , who afforded them
every comfort and assistance they could wish. The
JMftnfa Consul at Flushing then forwarded them to
Botterdam, which place they left for London.

Loss of the Lilly of Liteh pooi..—"Wo regre t
io state that this .splendid vessel; insured by the
underwriter's at Lloyd's to the extent of ^820,000,
the property of Mr. Maxwell, of Liverpool , was
totally lost daring the tremeadous hurricane on
friday week last , together with the Little Test of
Southampton, and another (name unknown) , cpon
the Taonton Sands, situate abou t two miles and a
half to the north of tho North Lighthouse , in the
Bristol ChanneL The ship wa3 registered at about
600 tonshnr den. She had a general cargo on board ,
consisting of cotton and sSk-goods, hoxes of copper
ore, gunpowder, muskets, sabres, «words, pieces
of ordnancê  &&;, and at the period of the unfor-
tunate ĉatastrope was upon her passage to Old
Calabar, on the coast of Africa , About two hours
after £he struck , .a Tessel called the Appledore,
Mr. "Williams, master , came alongside , and, by
means of his boat, took the erew off in safety.
Toej were- afterwards conveyed to the lighthonse ,
¦where every feomfort and kindnes3 was shown to
them.. We regret to add th^t some time before the
Tessel came ashore, a portion of the crew had for-
cibly broken into the stor e-room, and drank to such
excess of spirits , that some were lying' aboni the
deck in a shocking state of jnadness, and would
have peri shed but |fbr the humanity of their mess-
mates, who secured them to the rigging to pr event
the sea washing them overboard ; and there they
-remained until assistance arrived alongside of the
"wreck. The «rew consisted of twenty-three men,
"besides Captain Townes, the commander, and first
and second males. Immediately before the wreck
beine observed bv the Co*si Guard , »strong body
of men vrere stationed along the coast to prote ct
any part of the cargo that should be washed ashore.
Towards morning, as the tide rose, the breakers
threw the ship higher npon the sands, where she
soob broke in half , and her cargo floated out , and¦was washed npon the beach. As night advanced a
Imnd of desperate wreckers made their appearance
and commenced plundering the cargo to a great
extent. Seyaral were fired at by the Coa$i Gnard
•without any serious result, but they still continu ed
their depred atioas with the utmost impunity . Since
then BeTeral of the principal offenders have been
apprehended and committed for trial.

IBELAKD,
Nabtn , Ja». 17.—Last Friday mornin g, as the

boats belonging to the Rosses Herring "Fishery were
engaged in hauling their nets on the north side of
the Isle of Axran, a violent gale .of wind suddenly
sprung up from the north , and in a very short space
of tame it increased to a perfect horricane. Every
effort was made by the boatmen to js&eb ihe shore,
"but, alas ! twelve poor fellows were doomed to a
premature and watery grave ; ten of whom formed
the crew of one of Mr. P. Forster *s large fishing
yawl—the other two men were Io3t out of separate
boats. A few dayB previous to this lamentable oc-
currence , as a boat was returni ng from Burton Port
to Arran , she was capsized, and six persons out of
nine were unfortunatel y drowned. One of the sur-
vivors died the following morning from the effects of
She braises he received on the rocks while struggl ing
to gain the shore. The continual storms which we
have had since the 4th, have paralysed the efforts of
oar hardy fishermen; and althou gh there is every
reason to believe that there is a large shoal of her-lingg off the island of Ronanish, the tempestuous
state of the weather has kept them from approac h-
ing the usual fishing-ground . Twenty-seven tra ins
of nets, averaging seven each—inall about 190 nets,
besides anchors , ropes, &c  ̂ have been lost by the
Portnoo and BallyhiUagh fisher men on the morn ing
of the 4th inst.

TraB gRKBtm, Jascaht 14.—Loss op Foebike s
Lttesv— I hoped to be able to send you for nxte
publi cation  ̂good account of onr herring fishery ;
cut, alas! Instead of a pleasing one, I am sorry totell yon that a boat 's crew, consisting of ten men,¦wer e all swallowed np in the deep hy a heavy s«a
upsetting their boat , ilany other .boats were in
great danger, but, fortunately , escaped with the
greates t diffienhy. The night previous to the Ios3
the boats all went ont and left thei r nets shot till
next morning , when all went ont in hopes of getting
plenty of feh; hnt, melancholy to relate, while at
the fishing ground at Aroonmore, a.sfcorm arose, and
all hands strove to gain the shore; one fine young
man wasswept off his oar by & hnge wave,and wa3
Jiever seen more. Another melancholy accident
happened a few days previous to the loss above-men-
tioned. A boat from Aroonmore was returning
home, when a storm arose, which upset the boat,
and six brave men were thrown out, three of whom
escaped a watery grave. I am sorry to have to
acquaint yon of the loss of so many lives, many
ef whom hare left large families to lament theirloss.

* ^P MtiwoB tHBHi HB CoiiiEBs.—Mr. Snperi n-tendentDavie3,oftheMerfhyr district of the Gla-morgan constehnlary, received information on themorning -of the 16th instant of an intended move-ment t>f the GoDygaer and Monmouthshire colliersto Mr. PoweH'a coffiery, Duffiryn, Aberdare, for thepurpose of compelling the men of these works tostrike. Mr. Superintendent Davies immediatelyproceeded to Aberdare, accompanied with a strongforce, to act in conjunction with the Aberdare de-
tachment. On arriving a the above Et&tion, the

superintendent placed himself in immediate com-
munication with Mr. Williams, the manager of the
works at that place. About three p.m. information
was received that about 2,000 workmen were pro-
ceeding from Qaakers'-yard to Aberdare. The'super-
intendent accordingly concentrated his force in the
neighbourhood of the works, with a view of observing
their movements, and, if necessary, to descend upon
them, it being arranged that Mr. "WiDiamB should
try his endeavours, if required, before any appear-
ance of the constabulary took place near the works,
and, if required, to forward information to the
superintendent. About 4 p.m. near 1000 in num-
ber appeared in sight, composed chiefly of Moa-
monthshirc colliers. It was evident thai they had
rece ived information of the arriva l of the police, for
they acted with extr eme caution ; they did not
at tempt to approach near the works , but halted in a
field adjoining, firs t obtaining the liberty of the
owner. Tne leader "began to Bpeak, and impressed
upon the rabble to be orderly, and not lay them-
selveB open to the law, for he was inform ed the
police were at hand. They did not ask to see the
agent or hold out any intimidation , the colliers
being at work in the levels, and appearing deter-
mined to remain at work. About 6 o'clock Mr.
Williams cafl ed them up, when they did not
join the anob , but retired apparen tly to theii
respective homes. The mob, no doubt alarme d,
and flndin g they were frustra ted in their ob-
ject , dispersed in all directions. Upon their disper-
sion, Mr. -Saperintendent Davie3 statione d officers
in differ ent parts of the works, with a view to
prevent the committal of . dama ge to the machi-
nery, phs, •&c, durin g the night. The public-h ouses,
beer-houses , and lodging-houses were searched , all
strangers and siragglers from the mob were warne d
to depart , and told that if found begging they would
be immediately apprehended. This had the desire d
effect, for they all , with a few exceptions, being
housed by the workmen, left during the night. No
intimidation or threats were used towards the col-
liers composing this colliery. On the following
morning the mana ger was at his post to receive the
workmen. Several came in their clean clothes, and
refused to continue their work , assigning no reason.
Superintendent Davies immediately proceede d to the
works, and caused the requisite arrangements to be
effected for the protection of property. AnotheT
meeting was held on the 18th inst. by the colliers
between Pontaberbareoed and Blackwood. —Met *

CARLISLE.—Fbawlist!t Affair—A Warn-
ing to Chartists.—Some time previous to tee
late strike, a person came into thiB locality to live.
During the great excitement at the strike, he put
himself forward as a Stirling Chartist and democrat,
and took every means in his power to persuade the
people to strike work. He ion justly denounced the
leading members of the Conacil of the Chartist
Association, because they wished the people to
remain at their worfe. He went about propagating
all sorts of falsehoods and base insinuations against
them % and finally succeeded in bringing some of
them into disrepute with the people, whom they
had long and faithfully served, and who were very
thamable in thus listening to and confiding in a
stranger, who had nothing to recommend him to
them, but his violence. He and others finally buc-
oeeded in perenading the people to strike work, got
himself elevated as chairman of the trades' dele-
gates, the whole of whom he would have caused to
e arrested, bnfc for the caution and shrewdness of

some of the more active members of the Council ;who, seeing the danger that his ignorance and
violence were likely to involve them in, very wisely
prevented it. At the last quarterly meeting of the
members of the Chartist Association, he impudently
came forward, and in a most fool ish and violent
speech, charged many, indeed the whole of the
members of the Council with pocketing and mis-
applying the people's money. Tnis base and false
charge was completely upset, by the balance sheet,
which gave a faithfnl account of the ineorae and
expenditure. He then made other charges against
some members of the Council, all of which were
proved to be equally groundless with the one to
which we have just alluded* In consequmce of
some of the membei s attaching themselves to this
fellow, nearly the whole of the old members of the
Council retired, after having served the people for
many years. A new Council was then chosen, of
which this same individual was a member, and in
this capacity persuaded a number of his dupes to
allow him a certain sum of money and he would
supply them with the Northern Star. This he did
for a_ nnmber of weeks, bnt seeing no opportunity of
obtaining a larger sum, he absconded with upwards
of £1 belonging to a number of poor hard-working
men, who had subscribed it f ox the purpose of
getting the Northern Star. Had they adhered to its
advice, they would not have thus placed confidence
in a stranger.

SHEFFIELD.
The Basks.—We having nothing particular to

communicate this week. It 18 stated that the
liabilities oT Messrs. Parker and Shore's Bank
amount to £650,000,and that tnere is about £700,600
due to the bank, be3ide3 available property belong-
ing to the partners, to the amount of about £200,000;
but the question arises, how many of the parties
indebted to the bank will be able to make good in
full the demands that will be made upon them ? We
are of opinion taking into consideration the present
state of the town, that a^reat maoy of the parties,
we are inclined to think a majority .will, when called
upon, be found to be insolvent. It now appears that
Messrs. Parker and Co., all but stopped payment
two months ago, at which time they refused pay-
ment of a check for £1,800 which had been given by
the overseers of the poor, on account of the county
rate, the canse of such refasal is of course well un-
derstood riow. Among the many evils already pro-
duced by the stoppage of the Old Bank, we may
mention that a married woman, whose name we omit
to give, who had been told by her husband to with-
draw some hundreds of pounds they had in—from
the banii, and had neglected to do so, was so excited
on learning of the stoppage as to be induced to take
poison ; happily medical assistance was procured in
lime and ihe woman recovered. We understand
thai one or two works have already closed and that
others are expected to close in consequence of the
stoppage.

HxTRESmnxiox of Sheffield.—It is rumoured
that Mr. John Parker, our liberal and bullet-loving
M.P-i son of Mr. Hugh Parker, one of the principal
partners in the Old Bank, is likly to retire from
Parliament. The stoppage of the Bank and his
acceptance of the office of steward of tbe Court of
Requests, conferred upon him by the Duke of Nor-
folk, are matters likely to cut short his future career
as a legislator. To be forewarned is to be fore-
armed, and should a vacancy in the representation
occur, wo hope the Shtf&eld Chartists will be on
the alert, and prove to the Editor of the Independent
and his patrons, that the Chanists are not theM dormant" party he takes them to he.

Catun's Lectures. — Mr. Catlin, tbe famous
North American traveller, has been lecturing in
Sheffield f or some weeks past, on the condition and
customs of the North American Indians. We heard
him on the evenings of Thursday and Friday last,
Jan, W and 20. His first lecture was on the history,
religion, and warlike customs of the " Red men of
the Prairies." His second lecture was on their
social condition, habits, &c. Having spent eight
years among, and in tho course of that time made
hinwelf fully acquainted with the character and
mode of life of this interesting people, he could speak
confidently in praise of this race so much abused by
living writers, as being barbarous, treacherous and
bloodthirsty savages. He showed that the real
savages were the Europeans and Anglo Americans,
that under the guise of civilization and Christianity
the white men had Introduced crime, rapine, disease
and death among the unsuspecting tribes of the
Prairies. His descriptions of the annihilation of
whole tribes by the introduction of small ptx and
other diseases among them by tbe white men, excited
tbe liveliest feelings of pity ; while his description
of the misery and crime wrought by those incarnate
devils call'ng themselves Christians—the rum and
whiskey sellers, called up corresponding feelings of
disgust ;and indignation. The lectures were illus-
trated at different poiuts bj the introduction
on the stage of living characters clad in
the splendid and classical dresses worn by
the different tribes inhabiting the neighbourhood
of the Rocky Mountains. Each lecture was fol-
lowed by a series of magnificen t tableaux vivanls
illustrating their mode of warfare and social life
customs. The enthusiastic applause of the audience
each evening testified their approval and delight.
Mr. Catlin is at present lecturing in Derby; from
there he is expected te proceed to Leeds, and we
are informed purposes visiting the principal towns
in the North of England and Scotland. We hope
that wherever class legislation has left the working
classes the means of procuring amusement—{blended
in this instance with instruction), they will not fail
to afford to Mr. Catlin their patronage; we assure
them they will be delighted with the entertainment.
Mr. Catlin's lectures breathe the very essence, and
pure spirit of truth and freedom, and should be
heard and studied by all who love their fellow
men, and would

" mak the warld better yet.'1

Bigotry —A correspondent states that a youngFusey parson, having lately to administer the sacra-ment to a poor man, who was ill, and is sincedead, and having gone through the holy rite, in-formed his wife that the plate on which the breadhad been placed, and ; the cup on whioh the winehad been drank, were made sacred in consequence,and must never more be U3ed for any other purpose;and, in order to enforce obedience to this dogma, hobroke in pieces both, without making the poorwoman any recompence for the loss of her pro-perty—[This man ought to be prosecuted.]—Western Times.
A Maternal RETREAT.—Captain Nowlan, aguardian of the South Dublin Union, states that a

man, holding a high station in society, has allowed
his mother to remain, a pauper in the workhouse.
He had lately called and paid for her support , but
still left her there, with the intention of using the
institution "as a cheap boarding-house for his old
mother." It has been also ascertained, that the
mothers of five other substantial citizens are in the
house; and Captain Nowlan threatens to parade
them all in an open carriage through the town,
and leave them at the dcors of their unfeeling
children . i

Melancholy Incident.—On the 21at of October,
when the Clmha, f ront Greeaoek, for Bombay, was
in latitude two deg.50 mjn. south, longitude 65 deg.
east, one of the boys fel l from the bowsprit into the
sea. Captain Nainsmith, the commandet, who wit-
nessed the accident, instantly leaped overboard,
taking with him a rope made fast to the ship. He
caught the boy, but unfortunately, at the same time,
let go the rope. The vessel, which had considerable
way on her at the same time, soon drifted past. A
boat was launched, however, and, on reaching the
spot, thu boy was found floating, apparently life-
less, but the captain had disappeared. The boy was
taken on board , and, after considerable exertions,
was restored to consciousness. The first words he
uttered were exclamations of grief for the fate of his
master, who had saved his life at the expence of his
owu. Captain Nainsmith, who was a native of Port
Glasgow, was a most promising young seaman.—
Greenock paper.

Conversion.— Some sensation has been created
amongst the dissenting sects of Rochdale by the
recent conversion of Mr. Phelp, the minister of the
Unitarian chapel , Blackivater-street, to the Church
of England. It would seem that Mr. Phelp was
engaged upon a work in opposition to the doctrines
of the Trinity, and that, iu the course of his re-
searches, instead of meeting with the evidence to
support the Unitarian belief , his convictions were
opened to the truth of the Trinity. At length, find-
ing that he could doubt no longer, he sought the
spiritual advice and assistance of the worthy vicar,
and has ended by renouncing his former errors, and
publicly avow.int! himself a convert to the doctrines
of the church. We understand that Mr. Phelp pur-
poseB preparing and duly offering himself as a can-
didate for holy orders in the church.

Dangerous Courtship.—At the Shropshire county
petty sessions, Thomas Davies charged John James
and William Jones with assaulting and ducking him
in a pond. From the evidence it appeared that
Thomas Davis is paying his addresses to a Miss Ann
Jones, and that he bad been admitted into the house,
where he remained, to the great disappointment of
the other candidates fot ' the smiles of the fair
nymph ; and the enamoured T. Davis having boasted
ofthe.favourable reception he received CMised his rivals
to be jealous, and watching the said Thomas, when
he was making another visit to his fair, they threw
him into a pool near the Corve. Miss Ann in a
great measure corroborated the statement, and said
she was quite pleased with her dear Thomas, and
did not want to have anything to do with tbe "other
chaps"—she should not think of " sich a thing ;"
Thomas was the man for her ; and if he did boast of
the favourable reception she gave him, he had a right
to do so. and she did not like him a bit the worse for
that. The case caused considerable laughter. The
defendants were mulcted in the costs, and Thomas
Davies and the fair Ana Jones left the court to-gether qnito happy, to the great mortiBoation of
the unfortunate rivals.— Wolverhampton Chronicle.

Curious Charge of Opening a Posted Letter.
—At the Bristol sessions,. Ma>#y Crewe, a young
woman employed in the post-ofhee receiving-house,
at Cathay, was charged with having opened a letter
in that office. The prosecutor, Mr. Geo. Brigges,
an old gentleman, eighty-six years of age, stated that
on the 31st of October last, between nine and ten
o'clock at night, he put into the box a letter contain-
ing a money-order for his son at Merthyr, and that
on afterwards looking through the window, he saw
the prisoner moisten the wafer with her finger, open
the letter, and read it. He then went in the office
aud demanded the letter, which was olaced in his
hand with the order in it, .The paper was then, he
said, quite moist. Mr. Smith, who appeared for the
prisoner, called witnesses to show that the wafer of
another letter, one brought by a young man from
Mr. Hazell's, grocer, having started, the young
woman wetted it with her finger, in order to refix
i t ;  that the prisoner bad been in her situation since
1838, bore an excellent character, and was very
attentive to her duties. It was also stated by Mr.
Brigges that his sight was not so good as it was forty
years ago. After a powerful and affecting address
from the learned counsel, the jury , who said they
would not trouble the recorder (Sir C. WethereH,)
to sum up, immediately returned a verdict M Not
guilty." The prisoner fainted during tbe trial.

Burning of Devizes Mechanics' Institution,
and Loss of Lifs,—On Saturday afternoon an
inquest was held, in the Town-hall, Devizes, before a
Jury of eighteen respectable inhabitants of the town,
on view of the body of Charles Brewer, aged twenty-
four, who lost his life at the late dreadful fire which,
on the morning of Saturday last, occasioned the total
destruction orthe Mechanics' Institution , situate in
New Park-street, besides other valuable property.
The circumstances under ̂ hich the deceased lost his
life were as follow :—During the morning, while the
firemen were turning over the ruins, for the purpose
of more effectually extinguishing the- fire, the base-
ment gave way, and precipitated several persons
into the cellars beneath—all of whom, however, were
soon extricated without receiving severe injuries,
except the unfortunate deceased, who got buried up
to his nick in red-hot bricks. In this deplorable
condition be remained a length of time, no person
venturing to go to bis assistance until his cries
attracted the attention of two gentlemen, who
instantly jumped iuto the cellar and hauled him out.
He, however, was shockingly burnt—so much so that
he died on Thursday. Tne Ju ry, after a short con-
sultation, returned a verdict of" Accidental death."
The amount of property consumed was estimated at
from £2000 to £4000, part of. which will fall on the
Sun, Norwich Union, and another insurance offices.

New South Wales. — By a vessel arrived from
Sydney we have dates to the 3d of September, a few
days later than previous advices. The 19th report
of the Commercial Banking Company had been pub-
lished, from which it appeared, that though from
the depressed condition of the colony the capital did
not yield bo large an amount of profit as formerly,
a lucrative business had, nevertheless, been trans-
acted, returning a dividend for the half-year of
about 6 per cent. To make this profit , stated at
£13,942, divisible among the proprietary at the rate
of 6 per cent., a sum of about £650 would have to
be taken from the surplus funoV which would, how-
ever, be subsequently repaid in almost double pro-
portion by the receipt of remittances from England
not expected to arrive in time to be included in the
balance sheet then presented. This dividend had
been declared, ana a reduction of 2 per cent, on the
rate of discount to the public assented to, with the
view of giving relief to the necessities of the colony.
The Legislative Assembly was sitting, but the mea-
sures under discussion were not of any great impor-
tance. In some quarters it is alleged trade continued
to improve, but the Sydney Gazette of the 3d says—14 General business cannot be said to have exhibited
a state of healthy activity yet, nor to have made a
single step towards improvement. Speculation,
through the long scarcity of money, has been, and
is still, dull and stagnant ; the non-arrival of ships
with merchandise from England has tended also
greatly to keep speculators, as well as dealers, in a
state of suspense and indecision. ; and consumers,
country and town, finding tbafc English eupplies,
whi-ch are in tbe market, were looking up, have been
in/iuced rather to curtail tneir expenditure of many
commodities, in the indulgence of which th«ir pre-
vious easiness of obtaining bad tempted them to give
ordetB for freely. It appears clear, thiB state of
thingB may not last longj unless teetotalism becomes
more universal. One thing is, however, to be appre-
hended from the non-arrivals from England,—ves-
sels for the conveyance of the approaching cljP£*'
v?ool will be greater in demand than supply, and the
freight f or the conveyance to England of our staple
produoe must consequently rise."; 'Notwithstanding
this asserted straitened supply of cash in the Austra-
lian settlements, companies, it a ppears, are organ-
izing to carry out projected mineral researches, both
there and in New Zealand. Copper of superior
quality is stated to have been discovered in the la#V
uuaed place,

The Rotterdamsthe Courant says :—" Private let-
tors just arrived inform us that a new and violent
conflagration occurred on September 9, at Sourabaya
whereby 000 house.", 400 of which were built oi
stone, and covered with tiles, were reduced to
ashes. The details are not yei known, but we
have every reason to believe that the Commercial
Company has sot sustained any loss from this fresh
disaster."

Thj e Ceew of the .Jessie Logan.—The Lynx,
which arrived at Cork on the 18chiinst., from Mes-
sina, had en board the erew of the Jessie Logan-,
from Calcutta to Liverpool , which? left the former
port on the 4th of September. She iwas struck by a
heavy sea en the 13th inst,, whioh carried away ner
poop, stove in her stern, ao& swept j decks, and was
abandoned on the 15th inst. ia lat 51,long 5>, having
at that tirao 1$ feet water in her hold.

Rofal Marines.—A detachment iof the Chatham
division rested in Woolwich the whole of Sunday,
and proceeded on Monday morning to London , to be
conveyed theneo to Bristol by railjvay. The men
are intended to do duty at Pembroke-dockyard in
consequence of a number of the Royal Marines
recently doing daty there having been withdrawn to
assist the authorities in Wales to check the. destruc-
tion of property which has taken place by parties
kuown only under the designation of " Rebecca and
her daughters." i

Somewhat too Romantic— It seems there is a
weeping willow in the garden at Walmer-castle,
which «re w from a slip taken from the tree that over-
hangs Napoleon's grave at St. Helena. " The great
coHqueror of that wonderful man -tsays a Kent
paper) cherisheth this tree with peculiar care." The
great conqueror has never been much reputed for
sentiment. Neither he nor his friends cherishod
Napoleon living, and a captive ; to assume a tender-
ness about his grave would be two bad. His iron
highness is surely above it. ;

Increasing D/stress.— At the meeting of the
Board of Guardians of the Stourbridge Union, held
on Friday, so great was the number of applicants,
that it was necessary to constitute two boards. It
was,nevertheless, seven o'clock in the evening before
all the cases were disposed of. Many of the appli-
cants were table-bodied, some being persons usually
employed at iron-works, blast furnaces, &o. ; but
the majority were nailers, great numbers of whom
are wholly unemployed. The number of new appli-
cants of the able-bodied class, to whojn relief was
afforded , was 219. The bouse 13 full to an unprece-
dented degree, there being 263 inmates; Such is the
state of this district at present, with every prospect
of its becoming worse.

Imprisoning Women for Debt —jAt the last
meeting of the Royal Naval Benevolent Society, a
case was brought forward which painfully illustrated
the operations of the law of imprisonment for debt.
On that occasion Captain Dickson, the secretary,
read a letter from Mrs. Passmore, a prisoner in
Whitecross-street. The letter stated that Mrs.
Passmore, who was in her 63rd year, and whose
fathor and three brothers fell fighting the battles of
their country, was confined for a debt of £3 and
£5 costs ; and that she was reduced to the lowest
ebb of poverty. The gallant secretary said that
England was the only country iu which a woman
beyond sixty years of age was confined for debt.
The society paid tho debt, and released Mrs. Pass-
more from her imprisonment. '

Foreign Cattle.—'Since the new tariff came into
operation (July last), tho following cattle have been
imported into Southampton :— From France 6 oxen,
180 cows, 13 calves ; Spain (Vj go) 564 oken ; Ham-
burgh 10 oxen, 2 cows ; Stockholm 4 sheep ; Jersey
and Guernsey (free of duty ) 5 oxen , 279 cows, 6 calves,
6 goats. Total 585 oxen, 461 cows, 19 calves, 4 sheep,
6 goats. Arrangements are making for more exten-
sive importations from France and Spain during the
ensuing spring and summer .— Hampshire Indepen-
dent, i

Plyhouth, Jan. 21.—By a private letter just re-
ceived here it appears that the transport Defiance,
Captain R. W. Evatt, was struck by lightning off
Nankin on the 30th of Augnst last, between seven
and eight p. m. The electric fluid shivered the main-
mast from the truck to the keel, and was attracted
by the chain cable from the hauseholes on deck to
the chain-lockers below. Providentiallyjno further
damage was done. The Defiance had troops on board ,
with Government stores, including gunpowder and
rockets. Great consternation naturall y; prevailed.
She 18 not provided with conductors, a j precaution
necessary in all parts, but more especially in a

Mining on a large Scale.— Dover is likely to be
next week the scene of an explosion of gunpowder
unparalleled in civil engineering. No less a quan -
tity than 18,000 lbs., in three distinct charges, will
be fired by galvanic means in one moment, that
being the extent of the enormous power about to be
used. It is expected that nearly 2,000,000 tons of
material will be displaced by this one (Operation ,
saving several thousand pounds to the ( company.
The explosion will take place on Thursday next, at
low water, from two to three o'clock, p.m.

Accident in the Catacombs at Paris.—Before
the catacombs were finally closed, it is related that
a gentleman having missed the guide, wandered in
the immense labyrinth until he was lost, j and com-
pelled to seat himself on the damp ground sit the risk
ofiosing the use of his limbs. However, *it struck

— In our paper- of
the 31st ult. we stated that » desperate affray bad
taken place in tbe grounds of Mr. J. B. Phillips, at
Tean, between the keepers of that gentleman and
four poachers, whom they met on the night ef the
23d nit., armed with gun s, in pursuit of game,,! One
of the keepers, named Robert Arnold, on entering a
plantation from which the report of a gun bad pro-
ceeded, immediately received the contents oJ a gun
in his body, and from the effect of the shot sad other
injuries received on that occasion, be lingered]until
Saturday last, the 14th inst., when he died, leaving
a wife and several children to lament bis untime ly
death. On Tuesday last an adjourned inquest was
held at Tean, before Mr. John Cattlow-, coroner, on
the body of the unfortunate roan. It, appeared in
evidence that deceased was employed by the game-
keeper of Mr. John Burton Phillies, as a night
watcher, and that he and another man were out on
the night in question. Hearing the. report of aj gnu
in a small plantation, they both made for the 'spot,
and deceased had no sooBer entered the plantation
than he was shot by some pevson who was about
twelve or fourteen yards from Vum, and received the
greater part of the charge in his body. Immediately
afterwards he was struck with a gun, and a steugglo
ensued, but all the parties effected their escaje. ] Ths
jury, after examining fifteen witnesses, returned a
verdict of M Wilful muydet" against sosie person
unknown as principal in the first, degree, and against
James Perry, William Byatt, and Samuel Robinson,
as aiders and abettoiB. These man had previously
been committed on the charge of shooticg at de-
ceased with Mfctent to murder him, and are ( now
detained under the coroner 's warrant to answer the
charge of murder at tbe next assizes,—Stafford Ad-
vertiser.

Some disturbances took place, on January
10, in the prison of Epin&l. The prisoners being
denied the use of tobacco, began to cry out for it,
vociferating, " Tobacco or death I" The next day
they refused their food and broke the windows, and
were proceedio^ to other acts of violence, vrhea
the governor thought it advisable to call in
the military, at wbose appearance order was
restored.

Cheap Enj oyment.— At the Liverpool police-
office on Friday, Mr. Rashton, while adjudicating
npoa » ease involving the keeping of a disorderly
house, remarked tha$ it was " one of those houses
which wa* known to him where a boy could procure
a pipe, a glass of ale, and a game of cards, all for the
small charge of one penny."—Liverpool Albion.

Fxtraobhsart Privations —One of the most
extraordinary instances of a ship's crew supporting
themselves without water for twenty-one days has
occurred duriH K the late gale3. On the Ifiih inst.
tho Ref orm, f rom Montrose to Newcastle, put into
Grimsby-road3. The- master (Follis) states, that on
the 21st of December last they left Montrose, and
on the. day following1 they were caught in a violent
gale of wind , and were driven down on the coast of
Norway. Having unfortunately lost their water,
not falling in with any vessel, and being unable to
make port , they continued up to the 10th inst. with-
out water. On that day, when abeat twenty
leagues from Flameorou< h-head, they saw a vessel,
whieb they signalled'; it proved to be the Eliza
Swavn, Captain Reid, from Montrose, who immedi-
ately gave the Reform- whaS water and provisions
he could spare. For eight days longer the Reform
continued to beat about the coast without being able
to procure any more water or provisions, and but for
the providential appearanoe of the Eliza Swaia, Capt.
Foilis is fully of opinion that he and the crew musfc
have perished, as when boarded they were in a
dreadful state of exhaustion.

Death ©f a Miser nea» Nottingham.—An old
man, aged sixty-eight, named William Asbe*s, re-
siding at the village of Costoek, and well known ia
the neighbourhood of Nottingham as a penurious,
eccentric character, having gone some distance from
his house oq Saturday last to feteh coals in a bar-
row, because he got them a halfpenny cheaper
than in the village, became so-fatigued, that he fell
devvn and died. The villagers* knowing his miserly
propensities, got into his house, searched it, but
could find nothing. His nearest relations employed
Mr. Samuel Maples, a solicitor of Nottingham, to
go over the house with them,* a>pd> the result of his
more careful search enabled him to find no less
than ,£1,300 worth of property, in notes, securities,
plate, &c. To describe the singular spots in which
property was secreted would be au endless task: a
silver watch was found in a malt-mill mouth—a
splendid Bilver1 tankard was hid in a, beam—plate,
jewellery, and money in holes and crannies that
would be passed even by Bow-street officers. Deeds,
showing his title to land, hoases, &c, which he kept
most secret, were found tojthe value of £2,000.

Revolt of the Boys at Greenwich School.—'
On Friday, a very alarming disturbance broke out
in the upper school of the Royal Asylum, Green-
wich. It appears that Lieutenant Rouse, R.N.,
one of the officers and directors of cymnastics, had
(it is said, without the sanction of the superior
authorities) restricted the intercourse between the
boys and their friends, which so irritated the pupils
that they commenced a general row, smashing the
windows with slates, rules, brickbats, and other
missiles, and breaking upwards of 1,000 panes of
glass. Five of the ringleader« of the disturbance
have been placed in confinement. A strict investi-
gation is going on under the orders of the Governor,
Admiral Sir Robert Stopford , K.C.B.,before Captain
Huakisson , R.N., one of the principal officers of the
institution. There are nearly 800 boys, the sons of
commission and warrant officers , in the upper school,
and many of them are fifteen or sixteen years of
age, who, on a former occasion, expelled the police
by a volley of stones, &o.

Amid all his public avocations the Premier
has found time to maintain a controversy with the
curreucy-men of Birmingham, represented by the
Chamber of Commerce of that town ; who publish
the correspondence. It is carried on by memorials
and letters in the name of the Chamber on the one
side, and in letters from Sir Robert Peel, addressed
to Mr. G. Fi. Muntz, M.P., and Mr. Richard
Spooner. It began at the close of July last, with
resolutions passed by the Chamber, and transmitted
to the Minister, calling his attention to the depressed
state of trade and the condition of the people ; and
the Chamber soon hint that the establishment of a
new paper currency issued by the Government ia
the only remedy. -Sir Robert at first seems to hold
back from controversy ; but the legislator of 1819
cannot resist the opening made for palpable hits, and
he is soon in full tih. The Chamber are volumi-
nous in their essays : Sir Robert's replies are
briefer, but comprehensive, frank, and very neat-
aiming at essential points ; except that he is be-
trayed into a subordinate controversy as to what
were the opinions of Locke, whom he recommends
the Chamber to study. Sir Robert's last letter is
dated 12th December, 1842. In consenting to the
publication of the correspondence, he requests his
antagonists to append to it a definition of the sense
in which the word " pound" will be used in their
inconvertible paper—what it will represent, to what
it will be equivalent, and what it will imply ? The
Chamber comply, with more good faith than success,
by describing the peouliar kind of paper currency
which they recommend—issued by Government
aloae, a legal tender, receiveable in payment of
taxes, and limited to £20,000,000, about the amount
which they consider requisite for purposes of trade.

Fatal Rencontre.—Newent, Gloucestershire.
— (From a Correspondent. J —I am sorry to have to
communicate the particulars of a distressing event
which occurred in the early part of last Sunday
evening, in the sequsstered parish of Tibberton , ia
this county. Joseph Bevan, an agricultural labourer,
aged 37, is at this moment in custody at the police-
station in this towD, charged with having caused the
death of his step-son, James Wilkes, aged 23, by
stabbing him in the breast with a claspknife. It
appears that Bevan married the mother of the un-
fortunate deceased, a widow, several years ago—that
he and his wife have had frequent quarrels for some
years past—that on the evening of Friday last, the
20th instant, Bevan had words with his wife, which
was of but too frequent occurrence, arising, as 19
stated, from an irritable and unhappy temper in the
woman, and from an excessive indulgence in the
baneful practice of drinking on the part of the man
—that whilst the man and his wife were engaged
in this unseemly warfare, Wilkes took part with his
mother, upon which a scuffle ensued, aud several
blows passed between Bevan and his son-in-law.
T'ue result was, that Bevan, having drawn from his
pocket a knife (a large claspknife), struck his ad-
versary on the breast, and inflicted a deadly wound,
from the effects of which he died almost instantly.
An inquest was held on the body of Wilkes on Mon-
day before Mr. Cooko, coroner, and the prisoner is
in safe custody. Bevan is a strong, powerful man,
aud bears but a very indifferent character, being
much addicted to poaching, drinking, and fighting.
He is, notwithstanding, a man of tolerable educa-
tion, can read and write well, and is considered one
of the best farm labourers ia the parish.— Times.

Rural Policb.—-We learn from the best autho-
rity, that the iron-masters and coal-proprietors of
Lanarkshire, taking advantage of the present
unsettled state of the mining districts, the im-
poverished state of the country, and particularly
a contemplated reduction of wages that is to be
immediately attempted by the mining and coal-
masters, have taken the nsual means of convening a
meeting of the county^ oa an early day, for the pur-
pose of raising a police force for the protection of
property, in the neighbourhood of Air^rie, Coat-
bridge, &c, where the principal works are situate.
We need scarcely inform our readers, that if the
sanction of the county; is once given for the purpose
of raising a rural police force on any pretence what-
ever, it will be next to impossible to get it repealed.
The tax-payers, therefore, in the county shonld be
on the alert, if they wish to keep down a charge
that will every year increase in amouat, without in
the slightest degree affording nine-tenths of the
ratepayers the slightest protection. In England^where the rural police force was fisst established,
and most extensively tried, the greatest dissatisfac-
tion has been manifested towards the force, which,
in addition to often acting in the most unconstitu-
tional manner, has become quite intolerable on ac-
count of its expense ; in several cases .tribling
what was at first thought sufficient, and all this
without affording any efficient additional protection.
In some of the English counties the force has been
broken up and disbanded, andia others active mea-
sures are ia progress for the sacae purpose. In abort,
the systea m England has coeq» to its height. We
believe we may have the sanoa in regard to Scotland.
Lanarkshire, the most populous county in it, has not
yet bad a single rural policeman within its bs'unds,
and we trust never will. Ia some of the neighbour-
ing couaties, whera the force has been introduced,
we aie informed, on uadaubted authority* that a
stroag effort will be made at the next annual meet-
ing,, on the 30th of April t̂o- have the force disbanded.
The independent ratepayers of Lanarkshire have
only., therefore, to be- Srm, and they axe sue to
prevent the introduction of this most useless and
expensive force. We-intended to-day to have said a
great deal more on. this subject, but will again refer
to the matter. ]fc the mean time, we may shortly
sifcte, that a polie* force, to be of the smallest use as
a means of preventing crime, must in an; county
where it haa been introduced into, be made ten
times more numerous than at present. And what
would be t»e eonsequenoe of this to the majority of
the ratepayers I Why, it would be perfect rain. It
is all very well for proprietors of public works, and
gentlemen who preserve their game, to have a police
force at their command, but what is thia to the rate-
payers who have neither pahlio works nor game to
preserve \ It is nothing. H rutal police must be
had, let the parties who require them pay the ex-
pense themselves, and not burden the already over-
taxed Bmall proprietors ia the county.— Glasgow

I; also contains a graphic expose of tbe miseries
endured by and the oppression practised on the poor
slaves by whom tbe work is done j of whom the
writer afiirmB that " there is no class of men so
completely dnidged and so poorly paid."

THE AFFLICTED MUSE ,- by James Vernon.
Sonthmolton: printed for the Author, by
B. Dunn, Market-place.

This a small collection of original poems, by a
young man, whom the heavy hand of paralysis has,
for a long series of years, deprived of all the
ordinary enjoyments, and precluded from all the
-ordinary occupations of life ; while poverty has
tended to enhance ihe weight of miBery entailed by
affliction . The composition of these litila pieces
has served the poor invalid to wile away the heavy
hours, and they have, we believe, remained un-
written sQtil tbe friendly aid of some neighbour, as
aa amanuensis, could be obtained; the paralytic
being himself unable to write. These circumstances
should alone form the passport of these poemB to
the patronage of the benevolent. But they are not
desrimte of poetic merit; and though they perhaps
seldom rise above mediocrity, we have seen much
worse sififf than anything here to be found, most
unconscionably puffed and pTaised by reviews. Tbe
pieces generally are ** tinged with sombre hue,"
which, considering the writer's circumstances, is not
wonderfuL

true democracy. While in Manchester, last week,
I learned the following facta connected wit the bleach-
ing departm-ait.

In 1839, twenty men could bleach 2,00# pieces .per
day, for which those tweaty men received for wages
£30 per week, while, in 1842, seven men could bleach
3.000 pieces per day, for which those seven men
receive as wages ,£10 per wefk.

In 1*29 , the pieces to be bleached were only allowed
to be twenty-eight yards long each, while, in 1842,
sneh pieces are to be to the bleacher forty-four yards
long.

There is in Manchester an establishment upon the
above improvement, ninety-eight men employed, for
which they receive, in wages, £140. The same num-
ber of men, in 1830, got £145 10a. Let alone throw-
ing out of employ 322 men, out of 420 men, for the
performing of die above labour, besides dragging out
of the money market £483, out of every £630, with-
out ever mentioning the extra sixteen yards, upon
every twenty-eight yards, being bleached for the lesser
som. *The above labour, in 1839. cost £l;350 hi wages,
while, in 1842, it only cost £1-40, throwing ont of tbe
money market £1,210 a week, besides 532 men out of
every 630 men vut of employ, to seek an existence ont
of tbe pauper list.

BIBLE SOCIETY OPPRESSION.
Op all the cants in thiB canting world, save us

from the combined cant of hypocrisy and oppression.
When, the powerful exert their power for the
oppression of the weak in individual cases, our
blood stirs ; when they do so upon a scale of whole-
sale class depression, it rises; when the sacied prin-
ciples of justice and benevolence are openly defied
from avowed selfish motives, we feel indignant : but
when oppression pats on the face of sanctity and
clothes itself in the warm garments of benevolence
while it outrages the common feelings of humanity
with heartlessness, we have no words to express our
contemptuous loathing and abhorrence. Hence we
do not trust ourselves to comment on tbe following
simple statement of the journeymen bookbinders
employed under the British and Foreign Bible
Society :—

** The BsinsH and Fobkigs Bible Society is an
Institution whose * sole object is to encourage a wider
circulation ef the Holy Scriptures,' in doing which
its management professes, in the language of the 2nd
resolution of the 37th Meeting, Exeter Hall, May
5;h, 1841 ; * that they desire to cast themselves npon
the continued divine blessing of Almighty God, as
on that which can alone sustain them in their pre-
sent prosperous course.'

"About a month since the Committee of this
Society thonght proper to reduce the price of their
Bibles and Testaments bound in baeep, and in roan,
gilt edges, to which we refer.

" As what applies to one sort of Bible or Testa-
ment in this binding applies to the whole, we only
particularise the rnby Bible, 24mo., roan, gilt
edges; ikey reduced the price of this Bible to Is. 6d.,
and as before stated, the price of all other Bibles
and Testaments in this binding in the same propor-
tion, thereby underselling every other trade in the
market.

w To enable them to accomplish this, they did net,
as might have been expected, apply any portion of
the ample funds of their Society to that purpose, but
EHDCCZD THE TS1CS.

u They entered into a calculation of the price of
materials, and of the wages of the labour employed
thereon, apportioning so much for materials and
profit, and so ranch for wages; and after ascer-
taining the wages paid to journeymen bookbinders
in their trade, considered that these journeymen
were paid too mnoh tor their labour, and that,
therefore, the l«w price at which they required
the work to be done might be easily made to pay
the employer by a corresponding reduction in the
wages of the men, and also of the women in their
employment. A reduction, amounting to nearly
one-half the wages formeily paid, was therefore
made by ihe employers who bind for this Society,
to whom remonstrance was useless, it being soon
found that the prioa they received would admit t>f
no higher wages,

" Scarcely btlieving lhis of the committee, of a
society whiei owes its exisfceaoe to the beaeyoleaoe

of tha pious, whose objeot is the dissemination of
the holy volume which, above all others, is heaviest
in its denunciations against those who ' grind the
faces of the poor,' and who profess to cast 'them-
selves upon the continued blessing, of Almighty
God,' we determined to make them acquainted
with the circumstances in a Memorial ; in the
hope that they were not aware of the grievous
ruin they were inflicting, and in the hope that
what we had heard of their deliberate intention,
to effect a reduction out of the wages of labour,
was nntrue. To this memorial, a copy of which
accompanies this,—they returned for answer, that
they felt the subject thorein referred to was one
which they could not take up.

u No portion of the funds of this Society is appro-
priated to achieve this reduction in price. Indcod,
auppobing the discount taken from the printer and
the binder to be of equal per oentage, this Society
must obtain on tbe book we have particularised,
the Ruby 24mo. Bible, Roan , gilt edgeB,, Is. 6d.,
even at this price, a small profit.

" We Bubmit that it is a contradiction in the con-
ditions of thi9 Society's existence, that the cheap-
ness of this book should be obtained at the almost
utter ruin of those (male and female) who are em?
ployed in its binding, while this Society reaps a
profit by its sale.
" We are aware that wages are regulated by the

laws of demand and supply—that where there is a
permanent surplus of labour in any trade, wages
will fall. But a surplus of labour has not produced
this result in the present instance. Worldly-minded
men, who possess no zeal for religion, had not dis-
covered that the distress produced by the present
unprecedented want of employment, afforded them
an opportunity of increasing their profits by a re-
duction-in our wageB. It has been reserved for the
Committee of the British and Foreign Bible Society,
whose professed object is the glory of God, to take
advantage of tfiis deep distress—men who, in their
last report, p. xvii, * would adopt tbe devout excla-
mation of Holy Writ, and say, Let the Lord be
magnified who hath pleasure in the prosperity of
hi3 servants'!

" The Society may thus monopolise the whole
trade in Bibles and Testaments; but will not the
scoffer and the infidel triumphantly inquire—' Do
these men really believe in the divine inspiration of
the Book they circulate 1 Do they really believe
that the Almighty has power to inflict the wrath
denounced in it against those who aggravate the
distresses of the poor V And with greater triumph
exclaim, ' Look to their acts, and judge ye, they
have oppressed the poor, in the very act of circu-
lating the Book which denounces its heaviest curse
upon them for what they h&ve done.'"

A postcript to this address of the oppressed ope-
ratives adds :—

" In the above it will be Been we have only
referred to two kinds of this Society's work ; while
it was being put into type, as if in mockery of the
injury inflicted," and in contempt of those by whom
it is sustained,a reduction has taken place, at our
cost, upon the whole of the Society 's work. It is
of course in the power of this Society, by means of
the great capital it possesses, to overwhelm us who
possess nothing,—just in the same way as a rioh
oppressor devours the paor : but surely the Lord
will recompense their way. They hope to prosper ;
but their hope is not in tbe Lord. They trust in
their riches, and in their worldly wisdom ; they
oppress the poor, while they profess to ' cast them-
selves upon the continued blessing of Almighty
God,' (2fld resolution, 37th meeting, Exeter-hall,
M3y 5, 1841.) Bat God hath said, * Tae hope of
the hypocrite shall perish, whose hope shall be cut
off 1, and whose trust shall be a spider's web.—
Job viii. 14 ' "

We repeat that upon this statement we do not
trust ourselves to comment. We leave it to tell its
own tale, only pointing the attention of the sleek
haired " Saints" to the following texts from their
own book, which tbe poor men have very properly put
at the head of their address :—

" He that oppresses the poor reproachatb. his Mater :
but he that honouieth him hath mercy on tbe poor.''—
PaoTEBBS. xiv. 31.

*' Behold the hire of the labourers who have reaped
down your fields, which is of you kept back by fraud,
CTieth: and the dies of them which have reaped are
entered into the ears of the Lord of S^boath."—
James, v. 4.

" And I will come near to you to judgment; and I
will be a swift witness against tbe sorcerurs, and
against the adulterers, and against false swearers, and
against those that oppress tbe hireling in his wages,
tbe widow, and the fatherless, and that turn asi^e the
stranger from his right, and fear not me, saitb the Lord
of Hosts."—Malacui, Hi. 5.

" Woe unto him that buildeth his house by unrigh-
teousness, and his chambers by wrong : that useth his
neighbour's service without wagea, and givtth him not
for bis work."—Jee. xxiL 13.

With what feelings the reader will arise from
the perusal of this horrible recital we will not
say ; but for ourselves we cannot find words
sufficiently strong to convey our detestation of
such villany. Those fiends in human form who
have figured in this deed of infamy ought, for

ever, to disown the name of men, and insult
society no longer by their presence. They are the
wretches which the arm of the law should seize.
But, though the principals in this atrocious act are
doubtless punishable—firstly, for disposing of more
of the widow's goods than paid the rent and other
incidental expences , and, secondly, (if this statement
be correot , and we see no reason to dispute it ,) they are
actionable for falsely imprisoning the poor woman ;
yet, still the piper would have to be paid, for
justice cannot be obtained in this Christian land,
exoept at a great and ruinous expence, and not then,
in most cases, where a middle class jury occupies
the box. In fact, justice oanaot be obtained for the
poor under the present system. Hence the necessity
of laying the axe to the root of the tree, and sweep*
ing the augean stable with the broom of Radical
Reform.

it will be but poor consolation to the agonised
mind of the bereaved widow to be told that there is
an insuperable barrier betwixt her and justice.
However, so it is. The underlings of corrupiion
maiy, under present circumstances, drag the poor
from the bosom of their families, immure them in
dungeons, and complete their ruin with impunity ;
but they have well nigh reached the extent of their
iniquity. Right must ultimately triumph over
might, and the haughty tyrants kiss the dust.
Thf y have already overcharged their infernal ma-
chine, and must politically perish by its explosion,
amid the joy of a too-long oppressed and insulted
people.

MIDLLE CLASS BENEVOLENCE!
We are informed, on the best possible authority,

that a firm , whose establishment is not one hundred
miles from Mabgate, in this town, and who work on
material no less hard than iron, wish to be thonght
benevolent, and to have their names published as
men who commisserate the starving condition of the
destitute poor.

At present, we will -not gratify the zest of those
very benevolent gentlemen, by publishing their
names —but, on a repetition of their disinterested-
ness, we may do so.

We now merely state their method of u raising the
wind." One day, last we«k, they intimated the
necessity of their men subscribing one shilling each
in aid of the Public Soup Kitchen. This call the men
did not feel disposed to respond to, for one very
substantial reason—namely, that their, wages had
been recently reduced, and, consequently, they
thought charity was required at home. However,
on Saturday night last a paper was handed to the
men, and, nolens volens, the shilling must be paid.

This act heeds no comment. It is quite in keeping
with the class, and i3 a very genteel way of obtaining
notoriety ia a charitable and liberal firm. No
doubt, the Bashaws of the establishment will lay all
claim to this generous act. We have heard of aid
being rendered, in this neighbourhood, by the same
means, to the Missionary and Bible Societies. What
purity of Christian principle !

THE CHALLENGE TO THE CORN-LAW
LEA GUE BY MR. O'CONNOR.

The industry of the League, in their efforts to
" get rid of j Feargus" is most untiring"! As soon
as ever one projeot is defeated, or one "tool"
exposed , another is hatched, and a fresh " tool"
bought. •

They have found, however, that Feaegcs sticks
like wax ! iHe is a most troublesome customer !
He will not |M be got rid of" ! With a most pro-
voking equanimity does he sustaia every individual
and repeated assault ; and with vigour undimi-
nisbed and determination impregnable as the hatred
of his would-be destroyers, does he present himself
again and again to their notice and vengeance.

In exaot proportion to the efforts of the starve-
gut crew to jget ** rid of Feargus," should be the
efforts and determination as of the people to sustain
him in the warfara in which he is engaged with the
enemies oi the labourer. By so doing they sustain
themselves and their own cause. The battle he is
fighting is not his own : it is the battle of the
" Poor Oppressed" against tbe " Rich Oppressor" !

There is a iway, just now, by which the people
in their several localities can materially serve them-
selves, and strengthen the hands of Mr. O'Connor.
He has entered the field of controversy with the
League. To a full and fair discussion of the whole
question between themselves and the people has he
challenged them. He has offered to meet them in
nearly every ) considerable town in England and
Scotland, and to submit his views, in opposition to
their?, to public decision, after a full examina-
tion and a due canvassing. He has stipulated that
the meetings shall be open and publi c ; not close or
packed. He [ has offered to bear one-half of.th®
expence ; the League to beat the other half ; and
he has enjoined other conditions necessary to
secure " a fair 6tage, and no favour" for either
party.

With this challenge YOU, the working people,
are fully acquainted. But the other classes to
whom the Leaguers appeal know not of it. Class
prejudice prevents their seeing the Northern Star;
and you may rest assured that the other portions of
tbo press will ]take care not to let their readers
know the fact i that such a challenge has been
given. Ou this matter both Whig and Tory will
act alike. The! Tory is as much interested in put-
t ing down the labourer's opposition to Corn Law
Repeal, as is the Whig himself, who, of all things
on earth , affects a desire to obtain Repeal. Tory
opposition to " Repeal" is a selfish class opposition;
the opposition of the labourers springs from prin-
ciples whioh are as detrimental to the class inte-
rests of the Tories as to the class interests of the
Whigs. There is no sympathy between the
" Landlord's Opposi tion" and the " Labourer's
Opposition" to Corn Law Repeal !

Under these circumstances it is the dut y of the
people to give effect to Mr. O'Connor's challenge.
It is their duty to let all classes know that it has
been fgiven ; and that, as yet, it stands unaccepted.
It is their duty to let the League know, that the
wotld knows it is so unaccepted. It ia their duty to
thrust that challenge under the nose of every
League-man who presumes to appeal to public
opinion. Is is thei r duty to force the League out into
discussion, if it can by any means be accomplished !

These things can be best done, in our opinion, by
the mode suggested by the Chartists of Hudders-
field. They propose that Mr. O'Connor's challenge
shall be publicly posted in every town and place in
whioh the League are, or h&ve been, making efforts
to obtainjaold of the public mind.

The suggestion is a good one. It is worthy of
immediate adoption. If carried out with spirit and
effect, all the world will know what to think of
the men who shrink from discussion ; and they
will also know what it is that prompts the desire
and exertions to " get rid of Feargus.''

To aid in the dairying out of this suggestion,
our publisher, Mr. Hobs on, has prepared the chal-
lenge in a large] placard for posting ; and in a
small handbill for distribution. These he is ready
to supply at a rate barely covering paper and
workmanship, even when a large number are taken.
Te him we beg to refer the Counciimen of each
locality ; and press upon them the necessity of imme-
diate steps being taken in the matter. For about
thirty shillings, a large district may be well supplied
with the challenge in both shapes.

By all means should the Manchester lads instantly
bestir themselves. { This next week the League
gathers in their town : let their eyes be blessed with
the " UNACCEPTED CHALLENGE" apon the
walls of the town in which the shrinkers are met !
Let this be done ! at all cost ! It will take the
edge off their anticipated triumphs, and will lower
their tone most wonderfully.

We opine that it is not
for the purpose of alleviating the sufferings of the
two millions three hundred thousand poor victims of
misrale, who are perishing in that ill-fated land,
for -want of the common necessaries of life. No,
no; the Queen and " Albxbt dear 1" know
nothing of ail these things. They wallow in profu-
sion at the expence of an oppressed people, and they
are too short sighted to see beyond the precints of
the Palace.

" Her Maiesty," say the organs of the Court,
" desires her visit to be as public as possible'1; which
is tantamount to telling Mick and Nor ah to mount
the chimney-tops and make the welkin ring in praise
of the superlative condescension of the illustrious
pair. Punch and Jndy wart to be seen, and to see
if folly still holds dominion over the minds of the
Irish people.

We trust that the sons of Erin will satisfy the
admirers of monkeys, parrots, and dogs, that they
are not the asses they would hare them to be.
We trust thry will avail themselves of this oppor-
tnnity to show those sporters of borrowed plumes
the manifold evils resulting from the extravagance
of misrule; and that they will also give them to
understand that they are not the dol ts to believe
that empty pageantry and tom-foolery,—though con-
veyed to their shores in a bran new yacht,—will
give them better food , better clothing, or more com-
fortable dwellings.

Wealth, wrung from the bowels of poverty, may
be displayed by Punch and Judy and their retinue,
but the lot of the poor of Ireland will still be starva-
tion. Sea-vfeedjicftaJ, and " the infernal root," must
remain their dish until the system of misrule be
annihilated.

Flatterers may dilate on the beanty of the sove-
reign ; sycophants may talk of her amiable dis-
position; bnt the one would be more enhanced in our
estimation, and the other would be better exem-
plified by administering to the necessities of the
poor than by exhibitions of conBaxnmate folly, in-
tended, no doubt, to feed the unfortunate passion
for display of a too-long infatuated people.

The men of Ireland ought to tell the advisers of
royalty that they want not raree-show but the
comforts of life ; and that it would be far better fox
the nation if some women would lean to knit socks
for their children and mend their own stockings,
rather than go jaunting about at other people's
expence ; and some men betake themselves to some
honest occupation, rather than pocket other men's
hard earnings for merely enlarging the brood of
idlers, attending majesty ! when taking an airing
and feeding royal whelps.

Won't Ireland have a treat!! ANOTHER SAMPLE OF INJUSTICE.
The many instances of refined tyranny and bare-

faced extortion whioh are almost daily communicated
to us, are not only evidences of the extreme de-
generacy of the human kind—of the inveterate hatred
of man towards his species,—and of the declension
existing in our courts of law, but they are manifestly
indicative of the speedy overthrow of the rotten
system -which has too long cursed our father-land.
Our forefathers justly complained of the evils of
misrule, but they were only flogged with whips—we
are lashed with scorpions. Their prospects were
gloomy, but we dwell in the midst of thick darkness
—darkness that can be felt—that is felt, and cannot
be dispelled, save by the energies of an united people
determined to possess their rights.

Arguments the most cogent and incontrovertible
have been reiterated in the ears of the rulers of tha
land, but they have been as the deaf adder. Petitions
have been laid s-t their feet Tepeatedly, prayiDg them
to adopt measures to stay the evils of which the
people incessantly complain, and over whioh our
legislators have, unquestionably, controul, yet they
regarded not the prayers of tbe needy. Now, facts
which none can veil—not even themselves—are
staring them in the face at every turn, and they are
compelled to acknowledge that something is wrong ;
but instead of applying the only panacea—a radical
reform in the tysiem of Government—they think
to amuse the people with their tricks of political
jugglery, and thereby perpetuate the reign of des-
potism. But this cannot be. They have been
weighed in the balance and found wanting. The
hand-writing ia upon the wall, too conspicuous and
plain to be misunderstood, and it deorees that
the reign of tyranDy shall depart.

Yes, the petty tyrants, vested with brief authority
must be humbled, aa well as their masters whose
deeds they ape ; for the change must be a radical
one, extending through every ramification of the
system and to every corner of the land. Aye, even
to lliddleton, near Manchester, and to Rochdale
too, where acts of atrocity are perpetrated whioh
are a disgrace to our country and kind ; one of
which we here subjoin:—
" A poor widow woman named Ann Lees, having ris

children, residing in the township of Hopwood in the
parish of Mlddleton, was taken into custody on the 18th
of January, under a warrant, and put into the lockups
of the police station of Mlddleton, by order of the over-
seer, for owing six shillings for poor rates, together
with costs, amounting to £l 3s. 6&, and was the day
after taken to Lancaster. It appears that, previona to
that, the overseer's father-in-law had distrained her
g»od8 for rent The snm due he said was £3 0s. 8a., and
the charges were £2 11s. lOd; but it appears that after
tbe goods were all sold they bad £1 17b. Od. in band
after all coats were paid, though the goods did not sell
at half their value. The overseer knowing that this
money was in hand, summoned her to Rochdale before
the magistrates, and their worships asked her if she was
willing to pay tbe rates ? She answered, I h&ve
nothing to pay with, when the magistrates told the
overseer be must be paid ont of the money, that was
over; he therefore applied to the auctioneer for tne
money , but he would not or could not pay h'm, con-
sequently he took out a warrant, as is before stated.
The poor unfortunate woman has applied several times
to the overseer for relief , but be has as frequentl y re-
{u3-.'d to give her any, telling h»r bq« might go to tbe
bastile, which she refused to <*.o."

We '
shall endeavour to reach all by the first con-
veyance after we again get " to work."

ORGANIZATION.
We receive continually from all parts of the

country application for advice and instruction as to
how the friends of the cause of good order and good
government should proceed , under the anomalous
circumstances in which they are now placed ; of a
national organization without any recognised head
or centre of operations. We see that the metropo-
litan delegates recommend the immediate eleotion
of the General Secretary, in order that the business
of the Association—the preparation and issuing of
cards, the enrollment of members, the cor-
respondence, &o.—may go on. We advise the
people to be in no hurry. The conduct
of the last Secretary should surely have given
them enough of a dose to make them very careful is
the matter of appointing a successor. The Secretary
is the most important officer in tbe whole movement.
He ought, in fact, to be the very marrow of the
movement. Bitter experience must, we presume,
have shown the people that a false step in the
appointment of Executive officers , and especially of
Secretary, may do more mischief than all our
exertions can retrieve for a long period. Our
Secretary must be a man of business habits, a
man of comprehensive mind—a man of some in-
formation and intelligence—a man who understands
the movement—a man who knows the bearings of
the law upon political societies, who thoroughly un-
derstands our Organization, at»d who will have
sense and honesty and industry to " work" it.
It is no easy task to "work" a national
Organization, in the teeth of such laws as we have
bo contend with and steer dear of. We need for this
purpose an educated, intelligent man, an industrious,
persevering, and honest man. We do not want an
ignorant, impudent, bully, who cannot return a civil
answer to a respectful letter ; we do not wanta fellow
to spend his timo in public houses, drinking and
smoking and playing at cards, instead of minding
tbe duties of his office, and to occupy the chief
part of what time he can. spare from the public
house ia his own private business, while he pockets
the people's money for doing their work, which is
left undone ; we don't want a man to leave bis
duties, and run up and down the country lecturing
every time that he may want a fresh " drag" of
money, more than hJo wages. We want a man
who kuows his work, and can do his work ; who
will be content with bia wages, and content to work
for his wages—a man who will devote to the cause his
whole time, energy, and talents, and whose time and
talents are worth having. With such a secretary,
our organisation could not fail to progress, and our
cause to prosper. And unless the people can find
such an one they had far better have none at all ; a
vacant office is preferable to an inefficient or dis-
honest officer. But such a man most be searched for
carefully. There must be no hurry in the selection.
The people must take time to thiak and to deliberate,
before they deoide.

There is one fact to which we would point atten-
tion ; that no honourable, or even honest, man would
be Secretary, under present circumstances; because
it would be to associate himself in office with two
men who still, in defiance of every principle of de-
mocracy, impudently cling to the tenure and name
of office , though covered' with a load of obloquy and
disgrace which would have paralized and kept
within dooTB any men having a giaiu of deoenoy.
The country have no right to expect that any decent
and good man will allow himself to be brought in
contact with the filth from which the character of
those men stands uncleansed. No man who valued
his own reputation would for an instant act in any
public capacity with either of them. It wants but
a few weeks to the time when they must "go out"
by the lapse of their term of office ; and the people
should in the interim be looking out for honest men
to supply their places, and making such amendments
in the plan of Organization as may render less likely
the recurrence of the misohiefs which have resulted
from the j obbing and profligacy of the present men.

Some parties seem to think that no steps can be
taken in the matter of amending the organization,
because we have in reality no Executive. And
because Campbell won't give up the books and
cards, it is thought that the enrollment of members
can't go on. We think quite differently. For the
enrollment of members we advise every sub-secre-
tary at once to provide a book for entering the
nameB, trades, and residences of all the members of
his own district. Let no regard be paid to the fact
of u card or no card," but let the Society for all
practical and immediate purposes be a local
one for that town or place ; every one being
acknowledged as a member, whose name is
on the; Secretary's book and hone else. Every newly
enrolled member to pay his twopence and all these
twopences to go to the formation of a fund for the
usocf a New Executive when appointed, and the
weekly contributions to be applied to the furtherance
of the causa in the immediate neighbourhood. No
cards need be given ; but when a member removes
to any other place, he should have a certificate from
the sub-Seoretary in the following form.

" Hull, Jan. 27th, 1843.
" I certify that John Smith is an enrolled member

of the Chartist body.
M Pbteb Tbuemaw, sub-Secretary."

In any town where he presents this certificate, his
name would be enrolled among the Chartists of that
place, without any -additional fee but the payment of
the weekly penny. Thus oar Association will
become a multitude of distinct local societies, all
governed by the same laws and acting on the sam«
plan, and ready for amalgamation into ons body as
soon as the connecting link, a honest Executive,
may be supplied.

We shall next week show how the whole matter of
considering and arranging, and amending, the
Organization, may be effectually done by the people
in their localities, and a general vote taken upon it,
and recorded, without the intervention of the Execu-
tive or the expense of adelegate meeting. We shall
also suggest such improvements in the plan of
Organization as we think it needs. Meantime we
advise most strongly that the registration of mem-
bers be immediately commenced by all the sub*

ATTEMPT TO ASSA8SINATE MR, EDWARD
DRUMMOND, SIR ROBT. PEEL'S PRIVATE
SECRETARY.

(From the Times J
On Friday afternoon a most determined attempt wasmade to assassinate Mr. Draminond, the private sacretaryor Sir Robert Peel, in the open street, and in the broadface of day. The motives of the assassin are at presentinvolved In mystery, not the slightest cine being yetobtained to the cam* that conld have impelled him tothe commission of bo aggravated a crime. Bat, -what-

ever may hare been the reasons influencing his mind,it -will be aeen, from the suhjoined account, that hispurpose -ma carried ont with the most cold-bloodeddetermination, though, fortunately, no fatal results areat present expected to result from the around ^rhich besucceeded in inflicting on his intended "victim : 
It appears, from information on -which perfect reliancemay be placed, that Mr. Drnmmond left Downiag-street

ai about half-past three o'clock in the afternoon, incompany -with the Earl of Hsddington. They proceeded
together as far as the Admiralty, -where Mr. Drummond
left the Earl of Haddington, and -went to the banking-
house of Ms brotirei of the same name, at Charing-croES. On his return therefrom, and -when be had pro-
ceeded as far as the space between the Admiralty and
the Horse Guards, he -was shot at by a man -who ap-
proached him from behind. The assassin -walked np to
Mr. Drummond, and, showing a determination not to
fail in the perpetration of the foul deed which he con-
templated, actually put the muzzle of the pistol into theback of the unsuspecting gentleman. He then fired.
Immediately after the pistol -was discharged, a police-
man, Trbo bad witnessed the act, rushed up, and seized
the crimiDaL In the mean time be had returned the
pistol with which he had shot Mr, Drummond to hia
breast, and had drawn out another loaded pistol from
the same place, and was in the act of pointing it at Mr.
Drummcnd, "when the policeman seized >»?*" and pini-
oned bis arms from behind. Tie pistol was discharged,
but the aim of the assassin being thus diverted, the con-
tents did not touch Mr. Drummoad, nor was any other
person injured by them.

Mi. DxnmmoEd "was immediately conveyed te bis
brother's bank, which, as our readers are aware, is only
a short "distance from the spot where the shots were
fired. Here a medical man from the immediate neigh-
bourhood was called in, and he examined the wound
made by the balL He f onnd that the ball had penetrated
the tMn of the back, through the coat and under g&t-
ments, bat he conld not trace it further, not having
with him at the time the necessary instruments. As,
however, Mr. Drnmmond did not seem too much debili-
tated by loss of blood to bear being xeaoved to his
own residence, be advised his being immediately
conveyed there. He was accordingly taken there in a
carriage.

Mr. Guttuae, Mr, Bransby Cooper, the eminent
surgeons, -and Mr. Jackson, surgeon acd apothecary,
were in attendance, and proceeded more fully to examine
the wound. It was then ascertained that ttie ball had
entered near the spine, and that it had made a circuit
tither over tha hip-bone or under the lower rib, and
thes lodged near |the pit of the stomach under the
breast; tnenee the ball was extracted by Mr. Gnthrie
without any diffi culty, as it lay near the surface.

It -sra3 first thought that the wound wbji of a danger-
ous character, en the supposition that the ball had
taken serious effect internally ; but, on further exami-
nation, it did not appear that any vital part was in-
jured. The symptoms exhibited by the patient, after
the ball was extracted, were found to be favourable,
and there seemed to be no reason tben to apprehend
that the event would be attended with fatal effects.

The assassin, on being secured by the policeman, was
conveyed to Gardiner*s-lane policft-sSation, where be
£ave his name as MTs'aughten. He refused to give
his place of residence, but it is supposed that he is either
a Scotchman or a native of the north of Ireland, wbo
had been located at Glasgow. He was then searched,
and there wgre found on him two £5 notes, £ i in gold,
and a deposit receipt of a Glasgow Bank for £750, made
ont in the name of •• Daniel M'Nsnghten." Thus the
receipt confirmed the statement made by the prisoner
with respect to" his name. The prisoner was well,
tfeouch not genteely, dressed.

Kotbrag transpired that could with certainty lead to
a knowledge of tha motives which induced the prisoner
to commit this dreadful act It docs not appear that he
bad had any previous correspondence with Mr. Dium-
mond, «r that he had preferred any claim or complaint
to the Treasury, or was a disappointed applicant for
office. His demeanour throughout was cool and col-
lected, nor did tbere appear any evidence of insanity.

The policeman who apprehended him heard him say,
on bis being arrested, " He," or •' she," (the policeman
is uncertain which) " shall not disturb my Hiind any
lenger."

It is stated that the prisoner bad been seen loitering
about the public offices for some days previously. On
one=8ccasion the office-keeper of the CouBcfl-ciSce, who
had observed the prisoner staying about the door, asked
him what his object was in so doing, and inquired whe-
ther be was in XL* service of the police. In answer to
this question, the prisoner said that he was, and that
the gentlemen ef the office need not be afraid for their
property.

FCKTHEB PARTICULARS.

Ofl Saturday morning, the prisoner, who gave his
name in a broad Scotch accest, John M'Kaugbtwi, was
examined at Bow-street, before Mr. Hall. He is de-
scribed as a young man, rather above the middle height,
having the appearance of a mechanic, and wm respect-
ably dressed in a black coat and waistcoat and drab
trousers. He is rather thin, has a geod colour, and
his countenance betokened nothing ferecoua or deter-
mined.

The statement of the affair given above was corrobo-
rated by the evidence of the witnesses examined, and
Mr. Branaby Cooper, surgeon, described the process of
extracting the ball, and explained Mr. Drammond's
situation, which be considered not free froHt danger.
The evidence having been all gone through,

Mr. Hall, addressing the prisoner, said, I am abont to
remand you for a fortnight, and if you wish to aay any-
thing in answer to the charge, I am ready to bear
you. You are not compelled to say anything unless you
think proper. But it is my duty to tell yon, that if you
do say anything, it will be taken down in writing and
made use of, if necessary, hereafter. Kow, having
given you that caution, do you wish to say any-
thing?

Prisoner—1 am much obliged to yon, Sir, but I shall
say nothing at present

The Clerk—Tben you are remanded for a fortnight
Theprisdner(immediatelŷ left the dock, and was con-

ducted to one of the cellB attached to the court, but bad
not been tbere more than a minute or two, when he sent
a message to the magistrates intimating that be wished
to say something; be was accordingly again placed at
the bar.

Mr. Sail—I understand you wish to say something;
if so, I am ready to hear you.

The prisoner, after a slight pause, said—Jhs Tories
in my native city have compelled me to do this; they
follow and persecute me -wherever 3 go, and feave en-
tirely destroyed my peace of mind. They followed me
to Fiance., into Scotland, and all over England; in fact,
they follow me wherever I go; I can get no rest for
them night or day. I cannot sleep at sights, in conse-
gnence of the course they pursue towards me. I believe
they have driven me into a consumption. I am sure I
shall Inisver be the hud I formerly was. I used to have
good health and strength, but I have aot now. They
have accused me of crimes o! which I am not guilty ;
they have done everything in their power to harass and
persecute me; in fact, they wish to murder ma It
can be proved by evidence—that's all I wish to say at
present

The clerk—Is that all you wiab to say ?
Prisoner (hesitatingly}—I can only say they have

completely* disordered my mind, and I am not capable
of doing anything, compared to what I was. I am a
very different man Ao what 1 was before they commenced
this system of persecution.

The deri—3>o yon wish to say anything more ?
Prisoner—Ob) yes, I wish to know whether I am

to be kept in that place (pointing towards the cell) for
a fortnight ? If so, I am sure I shall not are.

The clerk—Oh, no, you will be taken to a proper
place of confinement, where yon will be taken care of
toll you are brought here again.

Prisoner—Oh, vetj well, tben I have nothing more
to say.

Mr- Hall—Have yon any objection to sign the
statement you have zn&de ?

Prisoner—Uo, I have no oKection.
The statement- having been read orer to the prisoner,

it was handed to >»ttti in the dock, when he immediately
signed it.

He was then removed from the bar.

i appears that M'Kaughten had resided for the last
sixteen weeks in the honse of a very respectable
¦widow, named Dutton, residing in Poplar-row, New
JLezzt-road. He had been well known to that lady for
a long time previous. It is nearly three yean since
tfi first came to lodge in her honse, and he occupied
at that period the same apartment which ha con-
tinued to reni up to tne period of bis apprehension
on Friday. He was generally considered by Mrs.
Dutton to be of a very quiet turn of mind, and ap-
peared to have bo occupation, aa he seldom rose before
s late hour in the morning, when he left the boose,
and returned abont ten o'deck in the evening. He re-
mained on this occasion three montis with Mis.
Patton, and her general impression was that lie m in
search ol employment The rent he paid for his
apartment was 2s. 6d. per week, and the payments were
always regularly made once a week. Oa leaving Mrs.
Datum's bouse be stated that he was going to France,
and that lady heard so more of him for many months,
when be- returned and took tie same apartment He
stopped only three weeks in England on this occasion,
and then told Mrs. Dutton that he was about to leave
for Scotland. About the first week in October ha again
returned, and on Mr*. Dutton opening the door to him
be smiled, and said, "I Bee you have a bill in your
wiiidow. Is it for my old room?" Mrs. Dutton
answered, " Yes Sir;" and H'Uaughton replied, "You
seel am comeback. 2 said I Bhoald do su" Nobbing
particular was remarked in his manner at ibis time, but
tfte gloomy temperament which aarked his gentral
£. ara-t^r iras ccEsiilert-d to be rather jnargasul tkaa
otherwise, Ee seldom -spoke to any oae in the hi-o&s,

though always obliging and civil when addressed by sny
person. He never took meals at home, but on one
occasion, about three weeks since, be caught a violent
cold, and Mrs. Dutton supplied him during three days
in which he was confined to bis bsd. He wa* never
observed to resd a newspaper or any other publication,
and daring the confinement ^above alluded to, Mrs.
Datton lent him a religions volume, which he appeared
to perow with much interest Mrs. Datton Bays, that
her impression has always been that he had something
on bis mind. He was not at all communicative, but on
one occasion told Mrs. Datton that be was in Scot-
land when her Majesty paid her recent visit to that
country. He always appeared to be very moderately
off , and on his taking up Ma abode at Mr. Button's on
the last occasion, had only one shirt. He purchased a
second after the first fortnight, and Mrs. Dutton regu-
larly washed them for him alternately. Eis wardrobe,
in other respects, seems to iave been miserably pro-
vided- He bad only two pair of socks and a fhnnel
waistcoat He had no change of dress, and until within
a fortnight, when fee purchased a new pair, his trousers
were patched and darned in every direction, and full
of holes. About a week ago he asked Mrs. Dutton if
she could lend hita a pair of old boota while his own
wera mended, and at her instigation he applied to a
shoemaker in the neighbourhood, wbo allowoi him the
use of an old pair for a day or two during the repair of
feis own. He had no boxes in his room, or property
of any description. M Nanghten'a habits were re-
markably Sober and steady. The room fee occupied
was the back apartment on the second floor , and he
seldom remained in it, if not labouring under indispo-
isition, after nine o'clock in. the morning. It was bis
habit to get up about that time, clean bis shoes in tha
back kitchen, and tben go out f ot the day. He seldom
came home after ten o'clock, and sometimes be was
eariier.

On Friday moraine he went out about nine o'clock as
usual, and, after being absent-from the house^ short
time, returned and went up stairs for a few minutes.
He weut out again soon after, and Mrs. Dutton heard
no more of him until she was told that he was taken
into custody. Mts. Datton states that she never saw
much money in his possession, and her belief was that
he was a young man in con&aed circumstances. She
also says, distinctly, that she never heard him mention
Mr. Drommond's name, or allude in any way to politics.
It is very difficult to reconcile the apparent poverty of
31'Naughten, as evideneed by his landlady, and borue
out by his personal appearance, with the possession of
so large a sum of money as £788. Tfeere can be very
little doubt of the genuineness of the check or receipt
of the Glasgow Bank for £750, and that fact proves
the sum to have been deposited by the prisoner in the
bank alluded to.

But I will here take
the last census, in which I find that the population
of Great Britain and Ireland is 26,856,028, a three-
hundredth part of which is 89 520.Now, th)» is a- number so large as, in England, to
be nowhere congregated together , save in each of
the six Metropolitan boroughs, in the city of Lon-
don, and in Jhe five large boroughs, Manchester,
Liverpool, Birmingham, Leeds, and Sheffield. In
Wales, there is, of conrsa, not a single community
approaching this number ; Scotland cab furnish us
with only two compact bodies of people of this
amount, namely, Edinburgh and Glasgow; and
Dublin and Corfe , would be the only solid Electoral
Districts to be foaad in Ireland. So much for the
cities and boroughs, as Electoral Districts* And
now a few words as to the counties.

We have three eatire counties in England, namely
Huntingdon, Rutland, and Westmorland, and nine
or ten, out of the twelve counties of Wales, no* one
of which would, of itself, form one of tie proposed
Electoral Districts. And Scotland, out of her
thirty-foar_ counties, has, I see, only twelve that
are, each m themselves, possessed of the requisite
number of people to- form Electoral Districts ; so
that we should have to lay counties together, form -
ing the Districts so large that no man of modest
merit , however qualified by his wisdom and public
spiri t to preserve and to benefit his country, not
solok himself, unless possessed of vast estates,
could become known and appreciated through a
District so extensive, The elections would, it
appears to me, under such an arrangement , gene-
rally fall upon high and wealthy aristocrats; as-oar
county elections ever have done ; or on aetive and
noisy and unprincipled pretenders. So that,
through an error on this single point, all our labours
and sufferings for the establishment of the Charter
might be thrown away, and our country continue to
sink as it has done," even eince the late abortive
Reform.

The desirable thing. it appears to me,is to have (he
Electoral Districts as compact as may be. To have
them within such a compass, that plain and worthy
and sensible men, rather than the great wealthy
and the showy, should be selected as representatives ;
that the electors should have an opportunity of be-
coming woll acquainted with the persons, the acquire-
ments, and the character and conduct of the man
presented to them ; a matter which is scarcely ever
to be accomplished in districts so large as thoso
under contemplation.

Towards the accomplishment of the desirable
object I have just named, the smaller the electoral
districts and Iho more effectual ; and, were I not re-
strained by other considerations, I should recommend
a division of the kingdom into many more districts
than the number which I proposed.

But this number, namely, five hundred , was not,
originally, of my suggestion. It was suggested by
my exeellent and chosen examplar, the late Maj or
John Cartwright , in one of the notes to his admi-
rable " Bill of Rights and Liberties," published
in 1817.

The worthy Major, in the note which I rofer
to, is arguing against the existing number of tho
House of Commons, namely, 658. Some writer has
observed that so great a number is fitter for the pur-
poses of a mob, than for those of a deliberative as-
sembly. And the Major says, " It were far better
that the number should be reduced to about 500;"
and he adds, " An assembly of 500, supposing at-
tendance to be secured (as under a Reform it doubt-
less will) would be more than sufficient for mere con-
sultation and argument ; while yet that number of
reprrs ntatives for carrying to the Common Council
of the realm an accurate knowledge of the condi tion,
the interests, and sentiments of their several localities
of a grtat kingdem , and watching over their wel-
fare, might not be thought too many."

With these words of the learned and venerable
Major, 1 beg to recommend the subject to your ec-
serious attention. There are other more weighty
recommsmdational than those I havo here named, for
the adoption of the larger numbtr of electoral dis-
tricts. T:jose recsommeudationb I may submit to you
on another occasion.

PATENT FELTING CLOTH.

Death o» a f atriot.—it is vroa bo ordinary
feelings of regret that we this week record the
death of that veteran, philanthropist, and patriot,
Charles Brooker, Esq. The deceased passed the
entire of his long and honourable life—extended to
upwards of seventy years—in the agricultural vil-
lage of Alfriston, East Sussex ; but his name and
manly viriues were things " familiar as household
words" to every inhabitant of his native county.
Having by his industry in early life accumulated a
comfortable competency, still further increased by
tho demise of a relative, Mr. Brooker devoted him-
aelfr " heart and 8oul," to rescuing the labourers of
Sussex from the physical and mental thraldom ia
whioh they had been so long hela by their local
tyrants. His untiring opposition to tho "coarser
food" New Poor Law system, secured for him the
grateful attachment of the down-trodden "chop-
sticks ;" and, as a matter ef course, the enmity of
squires, parsens, and "bell-frog farmers.'? Mr,
Brooker speedily perceived that he was fruitlessly
wasting his energies and fortune by attacking the
effect of bad legislation, so long as the cause con-
tinued in existence ; and, therefore, became as
zealous an advocate of Chartism, as be had been
an antagonist to the Poor Law Amendment Act.
An avowed Chartist, he stood two or three contests
for the Borough of Brighton, affording the liberal
electors, oa each occasion, an opportunity of record-
ing their suffrages at the poll. Mr. Brooker also
represented the Brighton Chartists in the recent
Conference at Birmingham, when he gave his, un-
fortoaately, last testimony of fidelity to the Char-
tist cause, by recording his vote in favour of William
Lovett's amendment. ¦ As an evidence of tae high,
regard in whieh Mr. Brooker was held by the Char-
tists of Brighton, we may instance the fact, that
whereas a Btrong content ensued for the election of
his colleagues to the Conference, yet Mr. B. himself
was the chosen of every party. Of Charles Brooker,
indeed, the woret ever uttered against him by either
Tory or Whig, was, that he was an "honest en-
thusiast !" Tho CharfcistB of Great Britain, bow-
ever, will require no other 6ulogy than this one from
their foes, to convince them that death has, in
Charles Brooker, bereft the world of a true friend
to humanity and liberty. May heaven call fortli
mauy Eiwh " honest enthusiasts"!

TO THE CHARTISTS OF GREAT BRITAIN.
Fellow Countbymeii,—You will, many of sou,

have observed in the minutes of the late Conference,
published in the Northern Star of last Saturday,
that oh revising that valuable document, the Peo-
ple's Charter, as we there, very happily, bad an
opportunity of doing ; you will have observed, I say,
and those of you who were present as delegates
may do me the honour to recollect, tha t wben you
came to the clause which prescribes the number of
Electoral T>istrict8, I venturned to move that the
number of those districts be 500, instead of the
.smaller number, 300, as it had heretofore stood in the
Charter.

I contested myself with simply moving this pro-
position, without occupying the time of the meeting
with a statement of mv reasons for so doing, and my
motion was kindly and spontaneously seconded
by a brother delegate, without a speech, aad as
quickly disposed of in the negative by the meet-
ing.

I have just been reminded of this proposition of
mine, by a neighbour who had been reading the
minutes, and to whom I found, the proposed advance
fronv300 to 500 appeared somewhat unreasonable or
extravagant.

A brief statement of some of my reasons for the
proposition, seemed to alter, very effectually, the
earlier impressions of my neighbour ; and as deem it
amatter;ofrery great moment to the cause we have
so much at heart, I now respectfully and earnestly
beg your attention to some of these reasons, and
venture to hope that you will, in your several meet-
ings, make this proposition of mine a subject of dis-
cussion ; and if you approve of it, and if you embrace
it, as I flatter myself that 50U will, I hope that you
will, on any further revision, or on a confirmation
of the Charter, cause the alteration to be made.

Perhaps 1 was remiss in abstaining as I did , from
arguing tne matter with my brother delegates.
The reasonB then present to my mind for so abstain-
ing were, first, a settled aversion to retard the pro-
ceedings of the Conference, by raising a discussion
on almost any point whatever, and bo to incur any
risk of prolonging our sittings over Friday, the
fourth day ; and , second, a pretty confident belief
that we shonld have another revision of the Charter ,
and an opportunity somewhat more favourable of
discussing and settling the point.

We have now that opportunity . The delegates
assembled in Conference, after having, on
their part, remed the Charter, and made some
alterations in the minor details ior carrying its great
provisions into effect ; these delegates, ia the honest
spirit of representatives, submitted the alterations
they have made " to the consideration of the peo-
ple," as a proper step previous to its final adoption .
To your consideration, then, and to that of your late
delegates, I would thus, in a more deliberate man-
ner, submit the alteration I have named.

The alteration proposed is, an extension of the
number of electoral districts, from three, to five
hundred; and, inasmuch as it is wisely designed
that each district shall return one representative,
and one only, so do I propose that the number of
representatives shall be five hundred.

Call to mind, first , if yon please, that our
CHARTER,as its title announces, is designed "for
GREAT BRITAIN and IRELAND." And then
say, what must be the size, the extent, of most of
the proposed districts, seeing that each district ia to
comprise a three-hundredth part of the whole people
of the two islands.

A three hundredth-part,it is true, in the populous
cities and towns, will be found wifchia a moderate
extent of territory. And so far, the arrangements
might serve. But sueh cities and ttwns are neither
so numerous, nor so overwhelmingly important , as
to justify ua in adopting our arr»nsemenw entirely
for them: nay, in every point of view^ whether of
justice or policy, we ought, as I shall perhaps make
manifest, to adopt oui echenis raiher to the security
and auo representation of the agriesiiiuxal di?trcts,
from waenco must come all our strength, and all

DESTRUCTION <)F A VESSEL BY
EXPLOSION.

On Tuesday, accounts arrived at Lloyd's of a
melancholy catastrophe haviug occurred on board
tho schooner New Times, belonging to London,
while on her outward passage to the coast of
Africa, by which the vessel was totally lost, and
all ha nds on board , consisting of her commander,
Captain Alexander Rowo, and a crew of^twelve
seamen, met with a frightful death. It was occa-
sioned by tho explosion of nearly 100 barrels of
gunpowder, that were stowed away in the maga-
zine of the ship, but in what manntr they ignited
is whohy unknown. The particulars below de-
tailed are extracted from a letter furnished by
Messrs. Halton and Sons, the owuers of the
schooner, who received them on Tuesday from a
gentleman in the service; and who witnessed the
sad calamity. The letter is as follows :—

"Badagry, Oct. 18,1842.
" When I left Cape Coast on board of the New

Times, with her valuable ckrgo, I was calculating on
a successful trading expedition down the coast; and
of returning to Cape Coaat iu due time to perform
the pleasing duty of acquainting you with the result
of my exertions, and little did I expect that all my
hopes and prospects would be in a sudden and ex-
traordinary manner cut off by a painful dispensation
of Divine Providence, which ha? at one stroke de-
prived us both of the vessel and hor cargo. To ac-
quaint you with the distressing catastrophe now
becomes my painful duty, and, I assure you, I do
it with feelings of the deepest anguish and distress.

" On Thursday morning, the 6th inst., we arrived
and made a safe anchorage off this plaoe, Badagry,
and I went ashore. Wo landed no eargo, and after
Wednesday morning, the 12th, had no communica-
tion with the New Times ; but, aa Captain Rowe
was on board, we, of course, calculated on all being
well, both with the vessel and her crew. At one
o'clock p.m. the following day, Thursday (the 13th,)
we were alarmed by a tremendous explosion, and on
looking in the direction of the beach,fdaw an immense
volume of blatk smoke rise immediately over the
spot where the vessel was anchored. As I knew we
had a large quantity of gunpowder on board, I
instantly suspected the destruction of the ship. The
shock was terrific, and must have been heard at a
great distance. Although the town of Badagry
is situated about two miles and a half from
the sea, and the ground sp low that the hull
of a vessel in the roads cannot be seen, yet the
concussion was distinctly felt, and every house was
shaken. I, with others, immediately hastened to
the spot, and discovered that the masts had dis-
appeared. We lost no time, and crossed the river
to the beach, and! regret to say that ©n our arrival
there we could not see a vestige of the vessel or any
person to give as the least information respecting
her. I can form some idea of the distress which
you will feel on the receipt of this sad intelligence,
and deeply do I sympathise with you in the heavy
loss you have sustained, I wish I could add some
information relative to the captain and crew of the
vessel, as the means of alleviating in some measure
the grief which you must feel :; but I fear the worst,
and must add to the foregoing sad event my convic-
tion that every soul on board of her perished.

"To form an idea of the cause of this sad disaster
is impossible ; none of her crew being spared, it must
for ever remain a mystery. At the time of the ex-
plosion I was busily engaged taking stock with Cap-
tain Parsons, from whose stores we ceuld have seen
the smoke had the vessel been on fire previous to the
explosion ; and , moreover, had such been the case,
the crew would certainly have had sufficient time to
take to the boats and to two largo canoes which
rvere lying astern of the vessel. This proves that
the explosion was instantaneous. Half an hour at
least elapsed after we heard the report bsfore we
reached the beach, at which time, as I have already
stated, not a vestige of the vessel could be seen. 1,
nevertheless, got a canoe launched , and with the
assistance of the two canoes that were lying astern
of the vessel, and which bad broken loose, search
was made for several miles distant for the poor suf-
fererers, but we returned at dusk unsuccessful.
" Shortly after we reached the beach we perceived

something in the water where the unfortunate
schooner had been anchored ; which, on examination
proved to be tke jib-boom, windlass, and spritsail-
yard. They are still stationary, and are a little
above -water ; and not having seen any portion of
her hull, with the exception of; a piece of coppered
plank about a foot square, which was picked up in
the bottom of one of tne canoes, we conclude that the
stern of the vessel was blown out, and that Bbe had
sunk at her anehors. Whether her decks - or masts
are blown oat we cannot say, bnt it is evident that
tho principal part of the cargo has floated out of her
as in two hours after the accident the sea was covered
with the tattered remnants of cloth, pieces of pun*
cheons, cases, butt-ends of muskets, &o. In conse-
quence of tbere being no other boats at hand, we
were utterly unable to save anything.
" Besides tho original crewj the vessel shipped

three others at Cape Coast. I have kept a sharp
look out for many miles along the beach ; but, as
yet, none of the bodies of the unfortunate creatures
havo been washed ashore.;

Sir,—l am a middle class man, but had the satis-
faction of aigning the first " National Potttion"for ''the
People's Charter." and of subscribing in anpport of the
movement. Ho doubt there have been, and are, false
and violent Chartists, just as there are false and violent
"physical force/' compulsory " Act\ of Parliament"
Christians. But that is no reason jwby undisguised
and upright men should be ashamed of the name of
Cnartist, mon than of that of Christian. And, there-
fore, why do Mr. Sturge and bis friends shrink at tho
name of Char tist, and slink away from discussing the
Charter ! Bat , though thoroughly a Chartist , I have
after reading the Charter, as revised! at the late Con-
ference, though t it might still be amended I would
submit the following suggestions.. The Charter con
tains no enactment against the intimidation
or the treating of voters. It Idoea not as-
sert, define, azffr secure the people's rigLt
publicly to meet and discuss. It seta forth no mode for
trying controverted elections. It omits: one moat effec-
tual provision against bribery ; that of always tendering
the oath against bribery and treating to all candidates
and their agents. It constitutes the retnrning-officer of
aii electoral district, also the returning-officer of his own
election ; should he, after serving three years, seek to
be rechosen. I would also render cabinet ministers in-
eligible us members, but give to them land to the law-
officers of the Commonwealth, seats in both houses,
without votes, by virtue of their offices.; And nii^ht it
not be useful to levy oa members daily fines for non-
attendance, to be deducted oat of their salaries at the
end of the session, except when absent unavoidably, or
by permission from a given cause ? I own also that
thinking we cannot be too jealous, and with tha lessons
before us in biptory, of Annual Parliamenta having
enacted themselves into Triennial, and ;.of a Triennial
Parliament having still further treasonably prolonged
itself by enactment into a septennial, i I thitik it nei
unwise io enact that,' in case sny resolution or motion
or proposal ol any kind to prolong tibe duration of
Parliament should pass cither House, the Parliament
then sittiBg shall be, ipso f a c t o, dissolved. I am also
disposed to enact that the Parliamentary candidates
should be at leaat twenty- 8ve, if not thirty, years of
age, that we may not be legislated fur by boys. I
am not Bure also that it would be improper oution ,
or unjust, to enact tbat all electors should be twenty-
fi ve years old and able to read.

I will not traiob on your valuable space by argu-
ments in snpport of these suggestions , some of which ,

DEATHS.

DEATH OF MB. DKTJMMOND.
(From the Evening Star.)

With feelings of unaffected sorrow and regret it is our
melancholy duty to announce the death of this highly
respected and most amiable gentleman. Mr. Drummond
expired at his residence in GroBvenor-street, on Wed-
nesday morning, at about half-past ten o'clock. We
understand that the eminent medical gentlemen by
whom be -was attended, bad but little hope of his
recovery from an advanced hour on the evening of
Monday ; but at ten o'clock un Tnssday night, what
little remained to induce the contisuanca of that hope
bad fled for ever. It ia stated in the morning papers
that the departed gentleman experienced but little pain.
We understand, however, tbat this is not exactly toe
fact Mr. Drammond is stated to have suffered most
acutely during the last twelve hours of bis existence,
but bore those sufferings with that calmness and resig-
nation which religion alone can inspire. He was sen-
sible to the last, and died in the presence of his sfSicted
family.

Inqoest oh Mr. Dkummond.— On Thursday after-
noon, at four o'clock, an inquest was held before
Mr. Gell, coroner for Westminster, at the sign of the
Lion and Goat, Grosvcnor-street, on view of the
body of Mr. Drummond. The proceedings excited
the greatest interest, the jury-reom being crowded
almost to suffocation. The Jury having been sworn,
proceeded with the Coroner to view the body, which
was lyiDg at the residence of the deceased, and
ha.ving returned, the Coroner made some observa-
tions with respect to the Banity of the prisoner,
adding that in hia opinion, they had nothing what-
ever to do with that fact, and after a short con-
sultation, returned a verdict of " Wilful Murder"
against Daniel M'^anghten."

misery, wret chedness, and crime areiast spreading their 1
deteriorating iriutaice , and gradually undermining the
fabrie cf society.

onr colonial brethren , you have trair. pled upon every
principle of justice to tsta blisb your power, and feed
your laTenouB lustfor gain.

You have, therefore , shown by your ads that yon do
not represent The wants and wishes of the people; on
the contrary, self, or party oonsideiations are seen in
alm«t every enactment yon have made , or measure you
have sanctioned. So far Trom represen ting the com-
monB of tbis country, or lejfisuting for thtm , the
majority of yen have neither feelings nor rnter esta in
common with them.

It 13 seen by yeur proceedings , tbat while the sup-
posed rights of every claw and party can find advocates
among yon, the riph i  0/ labour is left to find its own
" level,*' 13 the just ice of tiilieB questioned , the wis-
dom cf ecclesiastical law cun>tod, or a repugnan ce

In-stead of boldly proclaiming the dishonest y, hollownessand agnsfice rf your present legislative system, theparty cry, of Whigand Tory, is too often the BsbsteBoeof then - speeches—the cheat and phantom whichyou alluse to silence tta tfani d and diTert the ignorant .
Tta you do not represent the people of this country

34 by lees than 700, 50 by less
than 800, 18 fey less than 900, and 23 by less than 1,600
registered elf-ctors.

! It is moreover notorious that , in the Commons
I House, which is b&UI to ba exclusively the peoples *
there are tico hundred and f ive persons who are imme-
diately or remotely related to the peers of the realm !
Teat it also contains 3 maiquLsses , 9 earls , 23 viscounts,
?7 lnnte, 32 right bonourables , 83 bonourablea , 58
baronets , 10 knights, 2 admirals , 8 lord lieutenants ,
74 deputy and vice-lieutenants , 1 general , 1 lieutenant-
general , 7 ropjor-generals , 22 colonels, 32 lientenanfc-
colonels , 7 msjors , 67 captains in army and navy, 12
lieutenants 2 cornets , -53 magistrates , 63 placemen,
besidfcs IDS patrons of church livings having the patron-
age of 247 livings between them ; and there are little
more than 200 out of the 608 members of your house,
who have not etb.3* titles , office, phce, pension, or
church patronage.

These facts afford abundant proofs that you neither
represent the number or the interests of the millions, but
that the greatest portion of you have interests foreign,
or directly opposed, to the true interests of the people
of tbis country.

1 Setting aside your party chan ges and tival bickerings ,
I important only to those among you who are in poBses-
I sion of the public puree;-wi th a knowled ge ot your
'¦ past actions and with tbesa notorious facts before us,
i —as plain-apeaking men, claiming the freedom of speech
as our birthright , we hesitate not to declare , that indi-
vidually and collectively yon have all been tried by the
test of public vtiiity, and with few excfptioD have been
found wanting in every r« qnisite for representatives of
an intelli gent and industrious population.

The wide extent of misery whicL your legislation has
oec.is.onw3, and the epread ot information which yeur
decrees could not suppress , have called up enqu iring
mieds in every portion of the empire to investigate
your acriuns , to question your authority, and finally to
condemn your UDJ ust and exclusive power .

They have_ demonstrated to their brethren , that the
only rational use of the institutions and laws of society,
is to protect , encourage, and support, all tbat can be
made to contribute to the happiness of all the people.

That as the object to be attained is mutual benefit , so
ought the enactment of laws to be by mutual consent.

That obedience to the laws can only b» j ustly enforced
on the ceitainty thst those who are called on to obey
them have had, either personally or by their represen-
tatives , a power to enact , amend , or repeal them.

That all who are excluded from this share of political
povr. r , are not j ustly  includ ed within tbe operation of
the la sfs. To thtm the laws are not ouly despotic en-
actments; and the assembly from whom they emanate
can only be considered an unholy interested compact
devising plans and schemes for taxi&fe and subjugating
the many.

In consonance with these opinions , they have embo-
died in a document called " The People's Charter ,"
such just and reasonable principles of representation
as, in their opinio n, are calculated to secure honest
legislation and good governm ent-

That document proposes to confer the franchise on
every citizen of twenty-one years of age, who has
resided in a district three mouths, who is of sane mind ,
and unconvicted of crime.

It proposes to divide the U uited Kingdom into
three hundred electoral distri cts, containin g as nearly
as may be an equal numb er of inhabitants , each
district to send one Member to Parliament , and no
more.

It proposes to take the votes of the electors by
baUot , in order to protect them against unjust
iifiuence .

It proposes that Parliament be chosen annually.
It proposes to aboliBh property qualifications for mem-

bers of Parliament
It proposes tba t members of '  Parliament be pai d

for their services: and moreover contains the details
by which all these propositions shall be carried into
practice.

This document , being so just in its demands , has
already received the sanction of a vast portion of the
population , and petitions in its favour have already
been iaid before you , containing a larger cumber of
signatures than , probably, has ever beeii obtained in
favour of any legislative enactment : and though indis-
cretion among some of its advocates may have retarded
public epiBion in its favour , we are confident that tbe
conviction in favour of itsjuttice and political efficacy has
taken deep root in the mind of tbe nation , and is
ranking rapid progress among all classes not interested
in existing corruptions.

That you may see the wisdom and propriety of
timuly yielding to such opinion in favour of a
better representative system, and that j<n» will
speedily declare in favour of the People s
ChaEIEE. ; or , by resigning your seats , prepare
the way for those who wiil enact it as Ihe law of
these realms, is the ardent prayer of the uader-
Bigned inhabitants of this kingdom.

LONDON. —Tbe Metropolitan Delegate Meeting
was held on Sunday, Mr. TXivoc in the chair ; creden-
tials were received from Messrs. May and Dron , from
Lambeth , and from Mr. Sharp, from the patriots , Clerk-
enwell-green. T wo shillings and sixpence was received
for the delegate meeting from the Clock House ; two
shillings and sixpence from Globe-fltlds ; and two
shillings and sixpence from tbe silk weavers locality.
Mr. Rose reported from the Metropolitan YicUm Fund
Committee ; Hr. Simpson moved , and Mr. Wheeler
seconded, the following reso'utson :—"That this dele-
gate meeting recommend to the various localities
throughout the metropolis which are not represented
oa the Metropolitan "Victim Defence and Support Fund
Committee the propriety of immediately Bending a dele-
gate to assist in carrying its operations into effect**
Messrs. Humphreys , Drou , Page , Maynard , Rose, and
other delegates ably supported the motion, which was
unanimously carried. Mr. Wheeler reported regarding
the funds of the delegate meeting. Mr . Simpson, as
metropolitan treasurer of Mason 's Defence Fund , re-
ported the amount of money , &&, which he bad remit-
ted. Mr - Humphreys moved, and Mr . Dron seconded,
a vote of thanks to Mr. S:mpson for his services ob
treasurer to the above fund, carried unanimously. Mr.
Wheeler moved, and Mr. Rose seconded, tbe following
resolution :—" Tbat this delegate meeting feel highly
gratified with the liberal offer of Mr. Cleave in refer -
ence to the back numbers of the English Chartisi
Circular, and strongly recommend the metropolitan
districts and the country generally to accept of
the offer and carry it into immediate operation ,
it being an easy, and at the same time an
efficient mode of realizing funds in aid of those
who have been victimized , in the Chartist causa"
Several delegates having expressed themselves favour -
able to tbe motion, it was unanimously agreed to. The
snr iject of the address of the proprietor »f the TZxxning
Star was spoken to by Messrs. Simpson and Wheeler.
Mr. Mud fe moved, and Mr. Grew seconded, " That we
take into consideration Mr. Cooper 's Plau of Organizv
tion." Carried. After some little discussion as to the
method to be pursued in carrying out the resolution ,
Mr. Cnffay moved the following resolution :—" That
it is the opinion of this Delegate Meeting that the new
Plan of Organizati on proposed by Mr. Cooper is by no
means equal to the old plan if that is properly acted
upon, we therefor e respectfully reject it, at the same
time v?e think there is room for amendment in the ©Id
plan." He considered the expense of the new plan
would be an insurmo untable objection , he was opposed
to the presidential sittings, and to the aristocratic man-
ner in which the salaries were appointed . He was also
opposed to the Convention electing officers for the whole
association ftend gave the plan his decided opposition.
Mr. Maynard seconded the resolution. He should give
the plan his most unqualifie d and determined opposi-
tion. He conceived it would require enormous funds
to carry it out ; in ids opinion it W3S entirely undemo -
cratic to allow a committee to elect a head for the
whole association; he was in favour of thi present plan ,
with some slight alterations. He thought tbat the
people had been equally to blam e with the Executive in
not carrying it ont. The Executive should be properly
paid for their services, and attend solely to the business
of the country. Mr. Simpson entirely disapproved of
Mr Cooper 's plan, and considered that he (Mr.C jhad bten
equally guilty with others in deviating from the old plan.
Mr. Rose was in favour of the plan advocated by Mr.
Hill , of a paid Secretary and an unpaid committee.
Mr. Wheeler was opposed to the main feature of the
plan proposed by Mr. Cooper. The election of officers
by a limited Convention , woul d give great Ecope for tbe
exercise of faction ; he could sta no utility in having a
Vice President or a Yios Stcrt-tary, unless it was to
make up the number of five , which Mr. Cooper consi-
dered t» be necessary for an Executive. He was in
favour of a paid Secretary, an unpaid Treasurer , and a
committee of four residing in the same town as tbe
Secretary, who should act as assistant s or advisers to
him, and receive s small monthly salary for their
services , Mr. Dron should record his opinions in
opposit ion to the plan of Mr. Cooper, but was also
opposed to an unpaid committee, as proposed by Me
Hill ; he conceived that to be njing from ; one extreme
to the other ^—he was in favour of a middle course. He¦was very sorry that the country had ceased to send in

: contribu tions to the Executiv e until they were out of1 office or had resigned. It waa'a duty incumbent upon
; them to afford them tkeir support. Mr. Page wasopposed to the prin ciple features of Mr , Cooper's plan,
( out tnoufht that the system of monthly Balance Sheets
• and Class Pap ers would be an impr ovement upon thepresent plan. Mr . Mudg e agr eed -with the other1 speakers in referen ce to tbe proposed plan of Mr.
j Cooper. A. delegate expressed bis surprise that »o, member of the Conference from London, should have
I been made acquainted -with the meeting of delegates atwhich Mr. Cooper * plan was adopted. Mr . Maynard{ stated he and his brother delegates were in company) with Mr. Cooper until a late hour on Friday, but he
; heard not a syllable of the projected meetings , or he
I should have stayed in Binnin gbam to attend it Other
] delegates expressed similar opinions. Mr. Cuflfeys
j motion, rejecting the plan of Mr. Cooper , was unan l-
; mously agre ed to. Mr. Wheeler brou ght forward ares o-
, lution, expressiv e of the views he entertained relativeto an Executive. Mr. Rose seconded the motion , but
' it was ultima tely_withdrawn , and a nvtice of motion

given to a similar effect. Mr. Page was instructed by
the Bloomsbnry locality to lay before them the following
resolution , agreed to at a public meeting of tbat body :
" Resolved, tbat it is the opinion of this meeting that
on account of the important business transacted by tbe
National Charter Association, we, the Cha rtists of
Bloomsbnry , feel called upon to recommend , and think
it most important tbat the Metropoli tan delegate meet-
ing should immedia tely go to the election of a General
Secretary {pro. tern J ,  to fill up the vacancy occasioned
by the resignation of Mr. John Campbell ; we deem it
of the great est consequence, owing to the very unsettled
state of affairs , not knowing where to apply for cards
or otherwise to forward communicatio ns which it is the
business ot a General Secretary alone ie receive. We
therefore take the liberty of suggesting to tbe said de-
legate meeting tbe necessity of purchasing a fresh set
of books, in case Mr . Campbell (the late Secretary) do
not immediately give up the books , cards , and papers ,
tbe same being property belonging to the National
Charte r Association. We further recommend that the
delegate meeting do take into their consideration -the
propriet y of making Borne alteration in the cards
to be issued in future , or take such means as
they may think proper , to preven t any cards (held
back from tbe Association ) being issued , until.the
said Association are perfect ly satisfied and the accounts
settled. We, tbe Chartists of BloomBbury, think
this a mostimportan t question on occountof a determin-
ation come to by Mi. Campbell not to give up the books.
cards, and papers unti l he tbe said J. Campbell is paid
the sum of £16 15s 9jd. being monies due to him by
the sairi association. " The reselution , on the motion of
Mr. Rose, was received. Mr. Page then brought his
motion: for the delegate meeting to appoint a secretary
pro. tern. Messrs. Whteler , Dron , Cuffay, and others
thought that the delegate meeting had no authority,
aud that the matter must be left to tbe decision of the
whole body. Mr. Page then postponed the motion
until the following Sunday. Mr. Mudge having stated
his intention of going for a period into the VVest of
England , the Secretary was instructed to give him a
certificate , as being an active aud trustworthy Chartist.
After the transaction of other minor business , tbe meet-
ing adjourned.

It
was :m intellectual treat of the highest order , and gave
universal satisfaction.

Political and Scientific Inst itute. —A.n
important meeting 0/ the Committee was held on Sun-
day, Mr. J . Colem&n in chair. The minutes of the
previous meeting were read and con armed. Deputations
were appointed to visit all tbe localities in London , to
request the members to take up shares in tbe above
Institution immed iately, for tbe purpose of complete-
ing the repairs requisite previous to tbe opening of the
same, which is expected to be in about a month' s time.
The working committee reported the progress of repairs
aod recommended some plans regarding the lighti ng up
tbe large room , and also a plan of the plat form which
were ado pted by tbe committee and agreed to by tbis
committee. Tbe deputation appointed to collect funds
repotted ths result of their labours , from which it
appeared the total amounts collected by gifts , shares ,
and loans , amounted to about one hundred pounds ,
which has been expended in repairs and towards paying
tbe premium of £100 for lease. The following pros-
pectus has been issued : —
THE CITS OF LONDON POLITICAL AND SCIE NTIFIC

INSTITUTION.
1st—The objects of the Institute are to establish a

cheap and commodious place of meeting, for ail ordi-
nary public occasions , (except that of religious dis-
cussions) such as Political Meetings of any party, trades
meetings, lectures , and innocen t recreations.

2nd.—To establish a library aud reading 100m, upen
such moderate terms as to allow the working classes to
freely profit thereby.

3rd.—To establish a day school , at tbe lowest pos-
sible pries , yet of & character calculated to uffovd sound
and useful education .

4t h.—The manage ment of the Institute vilt be under
twenty-five directors ,? nineteen ol whom are
appointed from and by tbe shareholders at each of their
annual general meetings ; the six trustees being ex iqficio
directors.

The committee have taken possession of part of a
large building in Tumagain-lane , Skinner-street , City
of London , which they are converting into a Hall , 76 ft
long by 24 ft wide, capable ot holding one thousand
five hundred persons , which will have attached to it a
Library room and Committee room. Ths premises are
taken for four years and nine months, tzom Christmas ,
1842, at the yeaply rent of thirty guineas , after paying
a premium of one hundred poundB , and are held in the
names of six trustees. A deposit has been paid to the
landlord , and an agreement for a lease executed , with
liberty to extend the term to sevtn , fourteen , or twenty-
one years longer. Tbe calculation which ths com-
mittee have made of tbe yearly coat of the Hall is as
follows :—

The Committee have divided tbe right in that Hall

into five thousand shares of five shillings each, which ,
when sold, would afford an ample fund for curving out
the objects of the Institute.

But as success in selling ths shares will in some
measure depend upon the occupation and use of the Hall ,
tbe committee have determined to ask tbe aid of those
who agree -with them in the great usefulness of their
undertaking. Three hundred and forty shares have
been sold , and donations to the amount of thirty
pounds have been received, independent of others
promised.

Mr. O'Conn or had also pro-
mised to give three lectures on the land in tbe new
hall, -when opened for the benefit of tbe same. Among
the noblemen and gentlemen who subscribed to the
establishment of the Hall , were the following :—The
Kight Hon. Earl Radnor , £15 ; Thomas Penn , Esq., of
Greenwich , £5 is. who promised further assistance ;
Dr. Fellowts, £2 ; Dr. Bowring, M. P., £1; Bracey
Clark , Esq., 5s., with a promise of five pounds worth
of books, a» soon as a library is formed. Several other
gentlemenhad likewise pro mised to assist the committee
as soon as Parliament met. T. S. Duncombe , Esq.,
M.P., had also promised to give the committee £25 to
assist them in so laudable an undert aking. Votes of
thanks were passed to the above gentlemen for their
kindness . Mr. Cleave also made the committee a pre-
sent of 500 Chartist Circulars , to be sold for the benefit
of tbe halL The committee meet every Sunday morn-
ing, at ten , and every Wednesday evening , at eight
o'clock, to dispose of shares and receive monies due
for the same, at their temporary Hall , 65 , Old Bailey.
Much praise is due to the committee for their perse-
verence in waiting upon parties day and night , to
endeavour to collect funds to open the Hall , which
when done, will form a very commodious and hand-
someplace of meeting, much to the credit of the work-
ing men of London , who it is hoped will back the
committee in opening the above place, by taking out
shares.

AT a meetin g of the United Chartist shoemakers ,
held at th» Star Coffee-house , Golden-lane , Mr. Baxter
was called to the chair ; upon the mution of Mr. Kearnes ,
it was unanimously agreed that we adop t the plan of
Organization as laid down by Mr. Cooper, but that one
penny pei fortni ght be the contribution of each mem-
ber ; one penny per month to go to the genera! fund ,
and one penny per month to defray the expences of the
locality.

The Cambekwell Locaxit y met as usual at the
Cock Inn , to tran sact business , after which Mr . Lovett
gave a very excellent lecture to a respectable audience ,
upon the principles of the People's Charter.

until equal justice is done* to them. Taxes are in-
creased , and the social system is dimiuisb ing, and
unless the people ata enfranchised they will never be
free and elevated as rational beings. We toil , and
our labour ia taxed , and ail the articles necessary for
existence are taxed. The light of heaven is frixed , and
we can only enjoy it in our homes by paying to the
Government a tax ; if we live, we are taxed ; if we
die, we are taxed. Ages yet unborn are taxed previous
to their coming into existence. There is but oca
remedy for slavery, and that ia union . Liber ty is not
to be bought with gold : its price is too high ; its value
too great. The enslaved must themselves unite to
break their fetters ; must get political power in their
own bands ; must exercise tnat power honestly and
with discretion ; and freedom in this world will
speed ily be established. Let us swear by all tbat is
sacred and dear to us to make every effort human
capability affords us peacefully, though resolutely and
determinately, to set up the banner of liber ty on the
high bills of our native land , that it may be viewed by
the world , and tbat our brethren in all parts of the
globe may emulate our patriotic and virtuous ex-
ample.

Mar y hill.—A public meeting was held in the Odd
Fellows' Hall , on Wednesday evening week , to hear a
report of two of the delegates from Glasgow to the
Conference at Birmingham.

It was moved by Mr. Lennie and seconded by
Mr. Nicol , " Thnt the thanks of tbe Chartkts of Mary-
bill be respectfully tendered to eacb of the delegates
who voted for the People 's Charter at the Conference
at Birmingham ," which was carried without a dissen-
tient. A vote of thanks was then carried to tbe dele-
gates from Glasgow with acclamation , when tbe meet-
ing quietly dispersed.

NEWCASTLE. —The Suffragists of this locality
bad the walls placarded , announcing a public meeting
of members to hear tbe report of their delegates to the
Conference. Mussrs. Kidd and Sinelair (believing the;
were actin g perfectl y right) at tended in the capacity
of reporters to take a report of the proceedings for the
Star , &c. ; but Sinclair had scarcely entered the room ,
when the " Sucking Pig" General , Wilkie , calculating
upon the assistance of the rest of the humbugs , opened
a regular tirade of abuse against Sinclair in particular
anil the Chartists in general ; and concluded by stating
tbat they could not proceed with business , if their
proceedings were to be reported to the world , and re-
qutated the whole of the Chartists to withdraw, whose
presence had been attracted by a report that the humbugs
intended to use Kidd and Sinclair badly. Kidd saidthat
he attended as a reporter to one of tbe most popular
journals of the day ; and tbat if they requested it, ho
would instantly retire , and leave them alone in their
glory ; but before he did so, be would beg to inform
Mr. W. that he was ashamed of the conduct of the
Sturgites at the Conference. He was prepared to prove
thoiT conduct on that occasion to be anti-democratic;
and , moreover , he would prove to those present , or to
any man at any time or place, that the Sturge-
tnen were either dishonest , or else impolitic ,
and checked Mr. Wilkie in some insinua-
tions which he had thrown out against Mr.
O'Connor in a private company in Birmingham.
Mr. W. attempted to deny, but finding tbat
Mr K. was not to be ttifivd with , he bad to confess,
but would not undertake to prove bis assertions to be
true—tbe Cburtists after wards extracting a pledge from
the »' Sucking Pigs/' that .they would not pasa resolu-
tio ns, and stamp them as the resolutions of a pub-
He meeting, then retired. The League havin g no f iith
in tbe honesty of tbe cause they advocate , found it in-
expedient to hold publi c meetings in Newcastle and
Sunderland , as at first intended , but collected their
whole forces from Sunderlan d, South Shields , North
Shields , Durham , Stockton , Hescham, Morpetb » Aln-
wick , GateBhead , Blyth , and Newcastle , to attend a
publie meeting in Newcastle , on Frida y evening last , as
they considered it dangerous to meet the Chartists of
Newcastle with a less number at th eir backs tha n the
bumbugs of all the aforesaid towns and districts . After
all they were afraid to try the experiment , without
surrounding their chairman , the spital knight , with a
shilling hedge , for none were admitted to the body of
the hall without paying one shilling, and sixpence to
the gallery. Tbe Chartists knew bette r than to enrich
their enemies by any such way, and wrote a challenge to
the League , appointing Messrs. Franklaud and Sinclair as
a deputation to present it to them at the public ineetine.
When they arri ved at the door they explained their
mission , but would not be admitted without paying
one penny each. Sinclair undertook tbe business by
himself , and walkin g up to the platform presented the
following note to the chairman , requesting him to read
it iilond , which he did, viz. " The Chartists of Newcastle
aud Gateshea d are prepared to prove that a repeal of
tbe Corn Laws , without accompanying measures , can-
not benefit tbe working classes of this country, and do
hereby challenge Mr. Cobden , Mr. Bright , Col. P.
Thompson , or any other gentleman to prove tbe con-
trary, at a public meeting upon equal terms. By order
of the Chartists of Newcastle and Gateabead, James
Sinclair ,, Secretary. *'—No sooner was the note read
than the humbugs were fil' ed with consternation. They
declared they would kick Sinclair off the platform for
having tbe impudence to come and challenge them ,
thinking that as he was the only Chartist there , he
would take tbe hint and run away ; but they soon
founds that they bad got the wrong sow by the ear—he
was not of the run-away sort , but offered to exchange
kicks with any of them that should make any such
attempt. After the meeting, Messrs. Kirtd , Con M ur-
ray, and Sinclair , bunted all tbe hotels in towu for Mr.
Cobden , to demand an explana tion from him respecting
the insinuat ions thrown out against the Chartists by
him ; , hut it was no go. It would appear tbat be
avoided coming in contact with them , knowing that
they were too heavy metal for him.

MANCH ESTER. —A public meeting waa held iu

the Caa rtiBt Room, Brown-street , on Thursday evening
last , to hear a lecture delivered upon the princi ples of
the People's Charter by Mr. Brown , from London. Tbe
room was crowded. Mr. Win. Dlxon was called to the
chair. Mr. Brown , upon coining forward , was greeted
by loud applause . He commenced by stating tbat
nothi ng could more effectually* prove the rap id progress
of the pri nciples of democracy than the fact tha t the
worki ng classes bad found , that in order to be in
possession of their just rights , it was necessary tbat
they themselves should do the work. Some few years
ago, it : was the general opinion of the working popu-
lation, tbat in order to a political agitation it waa neces-
sary that they should be in possession of a liberal edu-
cation. ¦ But since tbe commencement ef tbe present
agitation for tbe Charter , the working men bad found
out that they cauld advocate the principles contained
tbat document , because those principles were founded
upon truth , aud. therefore needed no sophistry to re-
commend them to the people. They had found also
tbat by coming in contac t with their opponen ts in the
arena of public discussion, that notwithstanding they
were clad in fustian with their faces unwashed and
their chins unshorn , that they were more than a mutch
for those who dar ed to meet them, althoug h they were

dressed in the finest of coats, with sleek faces, aud
the advantages of educatio n on their side; and if any
thin g was wanting to prove tbis, ha need net go out
of Manchester to substant iate the fact. . Had. they not
known Jack , Sam, aud Bill to leave the factory and
tbe loom afte r a hard day's work and go to meet tbe
tools of the League, and by their plain unvarnished tales
of truth to make the Corn Law gents, wince fcaneath the
casti gations that they had repeatedly given tkem ? (load
cheers. ) Mr. Brown then gave a favourable account of
the progress of Chartism in the metropolis , and urged
the audience to inculcate and encourage the growth of
the principles of temperance and virtue, and in a
powerful manner depicted the evils of intemperance ,
nationally, morally , and politically. Mr. Brown sat
down amid the most rapturous applause. Some intere st-
ing amusements then followed, and the meeting broke
up. I

The South Lancash ire Delegate Meetin g was
hbid in the Chartist Room , Brown-street , Manchester ,
on Sunday ilast The attendance of delegates was
larger than has been the case lately. Mr. Haalem was
called to the chair. The Secretar y read the minutes of
the last meet ing, -which were confirmed. Mr. Nuttall
then rose to ibring forward the motion of which he gave
noticB at the last meeting. As Chartists they were
bound to carry out the principles which they advocat ed
as far as possible in their own concerns. He was sorr y
to say this bad not been attended to as much as it ought
to have been! One of the points of the Charter was
equal represen tation ; and , therefore , the object of the
present motipn was to amend the constitution of the
county couaci lj so as to procure the benefit ef tqual
representation to tbe ChartiBts of this division of Lan-
cashire. Th? principles of the resolution were jus t,
and therfi fura . needed*net a long spetch upon it. He
would , there fore, content himself by reading the reso-
lution •—il That in the opinion of this meeting , in order
to provide for tbe just representation of the Chartists
in the county council , that each locality be allowed
one delegate for each fifty members ; and in order that
all may be represented , those that have not the number
o€ members shaJl'bave one delegate to the said council-''
Mr. Dixon seconded the motion. Mr. Isher wood
moved an amendment , and in doing so he wished te be
distinctly understood. Ho agreed with the spirit of the
resoluti on molveft by his frien d Mr. Nuttall , but it waa
his opinion that if the resolution was passed , it would
destroy>the very th ing it was intended to secure—equal
representation ; for inBkince , Warrington , supposing it
to have 150 ndfmbe rs , it would cost them thirty shil-
lings fo; delegate expenses, whilst Manchester could
send the same numbe r of delegates without any
expense whatever , an<1 the same might be said of all
the other localities ; ther efore if tbe motion was
adopted , whilst it made the representation equal , it
also made the {delegate expenses very unequ al- It was
with those vie ws that he brought forward his amend-
ment— ¦' That it is the opinion of this meeti ng,
that each locality have two votes for every hun-
dred members , and an. additional vote for every
fi fty members above that number , providing
they have a delegate present ; and all local-
ities noc having fifty members shall be allowed one
delegate. *' Mr. Kailton seconded the amendment
After a little discussion Mr. Nuttall withdrew
his motion ; in favour of the amendment .—
Mr. Millar then moved tbe original motion as an amend-
ment to Mr. Isherwood' s motion , which was seconded
by Mr. Cameri jn, An animated but friendly debate
took place upon the relative merit s of the two resolu-
ti ons ; and , upon being put to the vote , Mr. laher-
trood 's motion ;' was carried. Mr. Nattall moved, and
Mr. Raitton seconded , " That we engage a lecturer for
this district. " '-f-Carried unanimousl y. Mr. Cameron
moveS , and Me. Ishtrwood seconded , " That the salar y
of the lecturer be 30s. per week ."—Carried. On the
motion of Mr. Rail ton , Mr. C. Doyle was engaged for a
fortnight, to commence upon next Monday but one.
Moved by Mr. Isherwood , and seconded by Mr.
Hibbert— " That Messrs . Rail ton , Miller , Nut tall , and
Dixon be elected as a committee to wake oat a route
for Mr. Doylo, and to bring out the new plan. "—
Agreed to. The case of Mr. Thomas Dickinson , better
known 03 the ajanchester Packer , was brought before
the delegates by Mr. Nuttall , and supported by Wm.
D xon ; and , after a calm and impartial investigation of
all the circumstances of that gentleman 's case, the dele-
gates passed the following resolutions unanimously :—
" That we, the j delegates of South Lancashire ! in dele-
gate meeting assembled , after examining the charges
brought against Mr. Thos. Dickinson , better known as
the Manchester Packer , declare , that unless other
evidence can be produced than that brought before* us,
we exonerate him from all blame , and rtquent that he
will continue in the agitation as a general lecturer. '*
Mr. Isberwood jmoved , a<d Mr. Hibbert seconded ,—
" That we, the delegates of South Laucasbire , do not
interfere with the plan proposed by Mr. Cooper at the
present. " Carried unanimously. Mr. laherwood moved
the adjournment of Ihe meeting until that day three
wetka. Agreed to. The Chartist painters of Man-
cheste r paid in rninepencc to the Irish lecturer 's fund.
Tbe thanks of ! the delegates were then given to the
Cha irman , and tbe meeting separated.

A general Meetino of the Chartist s of Manches-
ter was held in the Carpenters ' Hall , on Sunday
morning last, Mr. John Murray in the chair. The
following resolutions were passed :—" That this meet-
ing, after duly considerin g the Plan of Organization ,
proposed by Mr. Cooper , of Leicester , .are of opinion
that ; it would be found wholly impracticable , besides
exposing many of our best frienda to the meshea of tbe
law , and therefore they deem it pruden t to reject it
altogether. " " Tha t this meeting believing that the old
Plan of Organization might be rendered perfectly effi-
cient for all the purposes reqnired , are therefore ot
opinion tbat a delegate meeting should be called to
consider its details , and to make sueh additions and
emendations as the delegates instructed by their various
constituencies might think neeeasary. " " That this
meeting recommend to the country the following five
pers»n8 , v;e.

Why don't those men
assumetfeeir proper colours ? Why do they appear in ours?
Villains always put on the disguise of honesty ta
betray honest men. Once Bpon a time, when Scar-
borough Caslie was taken, a band of soldiers put on
countrymen's frocks, and got admission under that
simple guise; and -we all know that policemen put on
plain clothes when ihey act as spies. I leng Bince saw
the necessity of separating tlrer sheep from the goats,
the corn from the chaff, the trae from the false ; and
for this purpose it was that I brought the subject for.
ward in a sermon on false brethren. I used strong lan-
guage in that sermon; lor it would not have answered
the purpose to use mild and gectle terms. When we
have rats to smoke out of tbeir boles and corners, or
"wasps- out of their nests, "we do not burn perfumes—no,
we burn brimstone.'I scarcely knew who were new-movera; bat I made
ibem discover themselves, I said they were traitors,
and np started the very men to say, we are not .' I
had not named them, but they appeared. No trae
Chartist was bnrt or effended by my remarks, though
the false ones were sore. Conscience pricked them—
the galled jades winced; I was to prove those charges;
no procfB were necessary; the new more itself proved
all. We felt the effect and knew the cause. We
knew the men—they made themselves known. I
¦wished not to name them—they were unworthy of
being named. I should never have taken notice of
them but for the sake of the cause. Lei no one think
for a moment that I have any personal prejudice against
these men. Who gave honour where honour was dne—
who preferred Ms brethren in honour more than I had
done ?

„ Dr. Johnson once aaad—" I love a good hater"—meaning that such a one is honest We loved these
men while they were true, and hated them as well when
they turned false^—when they deserted the cause and
strove to ruin it. The arch-movers of new movism sit
secreay "at home, like spiders at the back of their
webs, feeling the strings when a poor iy is caught; but
none save mere buzzards remain—blue bottles—they
cannot boast of one honest working-bee taken in their
toils. We know all their secret movements from their
first publication, which they styled *• Chartism," but
which ought more properly to have been called "Whig-
ism"—because it echoed the Whig cry that the people are
unfit for the franchise. It did not say so broadly—no;
it was too cunning, it waa less honest than the Whigs
for that; but the whole tone and tendency of that
pamphlet was in accordance with Whig principles—it
was an echo, and an echo is fainter than the first voice.
What better proof can we desire of this than that the
Whig organs praised it, and called on Government to
advance public money to further its objects ? Wonld a
Whig Government dothiafor genuine Chartism'—would
it farther our national organization ?—no ; but it would
further any scheme act on foot to retard or destroy that
organization.

Then let us stick to
principle, spurning from us all the baits ot the enemy—
convincing them of the hopelessness of either diverting
or turning out of its way the voice of public opinion,
which shall sweep away the rubbish of prejudice,
monopoly, avarice, and also the foolishness of legislat-
ing for self and not for oox neighbours; and then shall
be brought to pass that delightful period when swords
nftgTi be beat Into ploughshares and spears into pruning
hooks; when every man "shall sit under his vine and fig
tree, none making them afraid. ** Onward then, and
we conquer, backward and we fall1'

Shall ire give up our leaders? No; never!
Remember iBsop and his fable of the wolves and the
sheep ;vrhen they iave got our dogs safely ont of the
way, their whelps would soon begin to yelp and howl,
and then they -would tern upon and devour us like
ally sheep as Te -were, for supposing their notes were
changed, because the barking of our dogs threatened
tteir destruetioa.

WHO ARE THE ABETTORS OT PHYSICAL
FORCE ?

TO THE EDITOR OF THB NORT HERN STAR

"I have seen, in all histories, the defenders of
liberty borne down fey calumny, and destroyed by fac-
tion/'—Robesp J erre.

Sir,—There is something so extremely absurd in the
" higher and middle classes" professing such a righte-
ous indignation against physical force, and bo evidently
unjust in the calumnies which they have heaped upon
the -working classes, and the body of Chartists, that the
necessity for any reply is of itself a severe censure upon
those who originated and entertain these slanders, for
their statements not only display gross ignorance, but
wilful falsehood and malignity ; they have not only
attained their present position by the means for which
they profess snch a virtuous abhorrence, and have
always resorted to them far the purpose of attaining their
ends, but by ihe power which they have thus seized,
and the circumstances in -which they have placed the
people, they are themselves responsible for whatever
violence the industrious classes have resorted to.

To account for accusations bo inc:nsutent, and con-
trary to justice, having proved so powerful in destroy-
ing those who have identified themselves with the
people, and advocated their interests, it will be neces-
sary to examine the circumstances under -which they
have operated; and the first feature to be observed is,
that they axe made by those in possession of exclusive¦political power, that wealth and influence is always
associated with such power, which has been used to ita
utmost extent to keep the people in a state of ignorance,
diffusing only such statements and dogmas as are ser-
viceable to themselves; to effect this they have not
only the means of calling into existence stamp duties ;
of -suppression by positive enactments, and of placing
the people In such a situation that it is scarcely possi-
ble for them to diffuse information, or receive any,
except through men and their organs ; but by the
wealth which they have amassed through this exclusive
power, they have been able to carry out their influence
by appealing to the cupidity of men, and holding out
the inducements of place and power to those who would
advocate their purposes; asd by deterring others from
opposing them with terror, every invention and cir-
cumstance, which, if applied to its legitimate purpose,
would have been beneficial to mankind, has been
thus seized upon ; and the more extensive the oligarry,
and especially where it is a property qualification
government, the greater are the facilities for seizing
upon them a9 inst..> nments against the people. We
bad a melancholy example of this fact in England by
the use which has been made of the press, of the
roomed and legislative classes—it has pandered to
their prejudices, falsehood, and injustice; to ensure
profit for themselves, " their paper is their bread," and
their hope of sharing In some of the wealth which is
wrung from the impoverished working classes; the
object of these " guides of the public mind" is not to
uproot prejndice, but to please ; not to diffuse inform-
ation, but to make statements according to the "Wishes
of their supporters; not to oppose injustice, bat to
gratify some faction of the oppressors ; not truth, but
profit ; and this has been one of the most powerful
engines for the propagation of these slanders, and
those who have been professedly the most liberal, have
effected the. greatest injury ; for, by playing a double
part, they have been the better able to disguise the
poison, and by pref ts^ing to admire and advocate
popular liberty, they bad gained upon some of those
¦who really wished to see such principles established,
and then used the hold which they had thus gained, to
destroy every practical effort which has been made to
establish these principles, the men -who have devoted
their energies to them, and to calumniate the people
for whose benefit they are.

Having glanced at the means by which these slan-
ders have been propagated, -we will next enquire
into the conduct of those who originate tnem,
and -who are at all times so ready to call the
working - classes and Chartists, advocates of
" physical force," "incendiaries," "horrid miscreants,"
" torch and dagger men," and tb»n tell us that "there is
se much disgrace attached to the name that it wonld
damn those "who are connected with it,'* and that it is
" so otiious^Ddeed, that the very name of Chartist was
identical with that of murderer." To discover the cha-
racter of these men it will not be necessary to go far
back into history and show -the deeds of blood and vio-
lence which they have committed when they had any
object to serve, but we will take their recent conduct
as citizens, and look at their recommendation and prac-
tices whilsS agitating for that Imiddle-class " finality
measure, the Reform Bill. These moral force men
could then display banners with death's head and cross
bones, with a drawn dagger, and underneath the
motto " Will ye force us to this ?" They could then
issne recommendations to the people to " be ready,
for they might b» called npon before morning." They
could speak about "stopping the snppiies," and make
very free nse of the fate of Charles. They could
then establish Political Unions, and talk of their
hundred and fifty thousands of armed men, and allude
to the danger of resisting them; and their organs
exulted over and spread these " moral demonstra-
tions," which resulted in riolinas, burnings, and blood-
shed at JVottmgbam and Bristol, general conf usion
thronghont the conntry, and political power ron
themselves, which they have used to ri vet the
fetters more firmly upon tbe prodncbrs of wealth. And
what has been the conduct of these "peace / id, legal, and
constitutional reformers," ever since they were in pos-
session of political power ? What course have they
pursued in the monopoly-upMldinganti-monopolj /
agitation 1 Recommendations to make tbe battle cry
" bread or blood,'"* to " answer with a barricade," " io
appoint a committeeofpublic safety, " "to compel" them
by "stopping all their mills upon-a given day," and
thus force the people to outrage, for, said they, " even
if it vxre certa in thai it (the Corn Law) could not be
repealed without bloodshed, it by no means follows that it
should be suffered to exist England has some noble
Bomans who would willingly lay down their lives in
such a holy cause.*"* And these recommendations were
supported by some very significant extracts from
histories of various revolutions, in which " ladies' heads
had been carried about the Btreets upon poleB," which
would " serve both for a warniifg and via-example," in
which " excisemen were tarred and feathered," and
" calls to send six hundred men who knew bow to die
were quickly responded to." This is the conduct of
these men who are so shocked with the "physical
force Chartists," who entertain snch an horror for any-
thing but *' moral means"—who have calumniated the
most peaceable, forbearing, and industrious people in
the world !—and who have resorted to Buch means
even after ihey were possessed of political power, and by
their upholding the present system of legislation, were
bound by every principle to obey its laws, and deprived
of every plea and excuse for such conduct .—Who will
not say that these men are entitled to dub themselves
" peaceful, legal, and constitutional Reformers."

We have seen "what is toe character of the accusers,
"which is more than usually necessary in this case, as
it will ultimately be seen that through their example
and influence as citizens, and conduct as legislators,
they are themselves responsible for -whatever violence
the people have committed—which will form the
subject of my sext letter; and it is consolatory to
find that in proportion as " these leaders" ;lose tbeir
iDluence, the people become more firm and temperate;
and, opposed as I and those who are sincerely attached
to our principles are to such violence and outrage,
and deploring the calamities which attend them ; a
knowledge of this cheers us on In out exertions to
diffuse Intelligence, by which alone we shall carry out
pur principles by means as praiseworthy as our ob-
ject is glorious.

THE EXECUTIVE.
"Hear all and then let justice hold the scale."—Otw at.

Nothing will have more grieved every good Chartist,for nothing can have mor« injured the cause, than theproyen, the admitted, but the unrepented ani unatonsrtdereliction of duty and defalcation in the accounts efthe present Executive iof the National Charter Associa-tion. The principal onus rests upoa the Secretary aud
tbe self-coustituted Treasurer—he being the most
responsible officer—but his brethren participate theblame and apparently do not wish to be exempt from
it Each will have enough to do to answer for himselfwithout endeavouring to exculpate the other.All well-wishers to the cause must have wished that
this burning blot on - the fair forehead of Chartism
conld have been privately erased, either by a secret
examination and silent discharge of the guilty parties,
or by a public announcement of their innocence ; but
this wise coarse, though attempted to be pursued by
the sound Chartists, has been frustrated by the arro-
gant imbecility.and shameless pertinacityjof the culprits,
who ought to have known that to " persist in doing
wrong, extenuates not wrong, but makes It much more
heavy." We hive a rale in scripture which says, "if
thy brother shall trespass against thee, go and tell him
his fault between thee and bim alone : If he shall hear
thee, tbou hast gained thy brother. But if he will
not hear thee, then take with thee one or two more,
that in the mouth of two or three witnesses every
word may be established. And if he shall neglect to
hear them tell it unto the church, but if he neglect to
hear the church, let bim be unto thee as an heathen
man and a publican.1' This rule appliesmore to private
injuries—such tenderness 1b not due to publicdefaalteis,
and yet this forbearing, this Christian course was pur-
sued to the letter in respect of your Executive ; but
with what effect ? I am sony to say that instead of
producing tbe desired effect, this lenlencey did but
encourage their hopes of impunity, did but Increase
their hardened presnmption.

The charges against the Executive were not only
charges of omission but of commission ; of omitting to
see that the plan of organisation was carried out or
even acted upon by themselves, and of committing
peculation or embt zzling tbe fundB of the association.
None more grievouB or more grave charges could be
brought against men in their high and important office ,
trusted as they were with most serious duties, most
solemn responsibilities ; and bow have they answered
thvse charges ?—by flippancy, prevarication, and abase.

" 1 ne'er heard yet
That any of these bolder vices wanted
Less impudence to gainsay what they did
Than to perform it first"

Empty volubility has been opposed to circumstantial
charge. They have met crimination by recrimination.
No lawyer, no fencer could have displayed more inge-
nuity in shifting the venue. They have uot been able to
repel a fact, to refute an argument ; but they Bay their
accusation grows by plot ; it proceeds from persoual
ill-wilL If they had thought so, surely they would
have been more careful and not have given their enemies
(if they have any) a handle against them—an oppor-
tunity to arraign them, an occasion to triumph over
them.

Mr. Hill, as a member of. the National Charter Asso-
ciation, but more especially as a Chartist Councillor,
and most especially as a public censor, to which office
he was voted by Universal Suffrage.—Mr. William
Hill , tbe Editor of the NorlJiern Star, the organ of
the movement—did but his boundeu duty when he
brought those charges before the Chartist public—he
did no more than his duty when be sustained them
with all his might—bad he done leas he would have
deserved expulsion from the press. The only thing
to regret is that he did not go more roundly to work.
But he waited till every private means had failed—all
requests, all remonstrances, bad been answered but
with aggravation, with insult added to injury, just as
the members of Parliament) anBWer our petitions—then
and net till then, did the indignant Xial of the Censor
rise to denounce them—thus proving his sincere love of
the cause—proving himself do lukewarm Chartist.
The honour of Chartism was Involved in this affair—
the well-being of the cause wa& invaded by those who
indeed were the appointed guardians and conservators
of it Hard it is to bave to reproach those whom we
have honoured. Bard it is that those whom vre
honoured should bring disgrace on the cause. But they
have cast off their former selves amd compelled us to
cast them off. What s misfortune ft is to be guilty. We
may pity them but we must be just. Desertion, even
treason, were as nothing. Deserters and traitors have
sometimes this excuse—that they were driven away in
despair or in disgust ; but the Executive are men who
have been invested with the highest honours, who
were tbe best paid—in whom unbounded confidence
was placed—they could have no complaint of neglect or
ingratitude—they had no temptation but their own
cupidity—no incitement but over weening self-love—no
motive bat self-interest. And shall they rely upon
impunity 1 Shall they be honoured for their breach of
duty, their breach of trust ? Then is Chartism goue
—there are no Chartists—no more faith can be put
in us.

The zeal of the Executive previous to their obtaining
office had won for them the confidence of the people—
they hod been useful members of the Association—each
in bis proper sphere had done much good—it was
thought they were well qualified for the post assigned
them. Why should their zeal have slackened since ?
Why should they bave relaxed the strings of Chartism,
which ought always to be kept up to the utmost pitch
of principle ? Did they wish to enervate the agitation
and prepare the people to connive at tbeir corruption ?
Why should all their disinterestedness have fled ? It
makes one think that they sought office fur the sake of
its sweets. They have acted like lawyers, parsons,
and system-mongers. The honour of Chartism could
not be touched in a more tender point than In its finan-
cial department- How scrupulous they should have
been to have avoided even tbe suspicion of exaction,
extortion, sinister design, or any foul or unfair dealing
— so tbat there Bbould be found no mote in their eyes,
no trifling, no temporizing, no tergiversation. Their
accounts should always have been ready at every call for
public inspection.

I was in hopes that this scandalous affair would have
been settled long ere this—that , the Executive would
have acknowledged their transgressions—bad they
done so, a generous people would bave
pardoned them and probably (though not politically)
have reinsta ted them in ofBce ; but they rely upon the
credulity of their supporters, or upon the factious or
party spirit of their personal friends, and most im-
pudently, most indecently, reply with abuse to argument,
attack others instead of defending themselves, and in-
solently .attempt toj turn the tables upon their
accusers. Oh, too much they steel men's hearts against
them! Our moral discipline should be as strict as
martial law, and instant renunciation with the deepest
denunciation should be awarded to those who not only
do wrong, but seek to establish wrong as a precedent to
be followed. Theirs is no common guilt,—the sins of
Whigs and Tories, though red as scarlet, become white
as snow in comparison. The peculation ef government
Is open and avowed—but the peculation of our Execu-
tive adds the crime of hypocrisy to it—tbeir theft is
tinged with ingratitude.

The mal-adminiattatiou and malconduct of the Ex-
ecutive—tbeir blunders and their crimes—is not the
worst—is the least part of the charge against them.
They might plead ignorance, incapacity, distresses, or
difficulties in their way. But their subsequent defence
or deficience—the factious advantage which they take of
the prejudices they have raised—of the pity with which
they would soften justice and silence principle—these
ate the acts which condemn them , and for which they
deserve punishment more than fiver for their previous
inoompetency aud delinquency. They have encouraged
a laxity of discipline—have set an example of it—and
now they would shelter themselves under it—now, like
the unjast steward, they find the use of those friends
which they made while in office by the mammon of
unrighteousness. For what purpose were these men
made an Executive ?—was it not that they, more than
all other Chartists, should further the canse by acting
honestly, fai thfully, and z-j aloosly! If we honour
them for negligence, covetousness, and dishonesty, will
it not look as if we chose them for their unfitness, rather
than for their fitness ; or at least . that we are batter
satisfied with an unfaithful discharge of their duties,
than we should bave been with the contrary. We chose
them, and do not like to have it proved to as that we
have made a bad choice; but surely it would be more
foolish in ub obstinately to continue them in office, than
to acknowledge that we were deceived in them. Why,
upon this principle we should continue our representa-
tives in parliament, after they had misrepresented as,
and tbe Charter would do us no good. Alas! how
many Chartists are there who know not, who feel
not what real Chartism la For, can it be believed,
we hear of some Chartists bo far forgetful of themselves
and the cause as to attempt fee ds in " honour" ot the
Executive. " Why should honour outlive honesty ?"
What encouragement has tb.9" trusty sentinel" ( whom
we have chosen) to do bis duty, if he is to be insulted
for doing it—if the criminals are to be rewarded and
the officer who brings them to justice ta be punished
in their stead. Should this course of conduct be per-
sisted in, it will behove not only eyety Chartist, but
every man who takes an interest in truth and justice to
rise to put an end to it. It will make our association
an association of rogues and vagabonds, and all who
value their own characters, all who value tbe cause,
wiU leave it, will not j oin us—will denounce us as the
friends of vice and the foes of virtue.

Nothing now can redeem the cause—can restore
Chartism to the respect of the world, unless an example
be made of these men. What ! in a canse which, like
ours, bas so much prejudice to contend against—has so
many watching to find flaws in us—for our chief officers
to give such just occasion of scorn ud opprobrium ! a
cause the strength of which depends entirely upon its
moral power, to be weakened by the immoral and un-
trustworthy conduct of its own executive! If tbeoe
men ate continued in office or re-elected, shall we not
show to the country that we bave no sagacious dis-
cernment between true and false, or that "we prefer the
wrong to the right I Who will contribute to theirsup-
port ? who will subscribe to the misapplied and mis-
appropriated funds of tbe association ? Some may.

How difficult it is to serve the people in spite of
themselves—bow painful to incur odium where most
praise due—to be made a mark of hatred instead of
honour when he who stands true stands as a mark from

which to measure the deviation of the false. Do those
who bouour the dishonest think that the " poor abuses
of the time want countenances." Are they aware of
the excuse offered by Belatius who isays, " beaten for
loyalty, excited me to treason." Say, tbey have given
their confidence to thimbld-riggera and been cheated—
do they obtain their revenge when jthey renew their
confidence and are again cheated—should they not¦withdraw it and be instructed by jthe error of their
choice ? We might forgive th« injury to ourselves ;
but not the injury to the cauac. lie not deceived by
the apparent sincerity of men. Shakespere says,
speaking of a blunt knave—" This; is some fellow,
who having been praised for blunt ness, doth effect a
saucy roughness—he ca::not flatter ,.! he! an honest
mind and plain, be must speak truth aud tbey will
take it, so, if not. he's plain. These kind of knaves I
know, which in this plainness harbour more crafi and
more corrupter ends than twenty silly ducking obser-
vants that stretch tbeir duties nicely."

No time, no place, no exigency can sanction dis-
honesty, and the dishonesty of our fuglemen is worst
of all.

I have long been of opinion that the Executive were
useless except as lecturers, tbat as ail Executive they
have done little but damage the cause. I eould cite
many proofs uf tnia ; but the reader will recollect them.
We have many who work for us voluntarily and gra-
tuitously ; but the Executive were not content with
their wages and expences and additional gifts; taxes
wrong from necessity to supply superfluities, although
many poor men were pinching themselves more cruelly
than poverty bad pinched them in order to spate some-
thing towards tbe support of the Executive, fondly
deeming that in supporting them they were supporting
the cause. But instead of opening new ground, two ot
them were opening shops, a third required 10a. a-week
extra, in order to bring out the trades. jHas he brought
them out ? Will be tell oa that there waa any pos-
sibility of bis being able to do it ? that|this money was
not swindled under false pretences ? |I have visited
from three to four trade lodges in a night, where tbe
principles of Chartisin had never before been hf-ard ,
but I did not meet that individual there. I have
supplied appointments which he had disappointed
with no reward but calumnies, opposed: only by a self •
approving conscience. It should be our endeavour to
save the people's expense, aud uot to get as much
money as possible for doing as little ¦ work as pos-
sible, f

But then the time when these men were denounced !
—all of them in trouble aud one in exUs !! Did tbey
not by their injudicious conduct bring the
discreet into trouble along with themselves ?
Is not embtzi'ement a crime most easily, and
consequently most frequently committed ; and ,
therefore, like forgery, most deserving of punish-
ment ? Did not tbe flight of one of them ripen the
doubt of their guilt to certainty and cause the rest to
be prosecuted ? Can any one be said to be absent wbo
can put in his plea for himself in the papers?—can any
one be more present than that ? Fttw can appear so
well ! Is he bo much to be cominisserated who bas
escaped the hands of Government by running away, as
those who are in ita clutch by manfully standing their
grcttad and resolving to Buffer martyrdomi if necessary,
in defence of tbeir principles, and in defiance of perse-
cution ? Whether is the runagate, or hejwbo flinches
not from his post when the band of oppression is
stretched forth for victims, most deserving of sympathy
and support? Is that gentleman to be considered a
brave man who wantonly insults another, and, when
challenged to fight, decline* on the score tbat be is
under bonds to keeps the peace ? Ought he not to
have considered this before ? Should not leaders be
as tender of the people's blood as of their own, and
not disperse in all directions when the bawfcs are
abroad, leaving tbe people to shift for themselves or
be shot ?

Let us bave no more of this ; but proceed to an
election of new men. and turn over a new leaf.

In to-day 's market the stands, arising
from tho increased fresh receipts from Essex, Kent,
and Suffolk , were tolerably wellj bus not to say
heavily, filled with samples of wheat of home growth.
Notwithstanding the attendance of bosh London and
country buyers was fair, we have again so report a
very heavy inquiry foe that article, and the prices
suffered no abatement , from those noted on Monday
last, of fro m is. to 2s. per quarter, while several
parcels were left over for Wednesday. No Foreign
Wheat has come to hand since our last , yet,
scarcely any trai sactiona took place in it. However,
the prices may be called quite Is. per quarter lower.
The show of Efarley was comparatively stnall. Good
malting parcels maintained their previous value , bat
grilling aad distilling sorts were Is. per quarter
lovfcer. We had very littl e doing in any kind of
Male , yet the quotations remained about stationary.
Although the supply of Oats was limited, the inquiry
for them was inactive, at late rdtea. -^ Beans moved
off slowly, while Peas were the turn lower. The
Flour trade was again dull, and ship marks were
cheaper.

London Smithfield Makket, Monday, Jan. 21.
—Notwithstanding the supply of beasts on offer
here this morning was comparatively limited, wo
have to report • a very sluggish inqu iry for Beef,
owing chit fly to the immense quant ifey of couutry-
slanghtered meat in the dead markets. However,
the primest Scots, Devon?, runts, Herefords, <fec,
sold at prices about equal to those obtained on
this day ge'unight, or from 4s to 4 i 4d per 8lbs, but
tbe value of the middling and inferior descriptions,
which formed the bulk of the receipts, was with
difficulty supported. As to Sheep, these were in.
fair average arrivals, and somewhat better in
quality, though numbers of them wore extremely
lame, than for some time past. Prime old Downs
being rather scarce maintained previous currencies,
but those of the long wools and half-ends had a
downward tenden cy, and a clearance of such was
wot effected. We had very f ew Calves on the
market, and they sold freely at Friday's advanced
rates. Prime small Porkers went off steadily ; other
kinds of pigs slowly at our quotations. From Nor-
folk, Suffolk , Essex, and Cambridgeshire, we re-
ceived about 800 Scots and homebred^; from our
northern grazing districts, 450 short horns, runts,
and Devons ; from the western and midland coun-
ties, 350 of various breeds ; from other parts of
England 150 Scots, runts, cows, Devons, &e.; and
from Scotland, by sea, 70 horned and polled Scots.
Tne imports of foreign stocks since our last have
been very scanty, and we had only four Spanish
beasts hero to-day, m miserable condition.

The price at St. Petersburgh for new Tallow is
firmer, and but few sellers, yet Tallow has been sold
at 45s.

Liverpool Cotton Market, Monday , Jan. 23-—
The sales to day are about 3,500 bags. The market
is very dul l and flat , but there is no further change
to notice in prices since the close of the week.
Exporters have taken 500 bags American. Oa
Saturday the sales were 3,000 bags.

Liverpool Cattle Market, Monday , Jan. 23.—
We have had about the same suppl y of cattle at
market to-day as last week, with no variation in
prices. Beef 5&d. to 6d. Mutton fid. to 6d. Number
of Cattle at market :—Beasts 1,006, Sheep 3,458.

Liverpool Corn Market, Monday, Jan. 23.—
The imports of British Grain, Flour and Oatmeal,
for the past week, are of small amount , and the only
arrival from abroad is that of 265 barrels of Flour
trom the United States.

Manchester Corn Market, Saturday , Jan. 21.—

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Ta THE CHARTISTS OF GREAT BRITAIN.
Brother Chartists,—You have read in the Stor

of the 14th of January an article on tha land, which is
much deserving your attention. " The land wo live
in" is often given as a toast , but like many other toasts,
very improperly ; it should be the land we starve in, or
the land we ought to live in; but, in fact, the land we
must live on.

Many political events have taken place, which , if
properly noticed, and well understood, would give you
a good idea of the great necessity of some j immediate
alteration in tho landed system of Great Britain , with-
out which it will soon cease to be a respected cation. I
will point out to you an example, one which I am well
acquainted With, one tbat "will show you that the land
is the only solid foundation for the happiness and
strength of a country; net tbe land as it ia at present
occupied ; not in useful cultivation, guarded by
ke epers, who are nightly coming in contact with unfor-
tunate men, who consider that they have as much
right to take a wild animal as any one else ; and per-
haps they consider that no man has a tight,' either by
divine or human laws, to hold so much land, to the
great injury aud starvation of thousands. I speak now
of those most obnoxious and inhuman laws,!tbe Game
Laws, which with other abominable and worse than
fiendish laws, are daily and even hourly brutalizing
tbe once noble people of England. We will cow sup-
poso that a revolution should take place in tbis
conntry | which God forbid J) supplies would be im-
mediately "withheld from tbe markets. No man, except
the farmers, has any stock to fail back upon. The
farm ers in England are very few : where theye is one
farmer now, there were fifty in former times. I am
writing tbis npon a farm of six hundred acres ; there
is only one family on it, and not twenty workmen ; it
cannot be well cultivated. I can, I am snre, prove
that it would support nfty or sixty families,' and the
produce of the said families would be able to sell at
the end of tbe year would be much more than the
present farmer produces, I merely mention these
things to show the great necessity of a better system,
and to give you a subject for discussion ; and I advise
you to discuss it, and inquire well into the matter.
Now, suppose a revelation to lake place—all trade
would cease—the farmers would be plundered, they
being tbe only people that would have anything to eat
in their possession—the millions of starving people
dying would cause a pestilence, which always! follows
war and famine—the great aud rich landlord ! would,
with all his wealth, starve, die, and rot perhaps on
his own dunghill. This is a trae picture of what Eng-
land would be in the event of a civil war. God. foi bid
it should take place. Now, suppose four fifths of the
people were in possession of land, from half an acre to
one hundred , and suppose a revolution took place, the
four-flfths would bave more to spare than the one-fifth
would require for a long time, and supposing the war
to last some time, the land would still be in cultiva-
tion, except in the immediate seat of the war, S and as
the seat of war is continually shifting, there ; would
be little fear of starving, Now for the example. You
all know, or ought to know, that there hast been,
with short intervals, a civil or foreign war in Spain
for the last thirty-five or six years. The warj called
the Peninsular war lasted upwards of seven years,
and ended in 1814; since which there has been
almost a continued civil war,—witness tbe late affair
in Barcelona, which has been ciushed for tho mo-
ment by despets; but is not dead, it is only the be-
ginning of an end. Too will find that after all these
wars, and they have been dreadful and desperate,
Spain is in a healthy, happy state. The country is
full of everything tbat is good. There are no poor
laws, no people dying of starvation. The land ; is in
the bands of at least three-fourths of tbe people.
Just consider Biich a war taking place in England as
that between Don Carlos and bis niece, what would
become of tbe people of England , the millions who
have neither bouse nor land 1 When would j they
be again in a position to demand their rights .7 ' Not
in one hundred years. Look at tbe Spaniards;] they
with all their civil wars are still as able and as deter-
mined, or more so, than ever to have their rights.

The despotic Times speaks in tbe most insolent and
brutal manner, respecting the monument to tbe Scottish
martyrs, but not so when speaking of the great martyr-
maker, the Duke of Wellington, and the monument to
fee erected to his memory, for his great feats in tbe Penin-
sula, Waterloo, &c, &s. Perhaps the Times are! not
awaie, or they will not own it, that the Duke of Wel-
lington would never bave driven tbe French from Spain
wltheut the aid of tbe Spanish people. It was the
brave Guerillas that drove the French fr om Spain ; they
would bave driven Wellington and his army in the
same way, had they wished to do so; but they were
told tbey Wf uld have a liberal Government, but were
grossly deceived. The continued civil wars will show
how they felt that deception. The people can do eyeiy
thing if nnited. i

The readers of the Star may gain some knowledge
by reading the proceedings and operations of jtbe
Guerillas in Spain during the Peninsular wars.

In my next I will tell them what the Spanish people
did for the hero of Waterloo, and how they did it. ',

Gosling—The neighbours say there was, and that
he robbed the people.regnlsriy, and didaVgive them
the half

Chairman—Who is the owner of the property ?
Gosling—Col. Bligh, yer honour.
Chairman—Do CoL Bli><h or Mr. Disney know of

his work in Bally keeran ?
Gosling—Bad manners to me if I can well tell;

but sure Mr. Gannon wrote to some of them and
tould them all. Soma would say that the Colonel is
a good man, an' av he knew id, he'd put a stop to id,
an ' some say they'd be no us-e in tellin' him about id,
that his mind-M ptsoned wud lif s and stories ; but
mysel doesn't think be knows tho half of id, for no
Christian that thinks he has a sow 110 be saved would
do tho like, more especially some of them that were
lyin' or red hot ouv of the fever, vho Lord save us,
an1 they weie all hurled out in the door ju st like pigs
you 'd bedrivm' to a fa:r.

PUBLIC MEETING A.T MA-RYLEFjOHS.
A public meeting of the inhabitants of the »bove

place, was held on Monday evening, at the Social
Hall, John-street, Tottenham Coutt-Tr ,adt to hear
the report of their delegates to the Birmingham
Conference,

Shortly after eight o'clock Mt, Poizer proposed,
and Mr. Felling seconded," That Mjt. Lovett take
the chair.""

This was unanimously agreed to and received with
great applause.

Mr, Lovett comtB«nced Taj stating that ho must
crav« their indulgence, as be was suffering under
severe indisposition. The thief object of the meet-
ing was to enable their delegates to the Birmingham
Coaference to have a .public opportunity of render-
iag an. account of th'er stewardship. From his per-
senal knowledge of their conduct, he had every
reason to believe their report would give perJeot
satisfaction , but as it is almost impossible to please
a\l parties, if any one felt disposed to express their
dissatisfaction, he trusted they would be listened
to with the same attention as though they wore
eulogistic io their praise. It was one peculiar ad-
vantage of Chartism that it courted inquiry , that it
had everthing to gain by investigation, whilst Tory-
ism, Whi^gism, and other isms, the more they were
investigated, the more their montrosities were ap-
parent. j_, estauy 0210 present should be unacquainted
with the objects and establishment of the Complete
Suffrage Union , he would, as an introduction to the
report of their delegates, enter into a brief narrative
of its origin. Mr. Lovett then, gave an interesting
account of the establishment and transactions of , tho
Suffrage Union, until the calling together of tho
late Conference. He believed there was a growing
feeling ia the country in favour of Chartism, which
would ultimately force the legislature to agree to the
principles of the Charter, and the same force of
public opinion would also iorce them to adopt thts
details. He entertained the same opinion now as he
ever haddono ; that their objects could never bepeace-
fully attained uueii a cordiai union was effected with
the honest portion of the middle classes. Mr. L. on
sitting dowu "waa loudly cheered.

Mr. LrcAS having been called upon by the Chair-
man to report , stated that he had great pleasure in
giving an account of his stewardship, and entered
iiuo a plain, circumstantial detail of the business
transacted at the Conference, and of the manner in
which his votes were given, and concluded by stating
that he had voted tor those measures which ne be-
lieved were mo3t calculated to benef it the publio ;
ana if duty again called him , come weal, come woe,
ho should be prepared to go forward in the cause ot
numaniiy and justice— (cheer*-).

Mr. Parry stated ihat he appeared before them
ia accordance wnii the usual uiul proper proceeding
that individuals rtprea^utiD^ 

the opinions of a boJy
of men upon impunani subjects, and being delegated
by tbum, should ^ive an account of the manner in
which they hao. fuldilcd that delt-gaiiou. Tue object
of ihe Conference was confessedl y to unite by means
0/ au enlarged and general investi gation into the
causes which had hitherto produced disunion , the
wisest and most enlightened of the middle classes
with the wurkin'' classes for the attainmen t ol tho
Suffrage. Upon the cardinal points, on which all
iegialaiion upon that subject must hin^e, they were
already untied ; the previous Conference had decided ,
amidst unanimously, in favour of the principles of
the Charter. The qutstioa to bo decided was, with
what details these principles should bo surrounded
so as to secure their practical t ffict w-hoii brought
into operation. This was a subject which it was
necessary to approach with feelings of delicacy and
iorbearancti.and as an individual he was actuated
by those sentiments and those aluuo. 1c was well
known that the Charter was ienced about with eood
practical details, that it had been long before the
public, that it nad rallied about it almost more
public opinion and bupport than any measure ever
offered to the attenliou of a civilizsu people. This
was a fact which could not be got rid ot ;  thia the
Complete Suffrage pany seemed to have overlooked ;
they had forgotten or overlooked that the Cbauer
was the index of a large ana growing public opinion.
Here, then, the two parties came into collision. A
gentkman in the eabfideuco of the Sturge pan y
moved a series of resolutions, three of which were
admirable, but the j ovirth pledged them to take as
the basis of discussion a Bili previously tiamea, ot
which they knew nothing. Tnis wua manifestl y
unjust, lu the House of Commons leave was asked
to bring in a bill, if granted, it was brought iii( aud
placed in the hands of every member previous to its
going through tbo first , second, and tDird readings.
Tnis shuiild have bteu done at the Contei enco ; but
instead of this the y were asked to stultify them-
selves by coming it» a decision upon a bill of which
they knew nothing. Mr. Lovett, who tr rough a
long and persecuted lifo had adhered to th-j prin-
ciples of the Charter, implored them to with-
draw it or to substitute for it the Charter.
This they refused. (Hear.) It had been said
that they were contending about trifles—
aoout a mere name. On the part of tho Chartists
he denied this ; the Chart;sts for many years had
been an important section of Reformers ; year after
tear tLey had grovvn iu strength, and witnout pro-
fanny he might also t ay, they have grown iu gra.ee,
and it was casting a complete insult upou this im-
portant body for a par.y to btep forth at the tlvwMn
hour and tet aside that without which they would
have had no political existence. If it bad uot been
for the people's staunch adherence to the Charier,
where would have been either the Noncon/ortMst
newspaper , or the Complete Suffrage Union ? Tneir
conduct was like the creaturo flj ing in tho face of
its Creator, like a caild fly ing in 1L0 face of its
parent , lie conceivtd there was a fcreat moral
principle auaciud to their remaining firm to tho
Charter ; he did not mean a bigoted attachment
which would admit of no improvemen t, which
would make it like the laws of the Medcs and Per-
sians ; such was not the meaning of Mr. Lovett or
those who support- d him, for they went further .
Tney ofiVied to take the two bills and discuss them
clause by clause ; but even this the Complete Sut-
frage party would not accede to, but ^uienninsd to
adhere to their mushroom bill and thereby shewed
a desire on their part to be disunited. It was as-
serted that they wero led by a blind bigotry to
the Charter, which would admit of no discussion
upon the subject. This assertion, whether put for-
ward by the press or by public meetings, he totally
denied ; there was not a word of truth in it; they
were d-.sirous ol discussing it, of making improve-
ments where it could be shewn that improvements
were needed ; but they would not have the Charter
superseded. If any other bill was brought forward,
let ir. grow out of the Charier. The great objection
urged against the the adoption of the Charter was
the prejudices of the middle classes; when aaktd ii they
were worthy prejudices, they were compelled to an-
swer they were not ; wh y, then, should they pander to
unworth y pri judicts ? no good wa3 ever achieved by
pursuing thai temporizing line of conduct. Let them
Iouk ai the agittuion against tne church ; nothing
could be more con.empwble than the conduct of
Dissenters in that agitanon ; they disliked , ihey de-
nounced the church , but for peace take, for the pre-
judices that existed in its favour, they would not lift
up their voice m public, but ouly in their par lours
and drawing rooms ;in public they inveighed against
.Ecclesiastical Courts and against church rates, but
hmied not a word of the profane blasphemy of an
alhance between Church and Siate ; and the con-
sequence was that their agitation was a bye word
anaareproach ; that it did not give the most bloated
sinecurist a inomsut'b qualm ; it had no principle of
vitality iu it ; ;t did not attack the gn.at lucub us,
that monster-Iilie preyed upon the vitals of religious
freedom, and would never be deotroved unti l they
struck fearlessly at the root of the evil. If they (the
Char lists) had given vt ay upon the name ot the Charter
they would have been placed in the same contemptible
position. Did ibe early Christians abandou their
name because of the opprobrium attached (.0 it 2 JS'o;
it was gir^u them as a nickname, but they stood
Srmly by it, through persecution and calumny until
they made it a naiaa before which Kiugs trembled
and the nations of the earth bowed. And why
should not Cbarti-ts equally abido by their name \
Thty had suifsred persecution, imprisonicui t , and
even death in the cause—they were denounced by
ihe rtfited aristocratic press of the coutiiry as
blackguards, as a disgrace to society—even now ,
in weii dresitd company, to acknowledge you rself
a Chartist, was to expose; yourself to r«pruach.
But should they yield to this feeling 1 No; they
should rcoist—th y should conquer it, and eventuall y
they wou .'c be su. e to do so. hie believed ttm
opposition of the middle classes wis to the princi-
ple and not to the uame, a«d that they could never
be convinced , until they found it impossible to carry
their own one-sided measures, that would bo school-
master, and not auy Bill put forward by the Com-
plete Suffrage Union. Idle objections had been
raised about the violence of some Chartists, but
they should not judge of a gem from the incrusta-
tions around it , Dut from its inherent lustre a»d
value. He believed that the mid&le classes felt
themselves insulted by being asked to take the
Charter under another name ; they asked whether
they were considered such fools as to be gulled by a
name. Call it by what name they would, its prin-
ciples were the same : they asked them to receive
the Charter as a child ia induced to swallow a pill in
a litcie jelly or other gilding ; thej thought that
under the form of their monstrous Bill, the Charter
would ba 80 concealed as to glide in thejhearts of tho
middle classes. He (Mr. Parry) believed they
would yet find themselves in error ia following this
eourse. He should wish to speak with respect of
Mr. Sturge and his party, but ho must maintain
that their late conduct at the Conference, shewed
that they wanted that enlarged capacity, that grasp
of mind, which would have enabled them to scatter
unworthy prejudices and have stood forward in
advance of the great movement. He believed they
would have stood a much better chance of success
when backed by a mighty public opinion in support
of the Charter, than they now would, deserted, in a
great measure, by the people, and asked the middle
cUsses to join a something they were afraid to call
by its own name, although they might call it by

a more respectable one ; nothing could be more
glaring than their inconaiatQaoy in refusing to allow
the Charter to be laid on the table at the Conference,
and then going to another room, and laying it on the
table, in copj unction with their own. He would
not draw an inference of dishonesty from this, but
he would say that they did not know what they
were about. Mr» Parry then compared the conduct of
the Sturge party in styling themselves the Confereuce
to that of the three tailors of Tooley-street, heading
an address with "We the people of England ;"
one was not a )6b more ridiculous than the other.
He then gave a brief glance at the amendment in
the Charter, relative to tho loss of the franchise for
crime, and concluded by alluding to the fain effort
of the anti-Corn Law League, and impressed upon
his audience the necessity of keeping firm to their
agitation for the Charter, which he designated as
the master-piece of policy, as the key which would
open tho granaries to a furnished people, as the
only salvation for the working classes, and deolared
his couviction that if they were led away from this
by any paltry prejudices against names or indivi-
duals, they would deeply aud bitterly repent it.
Mr. Parry waa loudly oheered during the whole of
his address.

Mr. Wheeler,In giving in his report, stated his
opinion that the Sturge party, in their secession
from tho Conference, and their after coi duct, had
acted more like spoiled children than a body of
intelligent, high-minded mon, assembled to promote
the welfare of the empire ; alluded to the ameud-
ments made in the Charter, to the original motion of
Mr. Parry, aud the amendment of Mr. White to
the bad policy of the proposition , that the votes on
that question should be published; and stated his
regret and disappointment that Mr. Loveit should
have declined the offer made by Mr. Copper on
behalf of the Chartists, that he should tssist in
drawing up a- plan of organisation , under which
the two Associations could have been merged into
one grand whole ; he was in hopes they could have
left Birmingham, declaring:—

" The friends we've tried are on our side j
The foe we hate before us."

He supposed Mr. Lovett had not sufficient confidence
in the truth of thfcir desire for a union , or not suf-
ficient faith in his own friends to accept the offer in
the same spirit in which it was given ; ho never-
theless trusted that they should continue to act in
amity , that party spirit should be abolished , arid
all belong to the party of the people.

Mr. Maiiley, aftor apologising for the absence of
Mr. Buchanan, in a neat address, moved the follow-
ing rcsolvitioa :—

" That this meeting having heard with pleasure
the report of their delegates to the Birmingham
Conference, cordiall y approve the course and con-
duct they pursued on that occasion , more e*prciall y
in thtir  supporting the amendment— ' Tna t the
Peop le's Charter bo the basis of discussion '—and
the conciliatory resolution proposed by F« argus
O'Connor, and seconded by John Hump hrey Parry.
This meeting, therefore, returns them thtir sincere
and warmest thanks."

Mr. Davoc, in a long and eloquent speech,
during which he was loudl y cheered, seconded the
motion.

Mr. Pcddifoud , in a rambling manner , made
soms remarks upon what he styled Mr. Parry 's
attack upon the body of Dissenters, which drew an
explanation from Mr. PaTry.

Dr. Black addressed the meeting at some length.
Their enemies, ho asserted , expected to have had a
rich harvest of defamation and abuse from the dis-
putes they expected to arise in the Metropolitan
election ; but they were signally defeated. No
public meetings ever passed off in a more creditable
manner. They wer e also doomed to have a similar
disappointment at the Conference, and must have
become convinced that the time for the destruction
of their party by internal divisions had now goue by.
He approved of the conduct of the Chartist delegates
at the Conference; they were in a position which
compelled them to act in the manner in which
they had ; the forbearance they had shown in their
hour of triumph to their opponent? , aud the conci-
liatory conduct and resolution which they came to,
had won them the good opinion of many who wero
previously averse to them ; it had compelled them
to give tho Chartists credit for the virtue of modera-
tion, which they would never previousl y allow that
they possessed. He advised them to stand by their
name inc) organization ; but at the same time not to
oppose those who from prejudice could not exactl y
coincide with them. The most sanguiua of the
Anti-Corn Law party thought they should be ena-
bled to obtain that measuie during the ensuing
session, and , being disappointed in that, would flock
in thousands to the Charter Blandard , provided the
Chartists did nothing to aggravate the breach exist-
ing between the two parties. He entirely coincided
with the vote of thanks to their delegates.

Mr. Hetiieringto:*, in a long and humourous
address, supported the resolution, and gave his
testimony to tho honourable and prominent part
taken by their delegates at the Conference. He
rather disagreed with Mr. Parry, that in secediug
from the Conference, the Complete Suffrage party
did not know what they were about. He thought ,
that they did know what they were about , and that
it -'was t heir ob jVct to sever from the Chartist3, and
took that division as a fitting opportunity . They
were got along with two or three hundred sterling
Chartists, designated as violent men , &c, and being
naturally alarmed , they took the first opportunity of
getting away. He was not sorry for this. He
should rtjoiee at their making converts among the
middle classes ; let it be under what namo it would
he , did not behove that they would succeed ; but let
them try. He though t the Conference had effected
great good by uniting the secuons of Chartists more
firmly than tuey had hitherto been. Unfortunately
tho Chartists had always most violently opposed
those who approached nearest to them. He trusted
a spirit of conciliation would be cultivated among
them. Mr. Hetheringtpn then alluded to the Corn
Laws, and stated his opinion that on tho failure of
that scheme Chartism would receive a great acces-
sion of strength.

The resolution was then unanimously carried.
Mr. Baixbridqe moved and Mr. Farher Seconded

in excellent speeches the following resolution, which
was unanimously carried :—

" That this meeting deeply regret the want of
moral courage displayed by the Complete Suffrage
parry at the Birmingham-Conference, by not coming
forth boldly in support of the People's Charter, a
document containing the same principles as their
Bill of Rights, thus pandering to unworthy preju-
dices, and preventing that cordial union amongst all
parties which is so universally desired."

It being now a very late hour, a vote of thanks
was unanimously given to Mr. Lovett for hia services
in tho chair.

Mr, LovEx r, iu reply, stated that at such a late
hour, he should not long detain them, but he wished
to make gome observations on what had fallen from
Mr. Wheeler. He then entered into some
explanations of a clause in the Charter alluded to
by Mr. Wheeler, and stated in reference to the pro-
position of Mr. Cooper, that he did not understand
him to mean anything relative to a prospect of
blending the views and actions of the two
associations, or he should distinctly have
stated his opinion upon the subject. If the
members of the National Chartist Association,
were prepared to como up to tho views of the
National Association , to which they had hitherto
been partly opposed , he should feel glad of the
proposition. Tne members of the National Associa-
tion believed that to prepare the people to uso power
wisely when they had obtained it, it waa necessary
to have a systematic plan of political and general
education. They also differed on another point; they
belieyod that one half of the human race were ex-
cluded from political power, and that until woman
possessed equal political and social rights with man ,
the human race would never be placed in a favoura-
ble position ; that while woman was kept in her
present degraded condition , she would never exercise
ihe important influence sho possessed, so as to con-
dnce to tho achievement of man 's political rights ;
they were therefore in favour of educating woman to
enable her to fulfil that high dystiny to which she was
entitl ed. If the members of tho National Charter
Association would come up to these views, he should
have no objection to unite and agitate conjointl y with
them, but to carry this out, they must do away with
that spiri t of intolerance which has been too preva-
lent among them. Tney must allow those possessing
(i-.fferent views to carry them out without hostility.
They, Mr. Lo/ett's party, had been traduced and
maligned , but if they were willing to throw the
mantle of oblivion over the past, they must insist
upon the same mantle being thrown over other
classed who were going forward for the same object;
they must depend for success upon the exercise of
their reason , upon the moral influence of their honesty
and intelligence, and not attempt to browbeat or
bul ly others into their opinion , and when this course
was adopted , when the dictates of reason, integrity,
and enlightened knowledge were brought into active
operation, no government would be able to stand
against them. (Loud cheers.)

BRADFORD.—On Sunday last Mr. Smyth lec-
tured in I the association room, Park-lane, on the
Currency ,and Banking System.

Thb membebs of the council met on Monday
evening, when it was unanimously resolved that Mr.
Joseph Alderson become agent for the Evening Slat,
Norlherti iSlar, and all Chartist publications for one
quarter, half the proceeds to go to the council." It
was also resolved " That Mr. Thomas Ibbotson re-
ceive credentials as a Chartist lecturer, and the
Secretaryibe instructed to wyite the same on behalf
of the council." Mr. Cleave received the thanks of
the council for his offer to the Chartists of the back
numbers of the Circular, and 400 were ordered to
be disposed of for the Defence Fund. The meeting
adjourned to Monday evening next, at half-past
seven o'clock.

On Monday evening an interesting debate took
place on the best means of obtaining tho Repeal of
the Union, at -the White House, Broad Stones,
between Messrs. Jennings, Smyth, Hurley, Flyn ,
and several members of the Kepeal Association.
The Repealers deolared they were Chartists to a
man , and moved a vote of thanks to the strangers,
which was; carried by acclamation.

The Chartists meeting in Bntterworth's-build-
ings, hold their meeting on Sunday morning, when
it was recommended, that each member should use
his utmost Jexertions in obtaining subscribers for the
Evening Star, aud pay the rent of the room.
