The Calverleyplot, having gone offwituont
explosion, was followed up on Saturday even-
ing hi3t,l>y I\lR. Wrigglesu'ORTH) the Ele-
ven Hours' Champion, who immortalized hid
name, at the Leads meeting, on the 9th
Nov., hy a&sertiug that a child eleven years
of use, was as well able tu enduro eleven
honrs' daily labour as a man. This
creature who so ill becomes the form of
man, induced three Flas Spinners to go
with him to the Saddle Lin, to form " a
meeting of the Leeds operatives concerned
in Factories" tocjcpresa to Parliament their
humble d&sira to be permitted to indulge in
tiie innocent amusement of child murder.
To give a colour of jmMtcitj" to the affair ,
k six lines paragraph was iiiserted at the
bottom of a column, iu the Leeds Mercury,
whieli, as am reporter observes, " might
have been placed in the insignificant corner
which it occupies for the purpose of escap-
ing observation," It was observed, how-
ever, MR. Wrigglesworth and his
ihree friends, were met by a number ol
other /rienda, Flax Spinners, &C ; amongst
whom whs one of thelilditorsot'the Noriherzi
Slar. Their deliberations were kindly
guided to a more rational and benevolent
conclusion, mid the issue was a petition,
that the present Factory Law may not be
altered, except by the enaction of an
effiicient Ten Hours' Bill ,

Un \\ ednestiay, anotuer section ot tue
walkers in darkness, supposing that the great
Poor Law meeting, i>t Bradford, would have
taken away all the " Hmaanity Mongers"
team. Leeds, made another attempt to rally
their discomfited forces on behalf of their
GaJveriey brethren. The greatest care was
taken to keep the place of meeting secret
from all but the " initiated.' Still however
it became known to mauy whose interests
were deeply concerned in the promised deli-
berations, and who therefore determined to
render their best assistance ui the council.
The Northern Star was again at its post,
in the persons of its publisher and one of
its conductors, and again the voice of the
meeting responded to the call of justice and
demanded a Ten Hours' Bill. We take
these two meetings, unimportant as they
were, iu point of numbers, to afford good
evidence that the men of Yorkshire are noi
lucking in that alacrity of character which
enables them effectively to meet an unex-
pecled enemy, to whatever point the attack
nay bo directed. They leave no point

unprovided for—bo contingency imrcckoued
on from which mischief might arise.
Following temperate and skilful leaders and
loti?g pimnltaneonsJy, their force la irresis-
tible and their will must be obeyed. Tbul
they are beginning to be aware of thU—that
they already feel their strength and know
their consequence is manifested by the
enthusiasm with which the concluding reso-
lution w;»s carried, at the Dewsbory Anti-
Poor Law Meeting reported in our third
nno-n.i n

For proof that the men of Yorkshire are
not ignorant of the position hi which they
stand—that they know then- wrongs and can
trace them to tlieir propersource—tliat they
are capable of estimating their own value
and importance in society, and appreciating
rightly the absurd distinctions arising out of
adventitious circumstance^ we refer to the
several speeches at the Bradford meeting,
reported in our lilth page and particularly
to that of Mr. John Douthwatte, a
working man ; a speech replete with sterling
eloquence and manly feeling. And yet such
us he are the men whom onr putrintitr,
liberal) In-Tories, conjoin with their partners
in political delinquency, the Out-Tuiies, in
declaring to bo well enough taught to pay
taxes and obey the laws, but far too igno-
rant to exercise any power or influence
directly or indirectly in the formation of
those laws, by whose- operation their lives,
then- labour, and their property are eon-
tiuuaEysportcd wuh.

It is because of the growing intelligence
of the country—it is because of the intellec-
tual power and moral force, possessed by
such ineu as Douthwaite, among the polili-
uidly- proscribed, that we see sneh^desperate
exertions now making by the most corrupt
of all Factions to cover the corruptions of
tlicir supporters with the mantle of secrecy.
Why is the country tnttde to ring with tlie
cuckoo note of Ballot ! Ballot ! Ballot ?
Simply because the toiliiig bees in the live
of society are growing wise—because they
are finding out. that while they work for all
the honey, the droaea devour it. But in this,
too, i!ie iiyjwcritiea] In-Tory plunderers
have reckoned without their host. The
meeting ot Sheffield , reported in oar fifth
page, evinces beautifully, flint even on this
subject, which has been ao much nijnsiiflyKJ
and sophisticated , the eyes of the people
are open. They see tliftt the Ballot without
Universal Suffrage would be to them an
injury and not a good—that it would rivet
the chains of political thraldom, which
already hung round their necks, while at the
ssme time it placed nutnacle.s upon their
hands.

Oa all these several occusions the high
tone and independent bearing of the
people, the real patriots ; out of doors, con-
trasts finely and proudly with the measured
phrases, cautions feelers, and timid steps ot
the pretended patriots iutlie House. While
the would-be leaders of the movement party,
and month-pic ces of the people in the House
of ("ominous, r̂e beseeching and imploring
that above all, and before all, the Ballot
may he given to the ten pounders, the peo-
ple are crying " Ballot us ao Ballot till we
have that which the Ballot is to protect."
While they, in the House of Commons are
scrambling to get money from idle pension-

era,.that they may bestow it upon mischiev-
ous Commissioners, aa children chuek a
ball from hand to hand, till every one has
had it, the people out-of-doors are desiring
that their grievances may be redressed—that
their food may be increased, and their
clothing bettered, and their wages made
higher. And as the first step towards
tin: accomplishment of this object, they
demaud to be liberated from political thrnl-
drom ; that they may be able to exercise
their fair, and natural, and legitimate influ-
ence on. the making of those laws by winch
the distribution of the wealth which they
create is effected. They ask nothing more
than this, and they will he content with
nothing less. They know that this right,
had they possessed it many jearsago,would
hi iU exercise have prevented the perpetra-
tion of many wrongs which have for ever
tarnished the honour of the British name,
and disgraced the annals of humanity.
The)' know th:tt had this Tight beeu holdeu
by ihe- gresit mass of the people in this
country four years »go, that most glaring-
piece of robbery and inhumanity, the Xegro
Apprenticeship Law, could never have beeu
enacted. Twenty millions of British money
could iiever have been given to the tticjst
ruthless of all human harpies for the privi-
lege of making the lash state of Ilie poor
African worse then his first. A meet-
iug on this subject was holden in Leeds on
Thursday, a slight, report of which will be
ound in our fourth page. We would most
gladly have given more space to it hfld not
our eolumus been so completely filled with
anterior matter.

On the whole, this has been a week full
of hopeful promise, and we have only to
bid tbe people go on, peacefull y, but deter-
minedly, to persist in the demanding of
tlieir rights, and they shall speedily obtain
tliem.

This has been a week, rife with iiiterest-
i ing exhibitions of the growing intelligence,

awakening apiril, moral force, anil cool
determination of the people. The pro-
eeediiiga of uo fewer than six meetings are
reported in gut present number ; fourof which
were convened by requisition, from a num-
ber of the leitding inhabitants, in tbe respec-
tive towns in which they were liolden. The
other two meetings, though more humble
in tbeir origin, were perhaps but little less
important in their character, as nffording the
most intelligible indications that the people
are alive aud alert, as well as aroused and
determined—that they are aa little to be
overreached by the exercise of cunning as
to be overawed by the display of force.
Tbe time for trifling; with the people of
England has gone by. Joiia Bull will
neither be ballied nor bainbowJed any
longer.

The people of England have begun to
perceive that they have fully reached the

" All that becomes a man to bear,
¦We 've born : he who bears more is none."

When men have been made, for a length of
time, to feel all tbe horrors, and smart
under the multiplied wrongs, of oppression ,
they leani naturally to watch, wiili lynx
like eagerness, tlie movements of those to
whom tiloy conceive their selves indebted
for the infliction, or continuance, of their
sufferings. This may perhaps aecotmt for
tbe quietness with which the operatives of
Leeds detected and defeated, since tlie publi-
cation of our last number, two different
secret and sinister attempts to rob the toiliitg
little Factory-slave of the very partial and
imperfect protection against actual amrdsr
which is afforded to it by tbe present Kautory
1-ia.w.

It will be in the recollection of all our
readers that, on the 9th.oi' November last,
a grejit public meeting, on this question,
was liolden in the Court House, Leeds,
called by a few overlookers, we have no
doubt, at the instance of their employers,
tlie mill-ownera', for the purpose of Petition-
ing for an Eleven, Hours' Bill, aud for
taking children into tlie mills at eight years
of age. They will remcmbeT how the people
of Leeds nnd its vicinity en maw?., and those
of Bradford , Halilax, HuddersfiuM ,Manches-
ter, Ashtou, and every other considerable
manufacturing district, liy tlieir delegates, met
this fell proposition, und at oncefiimihilated
it by the fiat of tbeir determination to stick
by the present protection Tor ¦sldl r̂en under
thirteen years of age, imd to siuictioii. no
infliction of more than ten hours daily
labour oa those abuvc. Thus foiled in
their purpose to give sometliiu£ Uke a
colour ol' public sanction i" fchob •!!. hnltctti
designs, a, private meeting wag holden
shortly afterwards, by tbe creatures of
Moloch, in some corner of the village called
Calveriey. At this colloquy of spirits from
the netW regions, with their " associates
meet and fell," it was determined to rib
what might be done towards counteracting
the effect of the deadly wound which the
mooritrous (jiodiicdon of avarice aud tyiieltj-
had received ot the public meeting, in tbe
Conrt House, by getting up secret meetings,
at whieh petitions were to bp fabricated, as
though they bid emaaated from the general
voice of the operative elnsses, praying for
an Eleven Hours' Bill. Certain resolutions
were adopted stud recommended to tlieir
brethren iu iniquity, throughout tbe 1'actory
districts, for adoption, the gist of which was

.that ah act should be sought for imposing'
eleven, hours daily toil on till children
between nine and thirteen, and twelve mid a
half hours, oa all above thirteen, wiili an.
extra hour every day, for four months if
necessary, to mAe up the time lost by any
damage to the machinery. So secretly was
this diabolieal plot against the lives and
happiness of "England's hope and glory"
hatched by its sanguinary projectote, that
mot ft whisper of it became knowu till some
weeks afterwards, when the resolutions were
advertised iu the -Beech Mercury. For
some time we were surprised how this ex-
traordinary secrecy had been kept up, inas-
mucii as the resolutions stated the meeting
to have teen one of operatives, We have
however obtained some little information
which accounts for it very satisfactorily ;
and which proves that the devil can try to
keep bis own counsel Lhongh he cannot
always succeed. We hear of a mill pro-
prietor Laving drawn up one of these
precious resolutions with his own ] i;i ud,
ofliis ordering one of his bond slaves to go
down to the meeting and propose it, while
lie went disguised as a working man, to
to second it. We hear of another mill
proprietor, of the same firm aud fiiinily,
also condescending tt> mingle for a brief
period, with " the greasy rogttes" whose
boues and sinews, form his wealth, that he
might support the "resoludou" to enhance
their bondage and render it eternal. Thus
were the infernal resolutions concocted;
and thus was the " meeting of operatives"
constituted. And this monstrous villany
was to have been mimed upon the public.
the legislature, aud the sovereign, as the
deliberate opinion and resolution of the
Factory Operatives! As a reason why
their innocent and helpless babes should be
subjected to an. amount of misery, too great
for human sufferance ! '¦ '¦ Let uo one sup-
pose tlmt we talk here at random. We
know the parties^—are in possession of their
names, and, unless they put away at least,
aome portion oftiie evil of their doings, we will
yet drag them forth to the ignominy of
public cogiiizaiee, and gibbet them Iwfore
the world, There shall be no tricka of this
vile description, played off within the
knowledge of the Northern Star, without
obtaining at least some portion of the
notoriety, to which they are entitled.

the life of all whose history is worthy of recording,
there are none who are capable of the least reflection,

On Monday last, a meeting of the inhabitants of
Dewsbury wa* held in the Cloth Hall to lake intn
consideration the propriety of petitioning Parliament
for a total repeal, and to oppose by all lawful means
the iHtrodQchim of the Poor Law Amendment Act
into the Pewsbory Union. The meeting was
rumonnced to take place it three o'clock, at which
time EH imniEni-e number of perrona, princi pally
operative^ had assembled. On Mr. O'Connor's
¦rrivnl , th.. Cloth Hall waa crowded to oxcm, and
many hundreds of persona were obliged to remain
ontmde, who conld not be admitted ivithin the halls,
Mr. O'Connor was received with a load and enthu-
siastic chew, whU'h was echoed for some time by
those outride of the hall. Mr. Todd, a wine and
spirit merchant, was called to the chair. He said hu
ielt highly lioaoured by (lie confidence a»d esteem
they had shown towards him in callinp; him to pre-
side over the mcorinj;, for ho lirid no doubt thnt
originating *s it did with tha working clasps of
Dewsbury., it would be conducted with the strictest
prqnriety, and would reflect upon them the highest
credit. (Hear, hear.) He hoped the time was not
far distant when tlie most timid would he ashauiH
«$f those cov^ardly feint (cheers,) which now prment
them from advocating the right of every man.
untainted by crime, to have a voice io the choosing
of representatives to Parliament. (Hear.) He
trusted that their conduct would cOiivej a severe
reproof to others who, from less timid hut more
.<1.;-.l.ii motives, wished to deprive them of their
inalienable rights. So far at my own sentiments arp
concerned, 1 hesitate not to say that every year, you
are deprived of this privilege, is to you a year of
oppression. (Loud cheers.) The (3minuiin then
read the bill cailiiug the meeting, and Mr. Brtote
was called upon to move the first resolution.

Mr. Biiouki stud ,—Yon know my lionrt is witli
you. (Cheers.) You know tbat I liave never shruuJ;
from lending my aid to the cause of freedom when-
ever I hnvi been aJile, and when I have been bo
situated that 1. could do nothing myself, 1-liRve pine
and solicited the aid of my neighbours. I fir:! very
sorry that the shopkeepers have shniiit from this
meeting, and tlsata anfficient number of them ctiM
not be found to sign u requisition. It appears that
these gentlemen liave become elevated by tlir; privi-
leges which were granted frwrn by the Reform Bill ,
and now they appear desirous of keeping tlinn In
themselves and are unwilling that others should
enji>y an equality of privileges with them, Surely
sneh a spirit will not long exist in Dewsbury. Mr.
B noosE then read hi s rejolutiou.—u That this me etiii %
views with feelings of serious alarm and indignation
the apparent determination of the Poor Law Com-
missioners to introduce (bv force of arms if npeessary)
the Pour Law Amendment Act into "this district, as
it is generally repugnant and inimical to tlt« feelings
of the people, unit calculated to produce misery,
crime, anarchy, uHd confusion. Such, he s;iid, was
the result 0/ the law , and he felEeauvinoed that 110
other result would follow it. It was strange til him
to see a large mass of the wealthy part of the com-
munity united together in lining away with the
oriinnul law of Elizalteth .which gave to every man
she right to live on the soil on which he was bom ;

tirved npon tins country it will produce a Freat f[e:il
ofcrbne, our prisons Tfill be fined with delinquents,
and much ware serious expenses will tie incurred by
tlieir proseenrion than tbp Poor Law can save bj
preventing relief beiup given to tht poor. TLfgr^at
argument for the passing of this law in ihe House of
Commons, was that if the old law was nlluvsed [o
remain in force, it woulil ultiniEuti'ly take -iway the
tIiiiW landed "estatts (if ttie wealthy. Tbe old law
never took uiore Uiau eight millionp, and ou t of tliat
amount 1'n ur millions were ann u ally spent 111 liii^n-
ff -tti ri -t, Thiff "'as, indeed, a strange argnmL'nt. They
liesrnjged a little pittance which was to l>e paid to
tiie^ooT, aitd dttcT3oii>tfd\f>-pfevMvitVi^ml<av\nafl,iij
aid i( tliuy could. This shewed them the necessity
ofbeing ready to meet this cnaGtmtnL. If tlie peo-
ple of England had done their duty fj  thmriselves
before this bill wart intrydnceil into tke Housu of
Commons, there would ha\e licon no necessity fur
any such meeting* sa these. He felt, however, the
necessity of. ha"ving (" uivprsni SnaTaee, ̂ or then they
Would have men in tho House of Corumoni- lo pro-
teoi their in+erests. He thought that if an nlirogn-
tinn of t]J,s law could uot bts obtained, we should
have to turn back again upon [hi- properly left for
tlwmirpoais aS the jmjoi—tiw (.'tiiiTp.hpiuceiCT. H
would he rernenibererl that one-third of the church
]iri.)>erty originallj' belonged to the poor—01 ier third
for the maintenance of the fabrics, and onM-third for
the support of the parsons. We shui'ld be thrown
Lack upon tliis, and if we and what lawfull y bflloug eil
to us we should have no necessity to meet as we were
doing to-day.

Mr. l l u f tDF.1  rose to second tho motion . He said
many oi' t.hem were aware of tha inten'^t he li:id
tctken in tlie subject under disensaon, for lie hjul
ni>t only opposed the introduction of the ntw Poor
Law into tins part of the country, but be had Hlvo
opposedits intoductiou inUi oihcr parts of the fcin^-
<lom. On former ocrnsior<s he had atatedhifl objec-
tions to this law, and yet thrywiire nothing abated ;
but strengthen fid and ooufirmed by what he hsd
heard and seen of the Whig Government. He now
ullnded moiv ]>articularly to tlioproceedin£a of Brad-
ford, where Wood had beMi (ilied j and for what
pimifsi? } Why, to carry a law int'> efftnt which was
a dissrace li> a country.—(Hrar, hear.) When he
recollected the history nf this bill in the fitst instance,
it waslit-ld out as a boon to the agriculturists. It
wits lor the purpose of relieving them from rKstres*.
Were tlicy aware tbat the poor bad expended npnzi
them a num of money too groat under the law of
Elizabeth ? He was not aware of any thing of Hie
kind. How the agriculturists uitilri be gulled to
think thai thi« bill would be for their advantage he
could not onnct-ive. When he lootud to the nature¦of this bill, in die first instance, tie found thut the
landlords who were- nrn residents hnd the power to
von? hy prosy, and Hins, by their prosy votes,
could aond fuid overrule 0 meeting whenever he
pleated. TUe sole object of the law, so far as they
could see, was to mnkn poverty poorer—(hear , bear)
—-to starve tlie wretched—(hear)—and to send them
tu prenialtini graves.—(Hear, bear.) He thought
Uiev might a? well deal in pMn Isnguaae as not, for
sucli was "the object of the nature and tke intention
of the law. H« thought the lair was much worse
administered now than formerly, and it could not be
tixpected that men would travel eight or ten miles
once a-week tn attend to parish business, which, [in
many cases, it would be uw.esssry for the guardians
¦to do, otherwise they would he obliged to neglect the
business for which they wars elected. We musl tvll
the (Jovemment nith "firmiiuss ttiat tbi? law nhall be
repealed, or we will repeal it in effect by every aoul
of us refusing to pay a rate.—(Loud cheers.) 1 will
be the first to rpfnse it, and they niay tate iny goods
and sell them '/ they mm.—( Hear, bear.) He was
Horry he was not better prepared to address them,
but hoped they would sn«eed in their lifforts. and for
that purpose most cordiftllv seconded the resolution.

Mr. BnooK- of Huddersh'eld, was then oaOed upon
to move tbe second resolution. He eaid he wsc
anxious to Jay u few words before his friend I1.
O'Connor, Esq. rose to address them, and whose
giant-like mind would furni"ti them with an abun-
dance of information on many moat important topics.
lie came, â  nimiy of them were aware, from the
little town of Huddersfteld, which had been notorious
through the land for its duccessfui opposition to the
high and mighty dictation of the threw demagogues
who sit in Somerset House. (Cheers.) [Mr. Hull was
here announced , who wan received with raptnrons
applijuoi:.] How long they should bis able effectually
to resist their power it was not for him to tay ; but
he should be iLe list individual to submit to their
proud authority- (Hear.) They are goiug to tuto>
another step with us at iluddersHeld , that ia, to di-
vide us, and join, us to several neighbouring unions;
and when I saw the advertisement cilling thii ine.̂ t-
ing, ] thought I wouhlcome and say r. tew words by
wiiy of courtsliip. (Hear.) He did aottnow whether
they, wonld bs weitded W> Dewsbury or Halifax.
(Hear and laughter.) Mr. Brook then 'reid hisredo-
lution, which van :—" That thia meeting consider
that, notwithstanding nil the cruelties and evils
which the adoption of this law will necessarily im-
force, the expense nt pr«sent incurred in the mniu-
tunance.of the unemployed unorwili not lie in any
degree leyseneri, to compensnte for the departure
trom xae undent atalule. —-A* an indivianai, lie was
sorry that tbe're whs any occa>Hon for sorh meetings
an these, or that anj person should have cause to
comu forward, and either more or less support such
a resolution as that ha had jnat read, ny whal
strange infatuation the framers of this abominnble
luw were influenced, he was equally at n luss to ti'll:
but how any person could discover any thing good in
the law was to him nuepeakahly strange. It ij j aa
IiL= friend had often expressed it, the devil's own act.
That such itas its character few arguments would
be nece*aary to prove, for the marl: of the beast is
Btampen on eiery Jvagc, and the language of demon!
is incurporati'd ill every sentence. (He»r, hear, hear.]
IJiave iTliscrved that it is strange that many people
of liberal politics should support this law. I can
only thus acGoiu.t for it; thej mint hiive road il
through tho medium of this devil's spectacles, which
perverts the true order of tilings and leads those whi
wear them to think good in evil and evil good. Ht
had frequently bean astonished when he had hearc
the various speeches that were made in Parlian±L'3i:
in supi.iurt uf this measure ; but his surprise was ex
ceedsit beyond every thing, when he heard of Buine:

d-darhig, that it wa? wrfl rcceiwd by the people.
He might hb well have saidm Hie House of Commons
taut the pi-ople of Yorkshire were livine withoni
f.iod": (Cheers.) In mlvising the people ofl)f!W<bury
as 10 what would bi- the beat coursa Id pursue, he
saidit would be much butter if they could do without
appointing Guardians at all ; but this was not to be
depended upon , since nne individual had the puwer
to nominate, all the Guardians and sow them iu.
We haiB iikdgKd onr&el'ies to support Qb Guai-
dions whatever they may be subjected to in penal-
tiei mid tines, and they are as determined tn ."iond
by us and preserve our rights. After many exhor-
tations to unanimity and exertion , the speaker con-
eluded hy reminding them of the old proverb, that
God help those who help themselves.

Mr.SloHRiTr Mjtthews seconded tlie resolution.
Mr. O'Cosnou was then called upon , who said,

Mr. Chairman, as a barrister 1 shall first rend my
brief and then comment upon It- (Hear, hear.)
That tliip meeting ereatly deprecates the employ-
ment of the Metropolitan Police to nasist in enforcing
the Commissioners' commands, which they cannot
but view as having been in some measnre the cause
of (be rficeut ontragB at Bradtord , and wliila they
feel Hie most poignant sorrow imd regret for the
suffrring jnfiicted on the victims of tins cruel law,
they condemn in the strongf-1' tenos Ihe employment
of the soldiery to coersce and punish them. You
could cot, sir, have placed amore appropriate reso-
lution in my hands ; any resolution condemnatory
of the Metropolitan Police fora-is -most consolatory,
for the first law upon the statute hook on which I
was called to record a vote was the Irisli Coercion
Bill, a measure which was based upon the evidence
of the Irish polico-force, and as the foimdation of a
reform this is the superstructure that is built upon it.
{Hear, hear.) I am delighted tn see von all congre-
gated tagether to nighi, and far am I from joining in
the lamentation that tho shopkeepers hivve not
joined with you 10 attending this raefitvug,for however
desirable Tt would be to obtain th'pir co-operation at
all timi's, it will teach you t*> rely more upon yirar
own resources. (Hear, and cheers.) So long is
you depended tipon thp paltry and in sir! ions
snp[!ort of others, so long have you lioen deceived.
(Heny. hear.) Hutnow that you'ij ivb arisen as it
î "t'rc from your graves, und are reaolved npon ê er-
cirdngyour own rights, I haw some hopes of your
nlrimate triumph. (Hear.) When this bill w;tsin
tho House of Commons I supported the immnnjil
f olil x'tt. :u«l raided my voice against the monopoly
of wealth, to advocate tlterighti oud inheritance of
the poor and industrious. 1 vou'd againstevery
claiise of this measure, and therfore I cannotjnstly
be cousid^red as a tram clung pohtician, or as having
any selfish objecta tnpromutc. I cannot justly he
charged with living u|iou llie wants of others, and
coming into theconntrv for the purpose of agitation ,
having voted for the measure. No, 1 voted against
it , und 1 am still determined to persevere aluvery
risk and every Siiorilice in my opposition. (Cheers.)
1 oppose this measure, not because I lmt*i the law
and (.heiwnstitution uf England , hut because 1 love
them. Itis bec-iuse this isa complete pulling down
of thu constitotion—a complete itifmction of all our
institu l.iouB—a complete ttnsettleraein.' ot the inly,
n nd the rlcurcs:, andmost consohng inheritance of
the poor nmn ; andlcarenot liy whose mjebiua -
tiolis this law may bo i-nf i i Kp i .  the moment it it
Mi foreod lhccoEstilutinn of England will u ot be worth
the trifling salue of one day 's purchase. But. let
me ask, had yiai nny voice in the paising of thiw
law r Wati itenacted at yonrinstigation, imd with
vour consent ? Did you* send representative! to
'Parliament th us tn be tray yon and rob yon of your
inheritance ? No: slave like, you hsd not even a
voice against it. I should not cai* whether yonr
power was alllnnative. or negative, if you eien liad
thp power of oppo dug bad lawd : bii tsliial yunhave
no pnweratfllL Thai power which, is your native
.inlsacred right nas bets) rndety lilcnoil from yon,
and while you have been tamely i^iifiding too thers
tu dofor you yonr work; like base and cowardly
thieves, they nave sbibhed yon in the darTs. .ind
robbed you ofyour all. (Hear, hear, hear.) What
is there in you ? Are you liiiuted wiib crime P Are
you hjilf a* bad as the aristocracy, to suve whose
purses this 1-j.w has been enacted r No: yonr
morality and "eneral demi?Hno«r are altogether
nn ttiiuirthErl, wfien contrasted with the vrry men
mUo j>,issed this law. But we are not yet mfar sunk
into slavery, that the people of this country should
1a,mt\y siilsmili Uroa to be led biiiid-foWei!, woilB
ni[*ety-niife ont of every Imudred find this burden
so heavily pressing npon them. (Cheers.) We were
told indeed, that this measure would be perfectly
satisfactory to all parties i Did you ever fenow a
bargain to be good for both, sides ? In Ireland we
sny that thia is iinpossiljlp. Thp aristocracy framed
and passed this bill to save their own purses, and
therefore, yon have no right to pay rates, {(.'hears.)
I am glad fhnt the formnr speakers have entered into
the real rause of all your sorrows. If youhad had
tlie noniiriKtiou of these men who made this law,
I Uiivc little &ar v$ EAyivse;. thai \tw«Hlil lw-veriiave
existed. Thosomen wholiavo written on tho British
Constitution day, that every unwilling idler iu the
land \xa£ -j. right to be supported from the land.
And whether shall we be governed by thuse
niE-n whose eminence has entitled them to livo
in tke pTJtUffal rospRct of pu^tcrity to the
most distantajjes. orthirthrt'e petty Kings unuder '
Mr. Power, ihe trampiiiaPoor Law Commissioner.
—:i.oiid annas.) wea, uaa it Been lor ine wmg
Admit) is trillion if they had confnied all their coer-
cion to the land where' th^ir scenes of tyranny hate
now beconie s'> familiar that, they ail; little thought
of. But n'e may thaiik the Whigs for passing his
Bill, for had they not paased it wl- sljiiiild never have
been sufficiently npon our guard. It has done this
good fnr you ; it has told you of their tender mercies,
and shown you liow much Ihey rtsjiect yonr liberties
and lives, outlook tn the position m which the land-
lords and fsinncrSj  and shopkefpera and others, hayn
placed themseltea by lending iheir siinclion t* this
unhallowed measure. Thev have said, iu elfect, we
are unfi t to W disposers {*{ our own. property—we
know not how to administer our own lunds, we
know not ho,w to provide lor our own poor, or ti>
soothe tbe misfortunes of uurown friends, and we
therefore place ourselves and our connexions under
the care of Jiree heartless Poor Law Corjuujstfirmer^,
iit whose dictation our property ihiJl he lavished ,
and our liberties and doj ncs lie enjoyments cucro^clu d
upon, just .is they think proper.-—(Hear, hear .) You
iisk to return to thi'J3rQ of Enaanefh. 1 would not.
liave if . While all oilier sciences are going on tu
perfection, surely tlie science of legislation ghoald
not fcr ever stand BtiH , (hear) ; and while luxury is
going on itpace, and 3eprarity and dissipation are
oolting for means on which to support themselves,
let us also have an extensive improvement in the
condition of the working classes of tho. people.
(Tremendous cheers.) 1 am not satisfied with the
43rd of Elizabeth; it perhaps is preferable to the
beastly, brutish, and tyrannn;»l law which U now in
existence. If they gave me mv choice I should cer-
tainly prefer it to the offier; but having tried the
strength ofthe people and seen tbat t.hpy are willing
to present their naked breasts tn an armed soldiery,
rather thai) submit to the enactmimts of this law,
shall we die for our country and oor homes, and yet
tamely submit not only to lie robbed of every politi-
cal privilege) lJUt uvun of tha last and unwelcome
resource to which the pour man can look as a. feeble
seciiril v against starvation, and a cold shelter against
the terrors of despair?—(Lend and cuutinucd checr-
otr.l 1 like to look to tint moral force of t!)« i>eo-

ple. It is like "stir about," a good thing in
its way (Iflud laughter.) but I like also to look
lo the substance of wliioh thia liioral force
is only a. feeble phadow. What is h'fe but li-
berty ? an d what is liberty but the fullest enjoy men t
o fbTe?  Tall- not about tlie shadow, if we ars not to
see the substance..—tJint necessary physical force.
We have read of men jmd nations whohave nuiobled
ihcmselveM by their opposition to tyranuy ; and ifl it
so, tJiatyou should bow your heads Ht faction, and
walk like eulprits to the ba-vtile, or spend tho best
and moat active part of yonr lives for one shilling per
day to defend the rights aud liberties of others ? And
have youjio feeling for your infante—to whom you
gave Trirth—no affection for the partner 's of your
sorrows ? This, and this only, is flie question. We
have beet 1 talking ofthi~ to men until we have almost
broken the drums of th^ir esrfl. But they have had a
surfeit ofit at Bradford : they fonnd that the unwil-
nng anger of lW soltlier became palsied and
tremulous, nnd tlint he asked himself, at the very,
moment that he was pulling the trigger of his
carbine, or drawing the steel from his sKenth, am I
thns to sacrifice imiocent men, who are fighting only
for their families, and tlie endcarmenttf of then:
homes? No: they would not lire upon the people
until they vrere so assaulted as to be obliged tri do il
in their owii defence. They didnotfirein drffnee of the
low. but 10 defence of themselves. Bpt, after all,
do they suppose that they will be able to carry this
law into eHeot? Do they think that all the exertions
tit all the tfrililsry tnny can spate from Canada wiY
make their attempts successful ? Do they imagine
that the love and affection which we bear towards
tlie three kings in Somerset House 19 sn great ihat it
will woigh as one onnce against the! delermmiuoi
of the people hi oppose this law ?—(Cheers) ; no
they, indeed. Lord Stanley said ou one occasion
thathe would oppose Ihe-repeal of the Irish Lui -in
to the death. The Prince of Orange said that Le
would die iu the last ditch in defence of liis conntry
Yes : and I declare, in the race of high Heaven , ant
thp hr.iv*! men who now stand before me, that I will
resist tbis iRw totlie dunth.. (Hew, near, andclieers.)

Mr. O'Connor thus proceeded to .iddress the meet-
ins in an eloquent aud animated style-, touching on
various important questions as he "pfuraeded in uis
address, and bore atray in triumph tlie irreHstible
ijiprobatiou, and unmingled applause of the mu ltitude
who w wet assembled within the hall. He spoke of the
necessity of an extension oft.he suffrage an drefate d the
idli' pleas of those who would connne it to the pr&sent
limited constituency. He said that, had operatives
the me?tns of education, they would make pnstimes
of thi- absurdities of those .who now pretend, to rale

them: that, it was limnd, wbeuever the people
wan ted I'JiyfhmLr from (iiKemmeat, there wju al* sy.i
a difficult'j  iu the ttrraugeittmU: but that, when
there werp taies to be raised there was no ingenuity
required in levying them, Bud that, if necessary, she
could soon (ind a follow like, power with a long book
in his pocket, and tolling the people the exstct num-
ber of the hairs on their heads, il ho, that they were
to be ttixed. The Aristocracy pleaded that the peo-
ple nv.ie yet lim ignorant to (w pat in pwaeiefluu tri
tin- franchisp , but that the real meaning of tMs ob-
jection was, that they had too much knowledge.
This objection was o'rgud because they knew that
the people were in possession of that knowledge,
which they dreaded more than they admired. That
if knowledge was to be tased, we should have Mr.
Spring Rice going ahout the country ^ith a brain
euage in his hand, measuring the different Crania
of mankind ; and he was sure that when hecamt?
to guM£e the brains of Melbourne and his Adminis-
tration he would be obliged to write down no " taxes
paidhere." (Laughter). He exhibited the seffistiiws
and inconsistency of Lord Brou gham in passing tbe
Poor Law Amendment Act to deprive (lie poor of
tWir right, and employed his own argument against
him, by asking if working-men were to lay up in
lh?ir youth a sufficiency for their maintenance when
in age, why Lord Brougham had not adopted tliu
same excellent plan, instead of "raiting nut of the
public parse iive thousand it year, in tbe capacity of
retiring Chancellor. He admonished the shop-
keepers of tho impropriety of refusing to unite with
the operatives in 0 b tjti 11E ng their just rig hU , and prayed
tlla t the evil they were bringing upon them&'tvy£ by
their folly, might not faD like a thunder-bolt upcu
then- heads. He exhorted the operatives to onion
and esortion, to activity and neal, enconragiiig them
with the as-?nrance that they would reap the reward
of their exertion!, when that puriod should arrive
when Englishmen wonld indeed be freemen ; when
England would deserve thi? name of country, and her
inhabitants the name of Englishmen; and con-
cluded by paying, that so long as ho had powef; to
speak: or L to wield n pen, his liand avid heart should
be with the people, and devoted to their cause, and
thnt he wonld rather struggle wilh them for tUe
attainment of tkoir interests, than iivt in triumph
bv opposing their authority-

je trial took plaee. iVotwithstanding this caution,
je prisonera all appeared dediroui to give full in-
irniBtion , :md Mr .

inasmuch, us the benefit wait confined to H olsal,
while the general tendency of the measure has been
to abridge popular rights; weat oncetaie our Btaud
against the plau of cl agitation" now proposed for the
advancement of the Radical cniwe. The True Sun
may recommend the formation of a Metropolitan
Association, nx the great political naerroir, from
whence the provinces are to be refreshed ; but
before we bow down and worship this idol, we
must first enquire what the honoured parent, after
whose image it is to be created , has effected for the
land of ita birth. The system of Irish " agitation" it
recommended, nnd by a no less faithful monitor,
than DaniEL Whittle HARrEV , the tendency of
whose speeches and letters has been to prove the
delinquency of the "agitatur," und the non-effect of
" agitation.'' It iu quite truu , that so long ae the
county party litoked to Metropolitan "agitation," and
to that alone, the cold spirit of npathy pervaded their
ranks. The disappointment, how ever ,which th«y have
experience!?, since the passing of the Jtefonn BjJ] ,
ban led them to the ra«nly resolution of relying
upon their own eierfjonn. Nothing so much tends
to augment the power of an oligarchy, an an
unconditional surronder of thought uuii action iuto
their hands ; wMIe nothing so e-uhunces the value of
popular opinion, !is the fact of individuals thinlcing
and acting for themselves. We are not So be under-
stood, as enemies to "agitation": no,it has been our
darling object through life; but.then,tomakaitvalu-
able we must tnke care that it be used for thepnrpose of
extending, and not of abridging, popular rijthts.
Let ns see what ngiudon ha» donu for the oppressed
people of Ireland P It has obtained Catholic
Emanci pation lit the .expense of political power;
and, from this one circumstance, we shall be able
to trace, not only the increasing poverty of Ireland,
but also the reduction of English wages. Before we

AN OTHER U N P R O F I T A B L E  WEEK.
Perliapg we might be considered n> somewhat

hj-pocritical, should we indulge ia any lamentations
upon the folly of our Legislators ; and for this rea-
son—because we have always looked upon the
English as ¦¦ confiding people , easily led by promise,
und much wedded even to the absurdities of national
institutions: thereforo, nothing but a complete
abandonment of principle could have estran j*d the
governed from their rulers. As Ire never were of the
over-confidunt party, we rejuice that our sapipnt
masters (who might have held dominion, by slight
promise and slender performance,) hav e, in ihc con-
sciousness of their " own strength,'1 set the people
:it defiance , and substituted threat for promise. So
long as the popular voice had an organ , though ever
so inefficient in the Howe of Commons, public
opinion was cast in a kind of Parliamentary mould.
The leaders of the " pressure from without" could
warp it to Iheir owu will and pleasure, and tfee order
to advance ur halt waB ri gidly obeyed , without fur-
ther consideration than the necessity of backing the
opposition. Since the pawing of the Reform Bill,
however, there has been no opposition in the Houtit
of Commons; that is, tliero has not been any party,
llirough which the people could express their
" opinions ;" hence has a complete anti-Parliamcut
opposition been organized throughout the country.
Tbis parly consists, princi pally, of non-electors, who
find that their " rights" hitve been completely over-
looked by the represmUilives of the present fran-
chise. It is matter of fact, that a Government
will ever be the mouth-piece of the majority of tha
constituent body, and therefore the great Sulk of the
people, being altogether unrepresented, they look
with distaste acd disgust upon those who represent
mtaests a.t variance with the majority of the com-
munity. Tha non-eloctors have discovered that a
kind of mag ic influence ia attached to the very name
of an elector, and with characteristic cariosity, ttey
btgin to long for the clmrm. The people aru not
represented , and such is the meaning of our heading
—" Another unprofitable week."

In turning to our Parliamentary proceedings, it
will be seen that there is uot one single my of hope
for the wurking million *, while the time of the
House has been occupied in trying the strength of
political parties , in an endeavour to convert the
fund for the payment of Pensioned Idlers, iuto a
stock for the support of mischievous Commissioners ;
for although the nature of its application may he
changed, let the people assure themselves that the
In-Tnrie« will not sacrifice so (Treat a means of
mrniptlon ana Parliamentary support ; in discus-
sions as to the.beat mode of meeting the Spottiswoode
conspiracy : in short, upon all matters connected
wifh the Privileges of Parliament, without « single
word as to it* duties towards the country.

The principal question of the week has been the
discussion upon the motion of Mr. Fielden relntive
to the New Poor Law Amendment Act, an d ita
" working " at Bradford. We regret the alteration
made by Lord John Rdssej-l, in the motion
relative to the production of Correspondence; am
for ibis reason the Soble Lord is now to be the judge

By their over-irrought interference, Sadler nnd Cos
lost thsir licenses for very trifling offences; indeed
for no offence at all, comparatively : while, althoug h
we warned thtm of the esisWnce of it Hell in the
centre of the town of Leeds, they have never
thonghtnroper to exert themselves for its suppression ,
or for the apprehension of the frequenters of this
Gambling Home. We allowed the matter to rest
for a short time, in tli e hope that those fico Magis-
trates tvho tire Members of the Gambling House,
would , atall events, haie given A mild construction
to the law in behalf of the Beer-house-keep ers.
We have been disappointed : acid since then, as
reported in our last , a man of the name of Read ,
a Beer-house-keeper,in Lady-lane,]has been charged
with an offence of which he could uot have had the
slightest knowledge. Indeed, it was so proved.
The case was tbis : twu idle fellons went mto.his
house and one of them produced a pack of cards;
immediately upon which, a policeman enters and
jeizes upon them. Poor Read's wife w;w ill in bed ,
and he was engaged in the management of his
accounts, while hie visitors were served by a little
girl. Thi! two Hitu had never heen to Bead's house
hefore, and the policeman seldom, if ever. " He
who hides, can find ," saith the proverb, aud
the policemen found the offender?. Sesd
called upon us for advice , and we recommended
him to enjrnge Mr. Naylor, the solicitor, of whose
talent and skill the public have had frequent
proof. However, the man was lined ; and nn
injunction being laid upon the lnapiBrrHtfs' eierk, to
conimunicste all irach convictions to the Board of
Excise, Ids continuance in the capacity of Beer-
house-kcrper will depend upon their will and plea-
sure ! inui'ts not justice; and, especially while
two of our .Magistrates are IVIenihers of a Gambling
House, nad of a Gambling House, too, where a
large and inconvenient sum of money wag lost by a
young gentleman on Sunday Morning last We
have latterl y abstained from allusion tn the numerous
attacks to which Beer-honse-keepers are liable,
because we have it in contemplation to call a
General Meeting of that body for the purpose of
taking tltye for their future protection.

Whatever may be our private opinion on the

Mil l  PurliaineuL had formerly [liven to the planiuts

j) compensation ; but the question with the people
'jf England was now to he, what wan their present
•osiriou iu reference to this question i' A bargain
ad been made, and whether a good one or bad one,
lie completing parties had a right to expect that it
liould be fulfilled. Mr . Jowitt then proceeded to
liuu— that the planters had not by any means ful-
lled their part of tho bargain; in proof of wlikh,
e adduced the sufferings to which the apprentices

were still subject, and rucittdthe substance of many
of lie laws which were in force against them,
and which were of the most cruel and oppressive
character. Mr. Jowitt showed that their labour
was equally as ereat, or perhaps greater , than for-
merly ,'tnat the plBnU-rs had made such arrangements
as tn prevent Hie Negro from deriving liny advan-
tage from the thne nllowed him by law, for the
cultivation of his provision ground,—that his punish-
ment in many instances, was greater, and more
crael, ancl vexatious thin ever was formerly known ,
and t!.»t the provisions which were allowed them,
were not of so good a kind as the; had been for-
merly used to. He thought that afti-r the money
that had been paid, tuid the expectations which tht!
British peop le had entertained from the measure
passed in 1631, we had a right to demand the entire
termination of the opprenticeship system.

The Rev. William Vevebs seconded the
HVWIUVHi

The Rev. J. E. Giles then rose to move the
third resolution. He was rei-eived with loud ap-
plause by ~ the iceeling. He said he felt a deep
sympathy with all that had heen expressed , and rose
under the full impression, that all that had been saiil
in reference to the cruelties which were practised
upon the Negro apprentices were indeed practiced
to the fullest extent. (Hear.) He must say how-
ever , that however deeply he felt for the wrongs of
the slaves, hedid not feel imprcsed with those feelings of
disa ppointoient which the gentlemen who had precedad
him had expressed. He thought he might claim credit
for a degree of foresight respecting thi s abomiuuh le
apprenticeship system. It might nave deceived those
gentlemen whn had preceded him, but it h;ul never
deceived him, and lie was not now obliged to come
forward and confess that he had lieen the dupe of
a measure, which was now acknowL-dged to be a
public fraud , and a mockery, and nn ansult to the
nation. This, others are obliged to come forward
and confess, while he called down the indignation of
the public upon the measure. He never thought
that the apprenticeship system was to he comridersd
as a boon. He had always looked upon it
as a kind of dovbU-faced monster, which had
on one side the look of a fool, and on the other
side, the look of a knave. (Loud cheer3.) The
Rev . Gentleman most eloquently and forcibly pleaded
the right of the apprentices to immediate freedom, and
spoke in terms of the severest reprobation of the late
Emancipation Act. He said, considering the ques-
tionin a moral point of view , either it was right or
wrona further to hold the Negroes in bondai?*-. Tf
it was right, then it was wrong to compensate the

anturs for their freedom ; if it wa* wrong, [hen the
iprvnticea ought to be put in possession of immediate
^dom. He entered into a long and eloquent de-
uce of the conduct and character of Mr. Sturges,
le well-known advocate of the freaSom uf the

slaves, whici| had been oisailed by some anonymous
pamphlet writer, and which he should nlherwise not
have condescended to notice, had. it not heen pretty
widely circulated in Leeds. He entirely freed Br.
Sturgea from any imputations of misrepresenting
the condition of tho-apprtuticts, and thought that the
men who coultl mistake questions fnr corollaries

ight easily mistake falsehoods for premises, asd
ireinises for conclusion*. (Laughler nnd cheers.)
Tie Rov. Gentleman concluded with a most eloquent
>peal , io which be drew forth Ihe warmest appro-

bation of the meeting.
Mr. Hamilton Richardson, in an uble speech,
conded Mr. Giles's resolution.
Mr. Wales moved the adoption of ihe petition,
e made a long speech, in which he disoussed the

uestion before the meeting with much legal ability.
Tie motion whs seconded by Mr. Ely.
The fifth resolution was moved by Mr. Alderman

^lapliatn , and seconded by Mr. Wood , and the sixth¦ Mr. Alderman Scarfj and seconded by the Rev.
'm. Tliornton.
A rote of thanks was then given to the chairman

ir his services, and the m«otra£ dispersed evidently
uch gratitied with the proceediDgs.

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FACTORY QUESTION.

AHOTHEK THKOE OF THE EXPIEING
"ELEVEN HOCKS' BILL,"

On Wednesday afternoon, a kalf-wnispercd ru-
mour obtained a very partial currency in the lown of
Leeds, that Mr. Wriggtes'corth , and his clique of
select overlooker?, were aboHt to make one more
efftrt to upset the decision of the.Public Meeting
held in the Court House, a few weeks ago on this
important imestion. Not content with the thr;ish-
ing thev then received, and with tbe total rout of
their neat little concern , *t (he Saddle Inn, on
Satains; evening, rajoitsi in oM seventh page, tlwj
in tended, it was said , to have a. snujj coterie at the
Queen 's Htad Inn , Mill Hill , on "v\ednenday even-
ing. Other reports said , " The Saddle" was to h e
again honoured with iheir deliberations. Sonio dif-
ficulty was osperienced in ascertaining where the
meeting was to lie ; though it was still believed Out
a meeting was to be holden imneirAe'-e, at whi ch
some nalf-doiten overlookers intended to enli ghten
the eyes of the Legislature on the capabilities of
little children to undergo eleven hours' daily toil,
which enlightenment would, no doubt, iave heeu
iasned forth ss " the general opinion of the opera-
tives of Leeds-" A more crnftj ninde of proceed-
ing could scarcely have been adopted. It was known
that Mr. O'Connor was out of tuwa. The great
meeting at Bradford was naturally presumed to have
drawn 'away most, or all, of the more active and pro-
minent friends to the Buffering factory child, and
every thing seemed to promise an easy fulKlment of
Mr. Wriggtcmeorlh' it prediction, that " l.he decision
of the public mooting would be reversed.'1 The
cottyja assembled at a little after seven o'clock, when
it turned out to lie not Mr. Wriggleswirrth and his
three flax-spinners, hut a few woollen slubbers, with
Mr. Liititlty, tlie manufacturer , at their bead, wno,
in the true (spirit of patriotism, bad congregated to
tbennmher of, at least, n dazen , for the laudable and
pious purpose of supporting their Calverley brethren
in procuring a bill for 6b' hours' labour per week, for
a][ children above nine rears of age, and, in case of
hindrance, by accident to the machinery, one hoiif
perday extra, for lour months , if necessary, to make
Op the last time ! A. immlier of indmduids wfea had
by chance heard of the meeting, but who happened
not to be woollen slubbers, made their appearanei!
in the room, and were told that this wag a slubber 's
meeting to vrhich no other could be admitted. This
was met by a reply, that as all pardes were likely to
be interested in the legislative interference, whieb
was to be sougbt by the meeting, all parties had n
right to partake in the discussion. To this doctriuc
some of the slubbers assented ; while others dis-
avowed it. A chairman wan at length appointed in
the person of Mr. EtiDEaisoS, an operative, whose
trade we did not learn. A portion of the slubbers
thwn left the room, while another portion of them
remained aud took part in the business of the
meeting.

Mr. Gborde White , itn operative woolcomber,
then addressed the meeting at some length , in a
very animated style. He denounced the attempt of
the woollen slubbers now made, tn get up a paltry
meeting like this , and palm it oo the public as the
opinio n of the factory operatives of Leeds, and as a
villainous attempt at fraud; and the idea of little
children brans; compelled to wort eleven hoars daily
;is inhuman aud barbarous. He commented very
strongly on ftie parties concerned m Be11™1!! UP t^ese
hole and corner meetings, and intimated chat the
¦inly possible mode of accounting for the extraordi-
nary uertitiacUy with which they pursued so deadly
and disreputable an object , must be the supposition
that they were influenced by pecuniary considera-
tions, ei ther in the shape of direct bribes, or in the
expectancy of increasing their own weekly earnings
by the suMl&roal tail thus imposed on the infants
whilst labour was necessary to them. He concluded
by moving—" That in the opinion of this meeting,
no child ought to be employed in any factory under
nine years of »ge ; and that 110 child under thirteen
years of nge ought to be permitted, under any cir-
cumsfauces, to labour mure than eight hours daily.
, Mr. "William ftn>£B seconded the motion, and
observed that he had no notion of fighting with the
air. He should , therefore, make no remark further
than to throw down l.he gauntlet of discussion. If
any person present was prepared to advance any
argument why eleven hours should be preferred to
ten , he challenged him to do so, and would try to
answer him.—( Loud cheers.)

The resolution was carried unanimously.
MY. H n.i; ,one of the JZilitorsofi/ieN-jrtfH 'ritSttir,

wno had entered the room during Ife ^White's address,
then ro«e, ;ind whs received with simultaneous
cheers by (lie whole meeting, which uow amounted
to about a hundred persons. He said it had been
observed , th at the devil , in his journey towards
bum an destruction , stops at no style?. Snch an he.
can he overleaps at once, and where be finds them
too high for his power of spring, be looks out for a
device to eiee? through.—(Cbeets and mars of
laughter.) The proceedings of the parties who had
the. credit of baring gotten np this and other equally
reprttnlik inimtings, afforded no bad illustration of
thifl saying. They bad tried their capability in .an
endeavour lo spring over the fence of public opin ion
by calling a meeting of all the factory operatives
and inseters in the United Kingdom, to settle a
great legislative question at fonr days notice ill a
single newspaper.—(Hear, hear.) This was «
prettv bold- spring, hut the fence was loo bigh.
They failed to overtop it , and. knocked Iheir heod*
against the wall—fell crest fallen and humiliated
to the earth. (Cheers.) This, however , seemed nol
to have abated their determination to carry their
object ; and , therefore, null ing it impracticable to
leap iiver, they began instantly to look out for some
place to creep through. Heo.ce the meeting o;
Flax Spimiers, at the Saddle Inn , on Saturday
evening, where the gap through which the monster
had intended to emerge was etiectually utopped by
his excellent friend and coadjutor in the service 01
the public, Mr. O'Connor, supported by the brave
men uf Leeds, who had evinced their capability and
readiness, not only to meet force by force, ill the
Woodless war ol words, but also to rebut the strata-
gems of cunning hy activity and prudence. (Cheers.;
Thuh foiled in their attempt to creep through by u
meeting, convened at i few hours' notice, l>y a six
lines paragraph, at the bottom uf a column, they
now tried a still smaller aperture, and called a meet-
ing without any notice at all. {Cheers and laughter.;
He ecrtaiulv gave them credit for considerable tact
in. seating; the areacBt evening: on which to huki
their little tcia-u-letc to legislate for the whole nation.
Such, however, was the importance, and wicb the
universally attractive character of this great question,
that the more wthisprriitg v/' il'm a manufacturing town
like Leeds, was sure to bring together many who
nere interested in its olscuwsiou; and hence the
gentlemen who had concocted this meeting were
likely to receive the assistance "f a math larger
deliberative body than it was probable they hue
i-,tlculsted on. (Cheers and juughter.) And
though the assistance of himself and his friends
might be unwelcome and unwished for, he trusted
that it would not be le^s valuable on that account,
(Renewed cheers.) He observed, that in the resolu-
tion which had been adopted by the meeting no
word was said of persona above thirteen years of age.

Mr. Joshua Hobson then rose and said, that
he could not but esprets bis great surprise at the
conduct of Mr. Wriggtemuwtit and his compeers,
towards their f rlmul Mr. Bainks. The persons
who now heard him would very well recollect thar
Mr- Baines had , himself, petitioned for a H Ten
Hours' Bill ;" and his friends Met&rs. Wriggles-
worth iiml Cs-t instead of sending petitions to
back that of Mr_ Baines ; whom they professed ho
highly to venerate, wanted to loud the table of the
House of Common? with petitions against it—with
petitions for an " Eleven Hours' Bill." He felt
assured that Mr. Ba_ik:e£ would feel eitreniely
obliged tn the few persons who were at the trouble
to ferret out, and runt, those gvifi friends of his
who wanted to oppose him and his j/i'titiuit !

He s.vw«ed his eMmction »s a pvacticul Him. tSmt
the extreme baii state of trade now, was en tirely
owing to the long hours which had heretofore been
wrought, and that no effectual remedy could ever be
applied without shortening the hours of labour. The
motion for adjournment was then put UJid unanimously
carried.

Thanks to the chairman were moved by Mr. HilL
Seconded aud carried by acclamation.

After which Mr. White said before they liepara-
ted he thought another ifuty was ini-uiulsnt on the
persons who had constituted the meeting; aad that
was to. render their warm and hearty thanks to Mr.
O'Connuu and Mr. Hi l l, the Editors of the
Northern Star, for the prompt and manly manner
in which, for so many years in their individual capa-
city, and more especially in their public capacity, as
Editors, ai nee the commencement of the u Star, "
they had ."h ewn themselves ready at all times to
fi ght the battles of the people.

Mr. JIartin, an operative fiax-'spinner thought
that another name should also be included in this
motion. Mr.' Hobson, the Publisher- of I/k
Northern Star , had been well known, among them
for many years, and was eminently deserving of their
thanks.

The motion as thus amended was carried by
acclamation.

Mr. Hill in acknowledging the resolution <in
bcb u.ll' of himself and his friends and coadjutors Mr.
O'Conner and Mr. Hobson, reminded the meeting,
that if any advent itious circumstances educational ,
or other , had enabl ed them to be of service to the
public—they hid their reward ia the conseiousucis of
doina good ; while the unlv elVicient way in which
the people coul d testify any approbation they might
please to accord to them , would be in the strength*
cniu g of their hands , and not leaving them to wear
their fingers to rhe stumps, or their Inuge into a con-
sumption in fighting their battles alone.

The meeting then separated ;tt ten. o'clock. Thus
ended aHother throe ; whether the bet of the poor
little eleven hours hantliop, remains vet to be seen.

This principle they wish
to impress upon the jninds of the working people,
that they may be nblc to convince them that they
are their friends intleed ' .' If the iiiBtancesof the

working of the law which have already been giTan
you nre evidences of the principles of eternal jittth-e,
I tannot. understand how tbnse princip les, m thus
eipounded , cao bo founded upon auy right. It has
been told you this evening that the poor have a right
to the wil : I, as one, belong to that class ; and I
nuw etand up to issert those righ ts, »n d to declare
dint we claim a ri ght to a relief from that soil
which bus borne upon its bosom our forefathers, from
jjeneratioQ tn generation, aud has home us, their
ch ildren , upon its bosom abo. (Cheers.) We will
assert that ri pu with our whole piiwtr, and raise our
voice-* in determined' resistance to this vile and un-
cwlled-for innovation. It Is troe, that we mean not
lo assert that right, physically, if they do npt drive
'is tlius to assett it ] we Tiill assert it morally: and
'*e tpll Lord Jnua RussEel and the Commis-
sioners , that we will have the princi ples of eternal
juntice ĉarried out. (Chetirs.) IJutwe shall not stop
here with Lord 3ohs Russell, or the class to
which be belong?, but tliey shall he carried out
through the length and breadth of tlie laud, (Chcsra.)
Are we, the peop le of the nineteenth century, to be
moeted. wirti \\-a name of. tbe ptioriplg* of Ktemal
justiw, whil e our forefathers, who lited in tile tonth
and eleventh centuries asserted their elaiitu , not
merely to the iinme, bnt to the roality of those prin-
ciples? And slipll we, when the progress of the
people has been fining on ever since that period , when
we are told-that we are tlie most enlightened nation
n the world,—shall we be obliged to call upon the
Legislature of Uie country to tell us what are the
rights of the poor? "Where were those princi ples
mnnitetcd when HbsilV the Eighth seized the
jro perty of the church? "Wher-j were thev mani-fested when the ancestors of Loku Jouk Russell
leeame partntei^ of the spoil which the tyrant de-
ivered to them p SlialI be not be brought to the Ii:tr

of his country, and answer for the princip les of
eternal justice ? Yet lie would stand up in his uiace
n the House of Commons, and nay. that he had seen
enough to convince liim of the necessity of enforcing
his hill upon the peop le of .Bradford at the point of the

swurd ! But vie stand up to assertthe rights of the poor.
We have appealed to them time after time to do
ustiau to the poor. Yes, we have appealed to tlie

Throne, and horn has it been answered ? Why they
aak us what can Royalty du ? And then perhaps
tliey make an ostentations show of their charity,
and subscribe perhapa a thousand pounds towards
'he establishment of a fnnd for the poor, attd thus
rive them to understand that Ttoyalty has some
sympathy for them. Eut let us ask where came
:hc mon ey from which they an cliuritubfy subscribed ?
Where indeed but ouE ot the blood, and bones, and
sinews of the people, whose rights we are met here
a night to asseft.—^HcftT , hear , and tttceYs.)—
It it top Lad that there should he no kind of con-
cern manifested for the poor, when a million of
money is to bfl spent on :m ordinary occasion to
support the trappings uf Koyalty. I do not say that
ihe dignity of the kingdom should not be supported,
3nt if it is to be supported by maintaining the
î ueen in all her splendour , let it be supported like-
wise in main taining the eonifijtt of the cottage-.—
We hate also appealed to Parliament, and
what has it done for us ? It has been told lo
you to night what it has done. It h;io given you
